Even up to late last night there were
rumors that an exchange might be
arranged, Respensible officials, how-
ever, thought not. Indicating that the
execution had already taken ' place,
they branded the rtmors as false and
asserted that “Soviet justice” must
take its course regardless of protests
and attacks abroad.

The details of the execution will pro-
bably never be known, judging from
what has happened in previous cases.
It is thought probable that after the
executive had refused to reprieve him,
he was removed. from the prison in
which his colleagues were confined, to
the prison for the condemned and that
there, after the death sentence had been
read to him, he was executed. This is
the general procedure in the swift and
quiet carrying out of the death penalty
in Russia.

London Times Questions the |
Wisdom of Canada’s Act-?
ing’ Without Considera-|
tion of Other Dominions.

London, April 3.—(Canadian Fless) |
__The Times, discussing the imperial |
aspect of the fisHeries treaty between
Cunada and the U. S. asks whether it
is altogether reasonable that such
treatics should be concluded solly on |
flie authority of one Dominion govern- |
ment without association with any other
government in the British Common- |
wealth.

The Times thinks if the people of
Great Britain and the other Dom.\ions
realize that such a treaty might involve
them in an international dispute, even
war, they will desire that this ultimate
responsibility somehow shall be regis-
tered at the moment of its conclusion.

“It must be admitted,” the newspa-
per saysy-“that the procedure appar-
ently adopted over the Canadian treaty
is open to the objection that the form-
al association of the British Govern-
ment with the Dominion Government
does not fully meet the case. It is not
in strict accordance with the principle
of equal status and leaves out of ac-
count the other Dominions and India,
which may be no less concerned.”

As a possible solution of such a mat-
ter in the future the newspaper sug-
gests the maintenance of a conference
in more or less permanent session by
means of resident or regular visiting
ministers acting as premier’s deputies.
‘I'his body should be associated with
the government of the Dominion direct-
ly concerned in the procedure, the pa-
per suggests, and should conclude the
procedure with the signing of a serpar-
at~ treaty.

New ‘Angle to Broadway
Girl Murder Case

Backed Firm With Large
Sums of Money—Police'

~ Investigating New Phase
" of New York Sensational
Case.

(Canadian Press.)

New York, April 3—“A Broadway
butterfly” and an artists’ model, Dor-
othy King Keenan, slain friend of the
wealthy John Kearsley Mitchell of
Philadelphia, had another role—that
as senior member of the stock broker-
age firm of “King & Scott”—it was
learned last night. The revelation was
made by Assistant District Attorney
Thomas Geraty, who investigated the
firm last summer, to Assistant District
Attorney Pecora. He also \said that
Albert E. Guimares, “the man in the
fur coat,” admirer of the model, and
upon whom she was said to have
showered many .gifts, also was inter-
ested in the brokerage house.

Miss Keenan, who was known in
Broadway as Dorothy “King,” backed
the company with large sums of money,
Geraty said he was told by Guimares.
“King & Scott he said, were affili-
ated with another brokerage house,
“Stoddard & Sandborn,” in which
Guimares held an interest and from
which he was reported to have made
from $75,000 to $100,000 a year. The
extent of Miss Keenan’s holdings were
not revealed, however. Authorities be-
gan an investigation into her connec-
tions with the firm: It was indicated
that Guimares acted for the slain girl
in the management of the concern.

Police, when informed of the dis-
covery, attacked considerable import-
ance to it, and declared that a new
angle into Miss Keenan’s mysterious
death might develop from an investi-
gation into her activitties as a stock
broker,
