The need of nourishing food 1s a
paramount one during the pre-school
period, which is one of rapid growth
and great activity. Protein foods are
fine body builders and should be high
in the list—including milk, eggs, green
vegetables and cereals.

Some meat should be included for
their animal proteins, which some phy-
sicians declare to be of higher grade
than vegetable proteins. Minerals and
salts are necessary for the development
of the young bones.
