We published last week all the evi­
dence taken at the Inquest, up to the 
previous Monday evening. At that 
time the inquiry was adjourned until 
the following evening, when it was 
thought the Jury would be prepared 
to bring in their verdict. The Jury 
met according to appointment, and 
after hearing the evidence read by the 
Coroner, they considered it insuffi­
cient to enable them to bring in a just 
and clear verdict. A further adjourn­
ment was then made until Wednesday 
afternoon, when additional testimony 
was taken as follows:—
Robert M‘Guire, recalled:—

The boiler which exploded had no glass 
water guage at the time of the accident, it 
having been broken off some time before, 
do not think Mr. Snowball was aware of its 
being off. I could have put the water glass 
in by emptying the boiler and allowing it to 
cool. I have not examined the boiler since 
the accident sufficiently to pass any opinion 
on it. We had no spare cocks but we had 
spare glasses. No more dirt was on the 
boiler than usual. The boilers are blown 
twice or three times every night. We can 
feed one boiler at a time, or the whole twelve. 
I consider the pumps large enough to feed 
the boilers. There is only one check on the 
twelve boilers. There is more danger in 
using a boiler without a water glass than 
with it.
John Bell, recalled :—

met a hero’s

I am a professional engineer and boiler 
maker. I live in Indiantown, St. John. I 
am now working at the boiler which explod­
ed at Mr. Snowball’s mill on Saturday last. 
According to instructions from the Coroner, 
I have made a thorough examination of the 
boiler. I find a crack in the seam of rivets 
on the lower eurface of the boiler, the iuside 
lap being broken. It is about 15 inches long 
and may have existed for months previous 
to the accident. The quality of the iron is 
equal to any used in the manufacture of shell 
boilers or the shells of any ordinary boiler. 
The water level is clearly indicated. both in­
side and outside the boiler. My opinion is 
that the accident was produced by unequal 
expansion ot the iron in the boiler, coupled 
with the crack. That boiler could be safely 
run under a pressure of SO pounds of steam, 
provided there was a proper supply of water 
used. My opinion also is that the quantity 

j of water in the boiler at the time of the acci­
dent was not sufficient. The crack which I 
found in the boiler was almost immediately 
under the dome leg. This would indicate 
to me that the noiier was not sufficiently 
stayed up to maintain the dome and the ne­
cessary fixtures attached to it. This would 
have a tendency, by its weight, to cause the 
crack which I found. There may have been 
sufficient water in the boiler when the mill 
shut down, and possibly leaked through the 
crack.

This finished the evidence. At 8 p. m. the 
Jury again met, and after discussing the 
various points in the testimony pro and con 
for nearly three hours, returned the follow­
ing verdict:—

That the said Michael Powers and James 
Ross came to their death, while discharging 
their duties as firemen at J. B. Snowball’s 
mill, by the butstingof a boiler in the said 
mill.

Addendum:—After carefully considering 
all the evidence before us, we find the acci­
dent was caused by a defect in one ot the 
seams of said boiler, together with an insuf­
ficiency of water being in the boiler at the 
time it burst. We also find that the afore­
mentioned crack was of such a nature as not 
to be detected by the ordinary methods of 
examination, which examinations we find 
were held from time to time. We also con­
sider it reprehensible that the boiler should 

j have been used without the necessary glass 
water guage.

We learn also, that since the empanelling 
of this Jury, the two men John M’Dowefi 
and Robert Sweezy. whose names appear in 
the foregoing evidence, have died from the 
effects of injuries produced by the same 
cause.

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New York, Aug. 24.—The Turkish 
Legation furnishes the following to 
the Associated Press:

The Tmkish Minister of Foreign 
Affairs has eent the following circular 
to the diplomatic agents of the Porte 
abroad. A telegram from Suleiman 
Pasha describes as follows the conduct 
of the Russian array during the 11 
days it occupied Eski Sagra. Their 
first act of entering the town was to 
disarm the Mussulman population. 
They employed the Moldars ot the 
place, who, deceived as to the real 
object of their mission, were ordered 
to fetch the Mussulmans out of their 
houses ; and as soon as the latter ap­
peared they were massacred. Eleven 
hundred Massnlmans were thus put 
to death.

A Telegram from the Karnakow of 
Lovatz reports that when the Russians 
entered that town, 15 women and 
children, fleeing from the invaders, 
were killed by the fire ot the enemy’s 
artillery. Others of these unfortunate 
prisoners, in order to escape outrage 
or death, had to abandon everything, 
even their children. Every Mussul­
man's house in Lovatz was pillaged 
by Cassaeks and Bulgarians. After 
the recapture of the town by the 
Imperial army, the Russians carried 
devastation and carnage into the 
neighboring districts.

The Russians and Bulgarians drove 
out all the Mussulman inhabitants of 
the village of Slenste and burned all 
ihq men and some ot the women. 
Some Mussulmans and women of 
Yuklem were shut up by Bulgarians 
in-a barn, to which the latter, in 
junction with the Cassaeks, set fire. 
The English Military attache himself 
witnessed all these horrors.

Russians on entering these parts 
disarmed all Mussulmans of Eski 
Saghra, Kzamhek and neighbouring 
villages and distributed the arms 
seized among the Bulgarians. The 
latter tlieu drove down 400 Mussul­
mans from Moghlis, in the district of 
Kezanilk, to the Bank ot the River 
Tundja, and there massacred them.

At Eski Saghra and its neighbor­
hood the Bulgarians continue to 
sacre the Mussulman population.

London, Aug. 24.—The Moscow 
correspondence of the Daily Metes 
writes describing the effect of the war 
in Russia as follows: “ The peasants 
are being called off to join ihe Imperial 
army from all directions. Wherever 
one goes families are mourning be­
cause either their father or brother 
arc under orders to start, perchance 
in only a few hours. Families are 
broken up on all sides and wives 
selling their household furniture. The 
streets of Moscow are thronged in 
many places with household goods. 
The prices of provisions are rising 
proportionately. Among the upper 
classes, homes are in the same state of 
change.

Edward Harding, recalled :—
It was the lowest cock in the boiler into 

which the plug was placed. The hole was 
about 5-16 in dianyter. I assisted in placing 
the plug in. I am not aware of Whitehead’s 
hat having blown off. It was a full bore 
coming from the cock when the plug was 
introduced. I was not scalded at all while 
the plug was being placed in. I consider 
that water will scald more than steam, 
have frequently placed plugs in cocks through 
which boiling water was escaping without 
receiving any injury. I tried the upper 
guage cock of the boiler which exploded 
about ten minutes previous to the accident. 
A full head of water escaped through the 
cock. The boilers were feeding at the time

Tltree Persons Gored by 
Bulls.

A most distressing calamity occurred 
at Lochaberon Thursday of last week. 
As Mr. Peter Stewart was coming out 
of his own stable he was met at the 
door by a bull belonging to oue of his 
neighbors. He passed t he brute with­
out thought of fear, wheu the furious 
beast dashed at him in the most terri­
ble manner and would have torn him 
to shreds on the spot had not two 
young men been near at hand who 
with difficulty succeeded in driving 
off the enraged animal. The mangled 
man died on Sabbath morning. Mr. 
Stewart was an elder in Lochaber 
congregation and a very useful and 
much respected man in the com­
munity.

Mr. Con Heighton, of Cape John, 
was badly gored and trampled upon 
by a bull, on Wednesday, 15th, and 
lies in a critical condition.—Eastern.

of Saturday last. About three quarters of 
an hour before the accident, I changed the 
action of the cock to one half. As soon as 
the plug was discovered out it was replaced 
with all possible speed. I saw the cock leak­
ing before Whitehead came to the mill. I 
have examined the boiler since the accident, 
and see no reason to suppose the explosion 
was the result of want of water in the l>oiler. 
1 consider the dry beat from the fires might 
be the means of the plug blowing out. We 
could have placed the glass and cocks in if 
we had them. I did not apply for them.— 
The cock that was missing was broken off in 
the first place by a piece of timber falling on 
it. It was repaired in St. John and put in, 
and from an overheat of the furnace the sol­
der with which it was fastened melted. I 
had no reason for applying for a glass because 
I knew I could run the boiler without it.

“ The Trick Exposed.” "

Uuder this heading the Waterville Times 
says :—

“ It now comes to light that many persons 
who have sent money for cheap visiting 
cards so freely advertised, cannot hear from 
their cards or their money. The plan seems 
to have been to fill the first order sent from a 
locality, and then offering extra induce­
ments to agents, a large .1st is secured and 
the money sent on, and that is the last of it. 
The printed cards are offered by these firms 
at less prices than legitimate establishments 
ran furnish them for, and the American 
Agriculturalist says it has been discovered 
that the object is to secure lists of names to 
be used in mailing circulars for obscene 
books, lotteries, etc.”

The above extract appeared in the Advo­
cate of the 18th July, and in reference to it 
we remarked that a paper in this County con­
tained four such advertisements as are refer­
red to above. At the same time we did not 
take the trouble to discover either Ihe names 
or the residence of the advertisers. It ap­
pears from the paper in charge of the Mana­
ger that all these cheap card printers do not 
carry on such a business as referred to by the 
papers quoted above, and mention is made 
of one A. W. Kinney, of Yarmouth, as doing 
a legitimate business in this line. We 
glad to hear it, and in his case cheerfully re­
tract, as we do not wish to do any gentleman 
an injury, who is engaged in a lawful busi­
ness.

lam one of the day firemen working at Mr. 
Snowball’s mill. I live in parish of 
Chatham;! was at work on Saturday last, 
and left the mill about 5 o’clock in the even­
ing. The boiler which exploded is the next 
to the one that I attend to. That was fired 
by Abel Simmonds. My last work before 
leaving in the evening is to charge the fur­
naces. I did that before I left. There was 
about 70 pounds ol steam by the guage when 
I left the mill. Everything appeared all 
right and in good workiog order when I 
left. I never heard of any ot the boilers hav­
ing a flaw. There was no water glass in the 
boiler which exploded, and there had not 
been one for three or four weeks, 
heard the firemen complain for want of the 
glass. There was not any steam escaping 
through the safety valve when I left the 
mill. The engineer lakes charge of the 
water feed. I never saw tbe water in the 
boiler so low as to produce any 
have often driven engines myself, 
felt afraid to work at any of the boilers. 
Abel Simmonds, sworn.—

I am one of the day firemen working at 
Mr. Snowball's mill. I live in the parish of 
Chatham. The boiler which exploded on 
Saturday last was one of the two which I 
attend to, I never observed anything wrong 
with it, never saw it leak. There was no 
glass water guage on it at the time of the ac­
cident. I did not feel alarmed at there be­
ing no glass in it. I never saw the wooden 
plug which was in the guage cock blow out 
while I was firing. I left my work about 5 
o'clock on Saturday evening. There was 70 
pounds ofsteam by the guage when I left that 
evening. I never take any charge of the 
water. The engineer is very attentive in 
watching the boilers. Know of no cause for 
the accident
Asa F. Phipps, sworn :—

I am an engineer, and live in parish of 
Chatham. I have according to instructions 
from the Coroner, examined the boiler 
which burst last Saturday at Mr. Snowball's 
mill, and find an old crack 12 to 15 inches 
long on the tower surface of the boiler, the 
inside lap being broken. The iron was 
quite brittle, but of fair quality. I do not 
think the boiler could be safely run with a 
pressure ot 80 pounds of steam, even with a 
proper quantity of water. I find nearly all 
the seams on the piece of the boiler, that 
came out, started for a distance of from 5 to 
7 inches from the brickwork downward to­
wards the bottom of the boiler. This would 
result from an insufficiency of water. I 
think want of proper supply of water, to­
gether with the crack in the boiler, would 
produce the explosion.
Alexander Gulliver, sworn :—

I am a boiler maker, lire in the parish of 
Chatham. Work at tne Miramichi Foundry.
I have examined the boiler which exploded 
last Saturday at Snowball’s mill, and find the 
iron to be of an inferior quality ; also that 
there is an old crack 12 or 14 inches in the 
length of the circumference on the bottom of 
the boiler. I find the rest of the seams tiglit 
as far as I can see. The crack would 
weaken the boiler. I have seen a crack 
feet in length working under a presure of 80 
pounds of steam. I do not consider it possible 
to have discovered the crack in Snowball’s 
boiler previous to the accident. I think the 
boiler could be safely used under a pressure 
of 80 pounds ol steam even with the defects, 
if water was carried up to water line. I see 
no indications by which I could say there 
was an insufficiency of water.

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INCREASED BOILER INSPEC­
TION NEEDED.

In another place we publish fur­
ther evidence taken at the Inquest 
held before Coroner Benson, with

It is 
now generally admitted that the ex­
plosion was caused by a crack in the 
boiler which exploded, which, it is 
stated in the verdict “ was of such a 
nature as not to be detected by the 
ordinary methods of examination.” 
This fact goes the further to show the 
necessity there exists for establish­
ing a system of Government inspec­
tion of all boilers, whether stationary 
or otherwise. The late explosion is 
not without a precedent on this river, 
although more disastrous in its re 
suits than any which has preceded it. 
The men who labor in onr mills and 
all places where steam is used as the 
motive power, have a right to be pro­
tected against all accidents which can 
be prevented by the exercise of care 
and forethought, and a proper inspec­
tion, and we hope that at the next 
session of the Dominion Parliament 
the Act relating to the inspection of 
steam boilers shall be so extended as 
to include stationary steam boilers 
used in every branch of industry.— 
The Government cannot undertake a 
more important duty than that of 
throwing safeguards around the many 
thousands of bread winners in Cana­
da, who earn a livelihood in manu­
facturing establishments where steam 
is the motive power employed.

Masonic Excursion.

The excursion by rail to Moncton 
on Monday next, under the direction 
of the brethren of Northnmberland 
Lodge, promises to be a very enjoy­
able affair. This excursion places 
within the reach of all, a splendid op­
portunity to enjoy a cheap ride by 
rail to a town which is looked upon 
as the Intercolonial Railway Centre, 
and which has advanced" with rapid 
strides daring the past four or five 
years. Its extensive railway build­
ings and workshops are well worth a 
visit, and we have no doubt that they 
will be the centre of attraction. Tbe 
tidal wave or “ Bore” will doubtless 
attract considerable attention, and 
deservedly so. The waters of tbe 
Petitcodiac flow completely ont leav­
ing the muddy bed of the river ex­
posed to view, and the vessels high 
and dry. When the tide returns it 
comes in with a rush, the huge, curl­
ing foam crested wave presenting an 
interesting spectacle as it dashes 
along its courses.

Moncton is also a sporting town, 
and can produce several trained base 
ball and cricket clubs. Some of these 
clubs may be induced to tarn onto» 
that day to give an exhibition of their 
skill, which would add consider­
ably to the pleasures of the day.— 
The fraternity in the North will of 
coarse remember that their brethren 
of Northumberland Lodge have had 
to encounter almost insurmountable 
obstacles in bnildiag a hall for their 
accommodation. About twelve years 
ago a new hall was jnst aboul com­
pleted when in some way not yet ac­
counted for, it took fire and was de­
stroyed. The uext attempt to erect a 
hall was as unsuccessful, for when 
about in frame, it was razed to the 
ground daring the well known Saxby 
gale. The third attempt was crowned 
with success, and we have now a 
spacious hall which is a credit to the 
Lodge as well as a great public bene­
fit. The lower flat only is as yet com­
pleted, and funds are urgently needed 
with which to complete the Lodge 
Room, as well as to make other neces­
sary improvements, such as painting, 
&c. The excursion has been arrang­
ed for tbe purpose of raising a por­
tion of the large amount needed, and 
we make an argent call upon the 
brethren to give a hearty and liberal 
response to the present appeal, which 
deserves their most generous support.
