Jose no time in putting bis foot on the
falsehood.

The Chatham World ought to know
that Mr.Costigan distinctly declined, long
ago, to endorse the candidature of Mr.
MecInerney. When approached on the
subject by some friends of the govern-
ment in other counties Mr. Costigan in-
stead of proclaiming himselfin favor of
Mr. McInerney distinctly told those gen-
tlemen that the proper persons to select
a candidate for Kent County were the
electors of Kent. The government were
quite willing to accept any candidate
who was properly nominated by the Con-
servative party of Kent, but no such can-
didate having appeared none have suc-
ceeded in obtaining the endorsement of
the government or of any member. To
say the least it was most ungen-
erous on the part of certain news-
papers having the means of obtaining
positive information to indulge in
mysterious hints reflecting on Hon. Mr.

10,000 WORTH OF DIAMONDS.

The newspapers teem with paragraphs
relative to the recent robbery of Mrs.

In the course of an article on the Eng-
glish crops & writer in the Scottish Amer-
1can Journal says: The bright hopes
which the most unusual fine spring
weather had raised in the British farm-
ers have already been sadly hlighted by
such a deluge of continuous rain as has
not been experienced for eighty years,
work in the fields was well advanced. All
kinds of seed had been sown and planted
much earlier than for several years, all
was prospering well until this flood came
on. Full details ofthe damage done
have not come to hand, but the ‘general
fear is, that it will turn out to be 8o great
that the crop yield in Britain this year
will be the worst since the unprecedent-
ed disaster of 1879. Large meadows
with the hay all cocked have been com-
pletely flooded, as well as whole fields of
fine grain in the ear in numerous low-
lying districts. In some counties it is
reported that the hay crop has been
completely destroyed. The first week of
continuous rain was followed by two
bright, hot days, which revived the farm-
ers’ hopes of still considerably saving
his fine wheat crop, but these hopes
were blasted by the tropical rains and
arctic temperature which followed.

ible that her majesty’s government could
in fact, be less indifferent to these evil
results than is the government of the
United States, but he hopes that her ma-
jesty’s government will, after this frank
expression of views, more readily com-
prehend the position of the government
of the United States touching this serious
question. This government has been
ready to concede much in order to adjust
all differences of views, and has in the
judgment of the president, a]rendf' pro-
posed a solution, not only equitable but
generous. Thus far her majesty’s
government has declined to ac-
cept the proposal of the United
States, The President now awaits with
deep interest, not unmixed with solici-
tude, any proposition for reasonable ad-
justment which her majesty’s govern-
ment may submit. The forcible resistance
to which this government is constrained
in the Behring sea is, in the president’s
judgment, demanded not only by the
necessity of defending the traditional,
long established rights of the United
States, but also the rights of good govern-
ment and good morals the world over.
in this contention the government of the
United States has no occasion and no
desire to withdraw or modify the posi-
tions which it has any time maintained
against the claims of the imperial gove
ernment of Russia. The United States
will not withhold from any nation the
privileges which it demanded for itself
when Alaska was part of the Russian
empire. Nor is the government of the
Unpited States disposed to exercise in
those possessions any less power than it
was willing to concede to the imperial
government of Russia when its sover-
eignty extended over them.

Sir Julian Pauncefote addressed Mr.
Blaine a letter Feb. 10, informing him
that his government was willing to adopt
the suggestion made in the course of
their interviews that the tripartite nego-
titation suspended in London in 1888 be
resumed in Washington. April 30 Sir
Julian Pauncefote wrote Mr. Blaine, in
answer to his invitation for a counter
proposal for a settlement that, as the
sole object of the negotiations was the
preservation of the fur seal species,
regardless of advantage to any par-
ticular nation or private interest,
it would be strange if there should be a
failure to devise the means of solving the
difficulties which had arisen. In view
of the divergent views held, no solution
would satisfy public opinion in Canada
or Great Britain without a full ingniry
by a mixed commision of experts. Mean-
while he was prepared to recommend to
his government certain provisional and
precautionary measures to remove ap-
prehension of depletion of the seal species
pending the report of the commission.
The regulations proposed were as follows:

1. That pelagic sealing should be pro-
hibited in the Behring sea, the sea of
Ochotsk and the adjoining waters, dur-
ing the months of May and June and
during the months of October, November
and December, which may be termed
the “migration periods” of the seal.

2. That all sealing vessels should be
prohibited from approaching the breed-
ing islands within a radius of 10 miles.

These regulations, he thinks, will put
a stop to the practices complained of as
tending to exterminate the reals. The
British minister also encloses the draft of
a convention providing for the appoint-
ment of a mixed commission, who are to

report on certain specified questions

within two years. Matters not adjusted
by the commission may be left to arbi-
tration.

The Marquis of Salisbury, under date
of May 22 last, in a letter to- the Britisk
minister, undertakes to reply to Mr.
Blaine’s arguments. Relative to the
statement that the seizures were
justified by the fact that they were “en-
gaged in & pursnit that is in itself con-
tra bonos mores”’—a. pursuit which of
necessity involves a serious and perma-
nent injury to the government and peo-
ple of the United States, the marquis
says it involved ; first, whether the pur-
suit and killing of fur seals in certain
parts of the open sea is, from the point
of view of international morality, an of-
fence contra bonos mores; and, second-
ly, whether, if such be the case, this fact
justifies the seizure on the high seas and
subsequent confiscation in time of peace
of the private vessels of a friendly na-
tion. He argues against both conclu-
sions, and says: i BT

It requires something more than a
mere declargtion that the government or
citizens of the United States, or even
other countries interested in the seal
trade, are losers by a certain eourse of
proceeding, to render that course an im-
moral one. Her majesty’s government
would deeply regret that the pursuit of
tur seals on the high seas by British
vessels should involve even the
slightest  injury to _the people
of the United States. If the case
be proved they will be ready to consider
what measure can be properly taken for
the remedy of such injury, but they
would be unable on that ground to de-
part from a principle on which free com-
merce on the high seas depends.

Respecting Mr. Blaine’s statement of
the exclusive monopoly enjoyed by Rus-
sia, the marquis quotes from Mr. John
Quincy Adams’ letter to the United States
minister in Russia, which nation in
1821 prohibited all foreign vessels
from approaching within 100 miles from
the coast of Behring straits to the 3lst
degree north latitude, to the effect that
the United States could admitno partof
these claims. He also cites the case of the
United States brig Lariot to show tbe
right of fishing thus asserted, included
the right of killing fur bearing animals.
The brig was forced by an armed Russian
naval vessel to leave the waters. He al-
8o argues from the speech of Mr. Sum-
ner when introducing the question of the
purchase of Alaska to Congress, it is
equally clear that the United States gov-
ernment did not regard themselves as
purchasing &  monopoly. Having
dealt with fur bearing animals,
he goes on to treat  of
fisheries, and after alluding to the pres-
ence of different species of whales in the
vicinity of the Aleutians, said ; “No sea
is now mare clansum ; all of these may
be pursued by a ship under any flag, ex-
cept directly on the coast or within its
territorial limit.” The marquis also says
that Mr. Blaine must have been misin-
formed respecting the uninterrupted
possession of the United States from
1867 to 1886, and submits extracts from
reports of United States officers to show
that during .that time British vessels
were engaged at intervals in the fur 3eal
fisheries with the cognizance of the
United States government. He finds it
unnecessary to deal with the question of
extinction of the seal through pelagic
sealing, as it is proposed to examine the
subject by a committee appointed by the
two governments. The marquis says in
conclusion :

The negotiations now being carried on
at Washington proye the readiness of
her majesty’s government to consider
whether any special international agree-
ment is necessary for the protection of
the fur seal industry. In its absence
they are unable to admit that the case
put forward on behalf of the United
States affords any sufficient_justification
for the forcible action already taken by
them against peaceable subjects of her
majesty, engaged in lawful operation on
the high seas,

The next letter to the British minister,
dated May 23, referring to the departure
of revenue cutters to Behring sea 1o seize
foreign sealers, says he is instructed to
state that a formal protest against such
interference with British vessels will be
forwarded at once.

Mr. Blaine, on May 29, responds that
he is instructed by the President to pro-
test against the course of the British gov-
erniwent in authorizing, encouraging and
protecting vessels which are not only in-
terfering with American rights in the
Behring sea, but which are doing violence
as well to the rights of the civilized
world.

The 30th and last letter of the mass of
correspondence (which would if printed
entire, fill over 30 newspaper columns)
wus addressed by Mr. Blaine to Sir
Julian Pauncefote from Bar Harbor last
Saturday. In it the secretary takes up
the “errors” which Lord Salisbury thinks
he has gathered from the records of his
office. Touching Lord Salisbury’s denial
that he ever gave an assurance Wwith
respect to the proposed convention, Mr.
Blaine says that he simply quoted the
facts communicated by Minister Phelps
and our charge d’affaires, Mr. White.
He says that, as Mr. Phelps has long
been known in this country as an able
lawyer, accurate in the use of words and
discriminating in the statement of facts
the government of the United States
necessarily repose implicit confidence in
the literal correctness of the dispatch
quoted. April 16 a conference was held
at the foreign office respecting the Behr-
ing sea controversy. The secretary says:

This conference was really called at
the request of the Russian ambassador
whodesired that Russian rights in the
Behring sea should be as fally recognized
by England as American rights
had been recogmzed in the ver-
bal agreement of = Feb. 25  be-
tween Lord Salisbury and Mr. Phelps.
The Russiau ambassador received from
Lord Salisbury the assarance (valuable
also to the United Ntates) that the
protected area for seal life should be ex-
tended southward to the 47th degree
of north latitude and &iso the promise
that he would have “a draft” convention
prepared for submission to the Russian
ambassador and the American charge.”
Lord Salisbury now contends that all the
proceedings at the conference of Apr_il 16
are to be regarded as only *provisional,
in order to furmish a basis for
negotiation, and  without defini-
tively pledzing our governments.” While
the understanding of this government
differs from that maintained by Lord
Salisbury, I am instructed by the Presi-
dent to say. that the United States is
willing to consider all the proceedings of
April 16, 1888, cancelled, so far as Amer-
ican rights may be concerned. This
government will ask Great Britain to
adhere only to the agreement made be-
tween Lord Salisbury and Mr. Phelps on
the 25th of February,1888. That was an
agreement made directly between the
two governments, and does not include
the rights of Russia. Asking Lord Salis-
bury to adhere to the agreement of Feb.
95. we leave the agreement of April 16 to
be maintained, if maintained at 1, by
Russia, for whose cause and for whose
advantage it was particularly designed.

Mr. Blaine also refers to Lord Salis-
bury's statement that political events in
the United States had caused an inter-
ruption of negotiations and not a Cana-
dian objection, and closes the volumin-
ous correspondence as follows :

1am justified in assuming that Lord
Salisbury can not recur to the remark of
Mr. Phelps asone of the reasons for
breaking off the negotiations, because
the negotiation was in actual progress
for more than four months after the re-
mark was made, and Mr. Phelps himself
took larﬁe part init. Upon this recital
of facts I am unable to recall, or in any

way to qualify the statement which i}

made in my note of June 4, to the effect
that Lord Salisbury abruptly closed the
negotiation because the Canadian gov-
ernment objected, and that he assigned
no other reason whatever,

Lord Salisbury expresses the belief
that, even if the view I have taken of
these transactions be accurate, they
would not be ir out the argument which
1 found apon them. The argument to
which Lord Salisbury refers is, I pre-
sums, the remonstrance which I made,
by direction of the President, against the
change of policy by her majesty’s gov-
ernment without notice and against the
wish of the United States. The inter-
position of the wishes of a British prov-
ince against the conclusion of a conven-
tion between two nations which accord-
ing to Mr. Phelps, had been virtually
agreed upon except as to details, was, in
the President’s belief, a grave injustice
to the government of the United States.
