Ten days was the utmost time that 
could be allowed for the work of illu­
minating the buildings and as the cost 
had to be kept down, there was no 
margin for erecting scaffolding; every 
inch of wire had to be put in position 
by the risky process of crawling over 
the leaded roofs.

It would have been 
impossible to carry out the illumina­
tions at the economical prices called 
for by the contract had it not been for 
the youth and agility of the electri­
cians, enabling them to dispense with 
the expense of scaffolding.
