Frank, 
the 15 months’ old baby, was found 
dead in his go-cart in the dining room, 
with a handkerchief stuffed in his 
throat. Elizabeth, the "3-year-old girl, 
had evidently been killed first, and Mrs. 
Sahlen had taken the 5-year-old boy, 
Charles, out of bed from the dead body 
of his sister, and placed him on the 
floor. Then she lay beside the lad and 
fed him first with the poison dose and 
then strangled him In his agony. The 
crazed woman had no more paris 
green, so she called her neighbor’s boy* 
Willie Brown, and sent him for 
Then she returned and put her house 
in order, while she waited. When the 
boy returned she took the poison dose 
and called her neighbor. The medical 
examiner said the children had died 
probably an hour or more before the 
mother took

ARCTIC BOUND.

Peary Reaches Straits of Belle Isle on 
His Way North.

New York, July 20.—The Arctic- 
bound steamer Roosevelt has crossed 
the Gulf of St. Lawrence,. and was 
about to enter the Straits of Belle Isle 
at 6 o’clock lasit night.

QUADRUPLETS.
Prince Rupert, July 19b—Another 

change has been made in the plans of 
the Grand Trunk Pacific in regard to 
construction work at Prince Rupert. 
Instead of making a "thorough cut," a 
passage wide enough to admit of one 
track only through the first big rock- 
bluff on Ross & Carlson’s contract, the 
company has now decided to make it a 
"through to daylight cut," which 
means that the whole bluff from grade 
level on the waterfront through to the 
south line on the right-of-way will be 
taken out and filled into the space be­
tween the bluff and the wharf, making 
ground which will' be used as terminals.

Instead of 40,000 cubic yards of rock 
which was to have been taken out, 
nearly 100,000 cubic yards will now be 
displaced: Ross & Carlson will shortly 
put extra gangs to work along the face 
of the bluff, and a much better showing 
will be made. The change in the plans, 
besides making it easier for the sta­
tion men now at work, should give em­
ployment to*^ at least 200 additional 
men on this piece of work.
