Lwrite,not for the purpose of entering into
the particulars of ** the vutrage,” as some
of our frothy friends term it, but to direct
attention to the howl raited in the
Advocate against Dr. Rand, who is Chicf
Superintendent of Education and an em-
ployee of the Guvernient in which the
Advocate’s pet representative of the County
holds a portfolio. Now we know that the
Board of Education is composed chiefly of
the members of Government. Mr. Adams
is a member of that Board. Why heap
abuse on Dr. Rand and make no mention
of Mr. Adame’ responsibility for the
alleged ‘‘outrage?’, Is the Adrocate
afraid to speak out hunestly and place
blame where it belyngs? ls the servant
to be considered more responsible than the
master ? Without a word of comment the
Advocate publishes poor Dr. Rand after
