The bark Wildwood now lying at the
Charlotte street extension, has been
sold by E. Lantalum, M. P. P., to the
zypsum Plaster Co., of Windsor, N.
S. Capt. Daniel Monroe and crew ar-
rived in the city on Saturday last and
are now staying at the St. John Hotel.
They will take the vessel across the
bay on Tuesday next. A local tug will
tow the bark below the island and the
tug Gypsum King will then take the
vessel to Somerville, N. S., where the

copper will be stripped from the hull |
after which it will be converted into |

a barge. The Wildwood was one of the
largest square-rigged vessels ever built
in a St. Joh,n shipyard and was launch-
ed at a time when the wooden ship-
ping was at its height.

The conversion of the vessel into a
barge removes what was practically
the last of the wooden ships owned in

this port. The majority of the old St.

John vessels now afloat are under the
Norwegian and Italian flags.

MASSES INDIGNANT
OVER CRINAL'S ESCAPE

P

Had Been Sentenced fo Death for
Atrocious Murder But Later Given
Life Imprisonment,

PARIS, Sept. 15.—The increasing in-
dignation of the masses against the
escape from the guillotine of Soleillant,
known as the “monstrous violator and
murderer,” whose sentence to death

was commuted last week by President
Fallieres to life imprisonment, was
expressed today in a series .of the
most curious public manifestations
that have occurred in France for a
long time. The demonstration, despite
the fact that several arrests were
made, was almost entirely an orderly
one. Many women participated. It
was organized not so much against
Soleillant as to express the voice of
the populace against the wave of un-
speakable crimes committed on little
girls, which lately has increased to
| an alarming degree and which, it is
! feared, .the commutation of the sem-
tence of Soleillant will onl% stimulate.

The rage of the women has been
great since President Fallieres showed
clemency to Soleillant, and they assem-
| bled this afternoon swith their hus-
1 bands and many others of their sympa-
thizers. Many parades led by women
with children in their arms, traversed
the boulevards of “the city.

Many of the newspapers of Paris con-
demn the failure of President Fallieres
to permit the law to take its course,
and all agree that the commutation
signifies the passing forever of the
guillotine. from France.
