He 
came there in the evening and asked 
where he would find John Sullivan, of 
Dorchester. He was informed that a 
John Sullivan had been hanged here 
for the murder of Mrs. Dutcher.

In further pursuance of this prin­

ciple, in 1881 the large hall was con­
verted into a gymnasium, which since 
then has been a “hall of health,” for 
thousands of young men and boys.

The benevolent work of the Associa­
tion in the earlier years was very 
large, the amount dispensed reaching 
81,150 in some years. As relief and 
aid and other benevolent associations 
came into being, the need for such 
work gradually lessened.

The work among sailors was carried 
on energetically for many years, lead­
ing to the organization of the Seamen’s 
Mission, which has since carried for­
ward the work so efficiently.

Another field among the earlier ef­
forts of the members was the large 
end successful mission and rescue work 
carried on in Sheffield street. After 
centreing for some years in private 
houses, steps were taken in 1874 to 
erect a Mission Hall, where the work 
continued with increased success under 
such workers as D. M. Sterns. This 
mow prominent Christian leader, doubt­
less, got much of his training here, 
which stood him in good ste&d In his 
larger work still being carried on in 
Pennsylvania.

The .history of the association has 
been remarkable for the long terms of 
faithful service that have been given 
by esteemed citizns. As will he seen 
from the list appended there have been 
only ten presidents in the thirty-seven 
yea -s of the association’s history.

These were: 1867-1868, George Bar­
teaux; 1869-1875, William’ Welsh; 1876- 
1879, John E. Irvine; 1880-1882, LeBaron 
Botsford ; 1883-1887, John E. Irvine;
1888-1889, H. J. Thorne; 1890-1895, W. S. 
Fisher; 1896-1898, G. A. Henderson; 
1899, John E. Irvine; 1900-1902, C. E, 
Macmichael; 1903-1904, Frank White.

The first general secretary employed 
was James A. Gauld, who was In office 
"rom 1878 to 1883. He was succeeded 
fter an Interval of a year by H. H.
