Then all ‘the Horizon bursts
into bloom, and you behold the aurora
of India, Lhnn which, no countty’s rosy
dawn can be more beagtiful: “Then all
silvers again, and the mackerel sky, to
its zem‘ﬁ is translucent with crystal
light. As you gazé‘a new.life, like
:;mng time, steals over yaiir frame.

He
goes forth from the deep with such
strength, and clears the bosom of the

Look a little to the left of his morn-
ing face.

Ox-carts, ox-carts, ox-carts!| Where
is the end? The shore for well-nigh
half a mile is walled with ox-c

yoked and are eating straw ont of the
carts. We drift down with the multi-
tude, wind our way through & gap be
tween two carts uml stand where the
surf foams at our foet, Here strotches
before our eyes the mighty congregn-
tion. Between the wall of carta and
the fuming tide there stretches for half
a mile one swaying forest of humanity.
It is hard to tell whether there are
more in the water or more upon the
sands. Some are busy wringing -out
their garments withous removing them,
Indeed as soon as the sun gets & little
higher they may stand in-his beams
and get perfectly dry.

they clateh with & smirk of satisfac-
tion. They dip their bowls in the bay
and pour water over the head of the
girl, repeating rapidly. Banstric
incantations to drive  away her
wine. Then they pour water over
the niother’s lww& with the same jug
glery of magio words. I forgot to say
that they poured water into the girl's
hands and she threw the water out into
the rea. This they did three or four
times. Then they poured water into
her hands again, and she threw it back
over her head

The mothergoes through the same per
formance. Then mother and chiild, hand
in hand, press out into the deep. They
fall forward upon the wave, and an in
coming billow sweeps ove: rnlmm cover-
ing them for & moment from munnl
pight. Coming up out of the water,
they start for home, believing that they
have washed away their sins and cast
themainto tbe depths of the ses. The
divine Brahmans count their coppers.
They are the “gods of the earth.” The
common people do not say “good morn-
ing” to these divines when they meet
them, but put both- hands together, as
in prayer; and womship them.

A little farther along the strand a
father amd his nine-year-old son are

taking their great bath.  Here,too,four
or five Brahmans are pouring water
over 9ne WOman. After  she has

plunged into the billows she trudges
nhunv and evidently has not paid for
her suvation, for the “gods of the
earth” follow he Tuey surround her,
and hiold out their hun:{ She puts &
few coppers into: the hand of one of
them and tries to escape, but they head
her off. She' puts more coppers into
the hand of another and] attempts to
dodge them again. But there is a
Brahman in front of her; s Brahman
behind her; & Brahman to the left of
her ; & Brahman to the right of her. No
teamp ever begged harder for » penny
to buy beer. - No'coolie ever bantered
more doggedly for higher pay.  “Give
me! give me'! [ gave you your bath.
Give me! giveme!” And ‘she cannot
got off, until she has paid the “‘gods’’
sdl around, At last gaining her liberty
she flees like u bird released from its
captom.

“How much money have you taken
this morning?”’ we ask a Brabman.
“ourteen annas and cight dummad-
es,” is the quick reply. IT you ask any
one ofthem, he will tell you aa quickly
a8 you ¢an snap your finger. Tlmf' keep
counting.them over and over, and won-
der how much they will get next. One
old Brahman got two rupees for -his
services from a certain rich Hindu who
had come to wash away his sins, and the
news about that two rupees spread like
wild fire all along the shore. As I was
talking with one Brahman, a man came

for a bath, and he sprang upon him,
liﬁeu cat upon & mouse, lest someone
else should get the job ahead of him.
The man was a carpenter who lrad done
some work on the Llln!l(!ﬂ Compound,

and as the went down into the water, I-

wondered if that adulterous Brahman,
with @ll the water of the blue ocean
could wash away all the lies which that
gray-headed old sinner had told me.

It was astonishing to see how brave
the children were. - I did not see one
boy or girl who was afraid to go into
the surf,

Look! There are half a dozen Brah-
mann sitting in a row. Each man,

his fore-finger, draws a circle in
Lhe sand. Then in the circle he writes
away as fast as his finger can go, until
the space is filled !with a scribbling.
Then with both hands he scoops up his
writing, sand and all, rushes to the
water, throws it into the billows and’
plunges in after it to take his bath.
The writing in the sand was his sins.
en he scooped up the sapd and
threw it into the waves he was casting
his sins into the depths of the sea tore
turn upon his head no more.

As the day advanced the crowd dis-
ersed like dew before the rising sun.
When the clock tower struck ten the

bathing was over, the sea was groaninj
with the transgressions of & nation, an
except & fow fishermen, not a sinner
was to beseen upon the shore.

All this took place Monday morning,
Feb. 5th. Christmas comes but once a
year; and this great day comes. but
once in four years. Bome say that
such a specially great and meritorious
day comes only once in twelve years:
Others say once in forty years, When
doctors difler what can I say? Any-
way every four years.the multitudes
from fir inland come down to the shore
of the illimitable sea to wash away
their sins.

Although word was sent to all the
villages that we had cholera in town—
real Asiatic cholera—yet all this mul-
titude came, Imet one young man,
who came from Bobbili, over 50 miles
away. S0 alsoto all the numerous sea-
port towns, along the Bay of Bengal on
the enst, and the Arabian Ses on the
west, they come down from the infand
villages, in tribes and with song, to
take their morning bath in the meritor-
ious waters

All this gives to us & splendid oppor-
tunity to preach to them of that “}nun-
tain opened to the house of David
for sin and for uncleanness.” We try
to show them that sin is deeper than
that which any ocean can wash away,
and we relate Lo them thestory of T}
Lamb of God, who taketh away the sin
of the world.”

This afternoon with a clear glass
bottle partly filled with ink, & tub of
water, a dipper and a basin, we started
for the Clock Tower to preach. There
sefore crowds of Hindus we tried to
wash the ink out of the bottle by pour
ing water over it and by planging it

Joseph' Benson, who. sucgeeded. John
Wesley, as the President of the Con-
ference, wrote & o smmentary, in which
he also admits that this passage refers
to the ancient manner of baptizing by
immersion.

2. PRESBYTERIANS,

Dr. Phillip Schaff says on Rom.6: 3,
“The meaning of baptize in this passage
is undoubtedly immerse, and the
whole force and besuty of the illustra-
tion, lies in the very allusion to the act
of immersion and emersion.

Dr. James McKnight says on Rom.
6: 4, “Christ’s baptism 'was not the
baptism of repentance, for He never
committed any sins; but He submitted
to be baptized, that is, to be buried un-
der the water by John and then raised
out_again.”

Thomas Chalmers, D, D., L. L. D,
says on Rom. 6: 4. “The omginal
meaning of the word baptism is immer-
sion, and though we regard it as a point
of indifference whether the ordinance so
named, be performed in this way,or by
sprinkling, yet we doubt not that the
prevalent style in the apostles’ days
was by an actual submerging of the

whole body under water. - We advert to
this for the purpose of throwmg 1i h!.
on the analc that is institutes
those verses. )Symuv Christ, by d«-uh,
underwent this sort of baptism, even
immersion under the surface of the
ground, whence He soon emerged again
»y his resurrection. We, by being bap-
tized into His death, are conceived to
have made a similar translation. In
the act of descending under the water
of baptism to have resigned an old
life; and in the act of ascending, to
emerge into a second or new life.
