The leader of the epposition then quoted
extensively from orders in council and Je-
spatches in regard to the conference of
1902 and-the correspondence carried on be-
tween thé imperial ‘government and the
self-governing colonies for the purpose of
holdidg the coming conference. In 1902
it was arranged that the conference should
meet within every four years.

The only subject which Canada has
brought to the attention of the home gov-
ernment for discussion at tha conference
was the constitution of the conference, al-
though the other coloniecs had suggested
many subjects for consideration.

Hints Laurier Doesn’'t Want to
o,

Mr. Borden proceeded to argue from the
documents that as far back as 1902 Can-
ada desired the conference to be enz of
ministers and not of premiers and again
this year the Canadian government had
the status of ministers defined so they
might attend the conference along with
the premiers. X¥rom this Mr. Borden
drew the conclusion “that even as far
back as 1902 the premier had in contem-
plation the idea that he would not at-
tend this conference and desired to have
some ministers attend in his place.” The
imperial government properly answered
that this is a matter which should be left
to the council itself. That was the view
of Mr. Lyttleton and the late govern-
ment and of Lord Elgin and the preseat

government.
Now I Thave already alluded ta
the fact, coatinued Mr. Borden,

that Canada has not suggested any sub-
ject for discussion, and it would scem to
me a most deplorable outcome that this
country, the. premier - over-sea Dominion
of the Empire, and within easy reach of
the mother country, should not be repre-
seated at that conference, while distant
dominions such as the commonwealth of
Australia, New Zealand and Cape Col-
ony should be represented, although the
journey from these countries occupies
twice and in some cases thrice as long as
does the journcy from Canada to Lon-
don.

Opposition Williné to Adjourn,

Sir Wilfrid—“‘Even that much, sir, af-
fords no justification for such an insinua-
tion. The observations which the honor-
! able gentleman has founded on this des-
| patch have simply shown this, that as it
is my lot at this moment to be the prime
1ministcr of Canada I am prepared to take
my share of the work, whether it be in
Ottawa or in London; but whether my |
work be in Ottawa or London, I am anxi-
ous there, as here, to have the co-opera-
tion of my colleagues to assist me in this
work. 'The despatches which have just
“heen quoted do not go any further than
i to show that my anxiety was not to go
{ to London alone, but to have the assist-
ance of my collcagues there. Important
questions are to be discussed at that con-
forence. Agenda which has been pub-
lished shows what they are. Among oth-
ers there is the trade question, in which
we take a deep and vital interest; and
whenever it is my duty 1o have the as-
sistance of my colleaguss, who have done
so much to make the tariff of Canada
what it is at the present time, and to
bring the trade question up to the stand-
ard which it has reached in this country
and the British empire at large.

Has Dual Duty.

My honorable friend ought not to be
surprised at any anxiety between the
duties which call me to London and the
duties which detain me at Ottawa at
the samé moment. I may say that
during the last few days I have been
under. great anxiety over this question, not
knowing whether my duties would keep
me here or call me away. Up to the
present time I may say I have not made
up my mind. I have thought that it
might be possible for me to postpone for
a time my departure from Ottawa. The
conference is called for April 15, and must
meet then. But everybody knows that the
first sittings of the conference will not be
of as much importance as the later sit-
tings. Formalities always precede the
actual business. It takes time to organize
and prepare for the work, so that my at-
tendance on April 15 would not be as im-
portant as it would be later on. But I
would be only too glad to welcome the
proposal to facilitate the business of the
house in order to afford me an opportun-
ity to fulfil the duties which appertain to
the position I am entrusted with; and if
the gentlemen opposite will carry out the
suggestion I do not think that there will
be any necessity of adjourning the sittings |
of the house.

1f my honorable friend would put a rea-
sonable restraint upon the flow of elo-
quence of gentlemen opposite,-so that we
could confine ourselves to the discussion of
the questions before the house, I think it
will be possible for me to sail on the 5th
of next month, leaving some of my col-
leagues here until the business of the
house is completed.

“At the same time I would impress on
my honorable friend that it is most im-
portant that I should be accompanied on
this mission with which the Canadian peo-
ple have entrusted me, with those of my
colleagues who are to work out with me
the problems we may have to discuss at
‘the conforence; and therefore, since my
honorable friend has been good enough to
| say that the opposition will facilitate the
business of the session, I conclude that
he will do so not only with reference to

With much heavy legislation
out of the way and with a united major-
ity of eighty at his back, what was there
to prevent the prime minister leaving
on April § and taking his proper place
in the conference.

Foster Grows Jocular.

There is nothing of sufficient import-
ance in the legislative work now before
us to prevent him going, and if it will
do any good I promise and probably there
might be some others on this side will
make similar promises, that if the mem-
ber for Labelle (Mr. Bourassa), cut up
too rusty in the rear of the government
bench we will bring as much gentle per-
suasion as possible on that honorable
gentleman to induce him to stay his hand
until the summer holidays are passed
and a new session  begins in November,
when he. can with renewed vigor, resume
the role he plays so well.

Mr. Foster therefore hoped that WNir
Wilfrid would by no means throw the
coming conference into confusion and pos-
sibly contribute to its ultimate destruc-
tion by his absence from it, as the re-
presentative of Canada.

I think that I would be perfectly war-
ranted in saying that this conference is
to take place largely because Canada un-
der the leadership of her government and
the government of my right honorable
friend (Laurier), has made it possible for
the idea of an imperial conference to de-
velop step by step until it assumes the
form it has taken today.

Mr. Bourassa.

Mr. Bourassa said with all due respect
to Mr. Foster's desire that the first min-
ister ehould leave and parliament be pro-
rogued as soon as possible, he did not
agree with him as to the necessity for
the closing of the house. He agreed with
the principle of the colonial conference,
but fortunately therc had been a change
in England. The common sensc of the
people had gained control and the con-
ference would mot be affected by the
ideas propounded by Mr. - Chamberlain.
At the conference of 1902 the proposal
to put future conferences on a regular
basis was mot approved of, and 1 take
it for granted that Canada’s position now
{s the same as then on this point. Can-
ada has stated that she had no question
to bring before the conference. The only
question on which the Canadian govern-
ment has noticed the people they are will-
ing to meet the sister colonmies, is that of
trade.

Laurier's First Duty at Ottawa.

Hon. Mr. Ficlding said he concurred in
the statement fhat the first duty of the
prime minister was to parliament and the
dominion. But it was important that the
prime minister should be present at a
very carly stage of the conference and if
possible at the opening. There are duties
to Canada which can be best performed
in the parliament of Canada, but there

are also duties to Canada which can be
best perfarmed in other parts of the world

)
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and notably at the capital of the em-
pire.

Canada had no grievances to be dis-
cussed, but the sister colonies are to pres-
ent greivances, and it is desirable that
the representatives of Canada, and partic-
ularly the prime minister, should be pres-
ent to confer with his brothers from tha
other colonies, to assist them with his
judgment and wisdom and to place on
record the views Canada holds on the mat-
ters which are to be brought up.

Mr. Fielding thought that good progress
had been made with the business of the’
session, and that there had been little
obstruction. If these conferences are to
be held from time to time it is proper
that Canada, the first colony of the em-
pire, should be represented and adequate-
ly represented by the prime minister.

Denies Arrangement to Stifle
Fowler Episode.

.R. L. Borden said in concluding: “Mr.
Bourassa referred to a matter of some
importance, which he proposes to_bring to
the attention of the house tomorrow. If
these matters should prove of the im-
portance he indicates, and undoubtedly
they are important. I would be prepared
to insist with him that this session should
not conclude until these matters have
received due inquiry and investigation. It-
was for that reason that I suggested to
the prime minister that we should not
prorogue but adjourn for the purpose of
enabling him to attend the conference.

I will take this opportunity to refer to
the statement made in some newspapers
that there has been an arrangement be-
tween the two parties with regard to the
matters which Mr. Bourassa proposes to
bring forward tomorrow. I desire {o re-
peat my statement that there is mo ar-
rangement and that there has never been
the semblance or suggestion of an ar-
rangement and statements to the contrary
are as false as any that ever proceeded
from pen or tongue.”

Dr. Sproule supported the premier in
going to the conference.

NEW CHURCH ORGANS

Main Street Baptists Getting Ready—
Stone Church to Have New Instru=
ment,

M. Cassavant, the organ builder, of St.
Hyacinthe (Que.), will be in the city on
Friday. The organs in Centenary, Trinity
and St. Peter’s were built by this firm,
and they have for the past month been
engaged in the construetion of a hand-
gsome instrument for the Main street
Baptist church here. An order for a new
organ for St. John’s (Stone) church is
also placed with them, and M. Cassa-
vant’s visit will be in connection with
the details concerning his contracts with
the two city churches.

Some changes in the interor of Main
street Baptist church are to be made be-
fore the placing of .the new organ, which
will take place some time in the summer.
The platform is to be built farther out,
and the choir rail placed several feet
anead to make room for the new instru-
ment which will take just twice as much
room as the one in use at present.
