CAISTAL STREAM

[Survivors of Friday’s Catastro-
phe Tell of Alleged Attempt
Made About Month Ago

'NOISE AT MIDNIGHT

HEARD BY STEWARDESS

' Next Morning Part of Woodwork Was
Found Charred—Steamer at Time
Lay at Cole’s Island Where She Was
Burned Friday—Story Likely to Be
Told at Inquest.

That the terrible disaster in which the
_river steamer Crystal Stream was burned
at Cole’s Island on Friday morning and
four lives lost, was caused by an incen-
diary is a fearful suspicion but it is held
/by some and, while there is no positive
evidence to show, Capt.. Mabee, Engineer
Roberts and others of the crew express
‘their conviction in favor of this theory.
They claim the view is strongly sup-
ported by the fact that what had the ap-
pearance of an attempt to burn the
steamer was recently made at Cole’s Isl-
and late at night.

About a month ago, early in the morn-
ing, Captain Mabee was making a round
of the boat and on the starboard side of
the saloon deck, which faced the river, the
marks of fire were visible on the steamer’s
woodwork. There was a charred portion
about nine inches from the deck just out-
side the room of the stewardess, Mrs.
Chase, and in a sort of alcove wherein, in
the opinion of members of the crew, it
would not have been possible for a spark
to lodge.

Mrs. Chase, according to Engineer Rob-
erts, heard a noise outside her stateroom
about 12 o’clock the night before thié dis-
covery was made and being in a timid
state of mind she arose and went out on
the deck but no one was in sight. Early

. mext morning the mark was discovered on

the woodwork. It extended for about a
foot and a half and was about six inches
in width. :

Those who saw it say that there were
no ashes or signs of a fire being kindled
and the opinion of Engineer Roberts, ex-
pressed to a Telegraph reporter last even-
ing, was that the mark was caused by a
lighted lamp or some such article being
beld against the wood, but that the per-
son so engaged, becoming alarmed, depart-
ed, having failed to cause a blaze.

When seen by a Telegraph reporter last
evening Capt. Mabee refused to deny or
confirm the story but, when these facts
were mentioned to him, admitted that he
had discovered such a mark and had called
the attention of members of the crew to
it, including Mrs. Chase. :

Capt. Mabee finally admitted that he be-
lieved Friday’s fire was of incendiary
origin and added that it would be hard
to make the crew believe anything else.”
‘Asked if any suspicions as to the guilty
party were entertained, he replied that
“the crew all had suspicions which it was
hard to get out of their heads.” He also
himself had suspicions but no proof.

Referring to the statement that the ex-
plosion of the lantern which was hung for-
ward on the main decii of the Crystz_;l
Stream may have started the fire, he said
that he had particularly noted that the fire
was chiefly on the starboard or river side
while the lantern hung -on the port, or
landing side.

Engineer Roberts told a reporter that
he had carefully examined this lantern on
the night preceding the fire and it was all
right. He feels certain -that it did not
explode and said he firmly believed the
boat was set on fire. Capt. Mabee, _he
said, scraped away the charred portion’
with his knife so that the mark was not
vigible when the boat arrived at Indian-
town. The matter was then reported to
the owners.

The Stewardess’ Story.

Mrs. Chase, when seen at her home in
Bridge street Sunday, and questioned
regarding the finding of such a mark, ad-
mitted that such was the case. She said
that about a month ago “ag Captain Ma-
bee was making a round of the boat -early
one morning at Cole’s Island, he found a
charred mark. It was just outside .my
stateroom, and looked as if some one tried
to burn me. He showed it to me, the
mate and Engineer Roberts and, pointing
to the mark, said, ‘Do you see that? The
thing was not mentioned to the cook or
“any other of the women aboard, as they
were afraid of fire burning them.”

She added that Captain Mabee had

gcraped the mark away with his knife,
and that it was in a sort of racess. “There
were no-ashes or anything there,”  She
added, “and I never told anygne about
.t.,’
) Mre. Chase also said that there was a
gcow lying alongside the Crystal Stream
and the steamship Aberdeen was at her
berth close by. .

(Captain Mabee declined to speak on the
matter at first but, being shown what was
already known, admitted having found the
mark, He added that the coroner had
said that he would sift the wmatter thot™
oughly.

BEngineer Roberts Tells of It.

Engineer Roberts, when interviewed,
said: ‘“Early one morning about a month
ago, Captain Mabee was going around the
boat looking and examining her as he al-
ways did. He found a mark on the wood
of the saloon deck outside of Mrs. Chase's
room, and showed it to Mrs. Chase, Mate

McCleery, Purser Belyea and myself. It!

was about nine inches off the deck and in

a spot where no spark could have alighted, |

while it was about a foot or so long. The
paint was scorched and the wood burned
into for a distance. Captain Mabee
gcraped it away with his knife.”

Asked as to how he thought such fa

mark could be made, Mr. Roberts mp}i&i

that “it looked as if a lJamp or some su
thing had been hzld up against it. Mrs!
Chase,” he continued, “heard a noise out-
side her stateroom about 12 o’clock one
night and went out, but there was nobody
there.” He expressed it as his opinion
that the firz of Friday was the work of
an incendiary.

«T always was the last to go to bed,”
he continued, “and sat up late on watch
several nights. Last Thursday night I
was tired and stayed up late with my
clothes on. T always went around and had

There
was no fire at the time in the fire hole.”
Mr. Roberts added that he and Captain
Mabee mad= a night and day inspection
respectively, both at St. John and Coles
Tsland, and had kept watch in case of
fire. -

The Inquest.

The inquiry into the disaster will be |
opened on Tuesday evening at Cole’s Is-,
land. The witnesses will go up on Tues
day morning by the steamer Aberdeen.
The evidence of Mate McCleery will prob-!
ably be taken by commission, as he im|
still suffering in the hospital and unable |
to be about for a wezk or so.

The funerals of the victims were to take
place yesterday afternoon. The bodies of
William and Allan r.ogan were to be in-
terred at Clarktown, on the Washade-
moak Lake, and that of Fred. Smith at
Shannon. The body of Edward Baxter
was to be interred at Westfield.

Mrs. Chase and Mr. Roberts are getting
on nicely, though both are still suffering
considerable pain. Purser Belyea is 'also |
doing well.

Had it not been for the timely discov-
ery of fire on the steamer Aberdeen, the |
Urystal Stream’s rival steamer might have
been burned on Saturday morning.

The Aberdeen”had just left Laskey’s
wharf, when Mr. Laskey, who was stand-
ing on the wharf, noticed the canvas cov-
ering of one of the boats afire. He shout-
ed to those on board and the fire was ex-
tinguished. Only the canvas was destroy-
ed. The Aberdeen is a. wood burner, and
it is the belief that a spark fell on the
canvas and it ignited.

1t is fortunate that Mr. Laskey saw the
blaze, as the boat was on the upper deck
and the fire might have gained comsider-
able headway before discovery by thos2
on board.

COLLINS APPEAL BY
THE CITY DSMISSE

Grounds Are That Appeal Was Not
Filed Within Time Limit.

Notice wae received on Saturday that
the city’s appeal to the Supreme Court of
Canada in the case of Collins vs. the City
has been dismissed. The ground upon
which the appeal was dismissed was that
the city had not filed its appeal within
the time limited. McInerney and Stock-
ton & Price! represented the plaintiff and
C. N. Skinner, K. C., represented the
city.

At the trial before Justice Landry and
a jury in September the plaintiff, John
Collins, was given a verdict for $1,000 for
injuries sustained by the plaintifi’s wife
by falling between the ferryboat and the
floats on a dark night some time before.
Mrs. Collins died soon after the accident
and her husband, through Geo. V. McIn-
erney, K. C., brought action under Lord
Campbell’s act and recovered. The city
appealed to the full court at Fiedericton
but the appeal was dismissed with costs.
The city then appealed to Ottawa with the
result now stated.

JUDGE  LOVING ON
THAL FOR MURDER
OF YOUNG ESES

Killed Him for Alleged Maltreatment
of Daughter—Defence, ‘‘Unwritten
“Law.” :

Houston, Va.,, June 2¢—The trial of
former Judge W. G. Loving for the mur-
der of young Theodore Kstes, a sequel of
a buggy ride which Estes took with Lov-
ing’s. daughter, moved rapidly today, and
when court adjourned this afternoon, the
prosecution had rested and the defense
had begun its case.

The progress of the trial was  remark-
able. Before adjournment of the ‘morning
session,.a jury had been secured, mostly
middle-aged men and all but three of them
married. The taking of testimony began
upon the re-convening of the court and
late this afternoon the commonwealth rest-
ed its case and Judge Loving, whose de-
fense is the- unwritten law, had taken
the witness stand in his own behalf.

Widespread interest in the case wae
manifested. A large crowd was present
but perfect order was observed.

During the afternoon session eleven wit
nesses testified for the prosecution. The
feature of today’s proceedings was the
showing of the hand of the defense which
is the “‘unwritben law” pure and simple,
The plea will be that the victim of the
tragedy had taken Miss Elizabeth Loving,
the nineteen year old daughter of the de-
fendant, out for a buggy ride on the even-
ing prior to the killing and had with the
aid of drugs maltreated her. In answer
to a question asking for his reason in a
certain line of examination, Attorney Gen-
eral Lee of the defense replied that it was
to ghow the mental state of the defend-
ant at the time and prior to the killing and
the provocation which so affected hid
frame of mind.
