GOSSIP AT OTTAWA.,

The New Brunswick Colony in the Domin-
ion Capital—Who they are and how
they Spend their Time-—Wonderful vari-
ety of Character and Employment—The
Customs, Marine and Census Depart-
ments—The Commons, Senate, and the
Press—8mith, Tilton and the rest.

[FROM AN OCCASIONAL CORRESPONDENT ]

OrrAwa, Feb. 20.
Any one tolerably famaliar with New
Brunswick, on passing along the streets of
Ottawa, or the corridors of the public

| offices, will occasionally recognize faces that

he has seen at other timesin St,John,
Fredericton, Sussex, or even in the Black
North. Ou enguiry, he will learn that
there is a little Colony of New Brunswick-
ers here, embracing, in the aggregate, a
large variety of character and attainments.
Some are high in political position ; some
are in holy orders; one or two in trade;
one teaching .the young Capitolian idea
how to shoot; one slings ink’’ for an
evening paper, and some belong to the
noble army of martyrs in the Civil Service.
A little cluster of the latter are to be found
in the Customs Department. Here
SAMUEL LEONARD TILLEY

exhibits his captivating smile among piles
of State papers, scores of letters, and tele-
grams that come dropping in every half
hour. An almost unbounded capacity for
work enables him to attend to them all,
meet the Treasary Board at eleven and
the Council at three, with an occasional
meeting of the Commission of the-Com-
mons besides, and yet be affable and atten-
tive to those who call, Indeed, work
seems to agree with Samuel ; it is noticed
that his fine form inclines to portliness, of
late, and there are not infrequent bints
that he is popular here. Is he not waited

‘already illuminating the Ottawa Valley.

on by the mapagers of missionary
meetings. piously solicitous for him
to preside? And do not the Bene-
volent Societies acknowledge his dona-
tions with the C.B. in large type?—
And when he enters the Division Room do
not all the Sons and Daughters of Temper-
ance clap their hands? And do not the
Ottawa Sunday School Superintendents
hold him up as a model for the ambitious
youths under their charge? Among the
other greater personages of this group
ASSISTANT COMMISSIONER JOHNSON

is conspicuous. 1t is thought there is in
him the material for a full-fledged Com-
missioner, and that he would submit kind-
ly to promotion if Mr. Commissioner Bou-
chette would just take a governorship or
something and make room! So mote it
be. Rev, Mr. Bliss seems as much in favor
here as he wasat Sassex when Rector there.
If the three Blocks were a constituency and
he could forego clerical objections, he might
run for Parliament with good chances.
Here too we meet with the stylish Fred
Stevens; with young Fairweather, a favor-
ite among the ladies; young Bennet, a
modest young man of steady habits and
good Presbyterian training; besides sons of
Skeriff Harding and Judge Watters, both

GENTLEMANLY AND EFFICIENT CLERKS
At the other end of the Block under the
genial rule of Mr. Morris, Teakles, former-
ly of Sussex Portage, is busied with piles
of papers that have todo with Canal traffic.
In the quiet of the Senate offices we meet
with Millar, looking serenely happy, and
quite oblivious to newspaper contests and
the strifes of the outside world. The Senate
has an atmosphere peculiar to itself, and
conveniently fitted not to disturb the even
tenor of one’s way.

In the Western Block we find Peter
Mitchell,

BISMARCK MITCHELL,

as the Honorable Timothy Warren Anglin
would say, making one. think of the Sa-
dowas and Sedans of both, of the nerve
and pluck and grasp of mind which have
aided largely in bringing about 10 British
America a similar national unity to that
which the same qualities effected in the
Fatherland. Was it for this that the mem-
ber for Gloucester was disinterested enough
to advocate the erection of a monument
to the Capnadian Bismarck, a monu-
ment of iron, and stone, and wood,
which, for all time to come, shall, Memnon-
like, be vocal with steam whistles shriek-
ing his praise! Thereis no stricter dis-
ciplingrian at the head of a department
than Lhe Minister of Marine, and there is
none more popular with his subordinates,
first among whom is the former Controller
of Customs at St. John, who has here
waxed mighty, attained to the dignity of
Deputy Head, and exhibits a superb door-
plate announcing his name in the classical
precincts of Daly street. Here, too, the
courtly and accurate John Tilton figures
conspicuously, in more than one sense,
while Hardy and McGee and Haney are
busied with other and important dutics.

Outside we meet

RAILWAY COMMISSIONER CHANDLER,

a hale and hearty septagenarian, taking his
morning esercise on the smooth and ample
walks of Parliament Square, reflecting per-
chance on the numerous mortgagea of a

certain capitalist, that cover half of West-
mereland and lap over on to Albert. And
anon we get a glimpse of the man of Kings,
who strikes an attitude as we approach,
portly and plucky as when in the presence
of the representatives of the nation he flung
a lordly defiance at Anglin and Lindley
Murray, not caring *‘ a snap”’ for either.
Here too we meet the Honorable and gal-
lant Colonel whom St. John sent hither by
acclamation in the hour of her pride ; now
released from the arduous labors of Codifi-
cation and Arbitration only to seek new
employment in History. Dropping in at
THE CENSUS ROOM

we find John G. G. Layton running the

"concern. Heis a firm believer in Confed-
eration,we are told, as is also Mr. Knowles
of St. John who is with bim, who further
adds free, unsectarian Schools to his creed,
and is in other respects responsible for the
appearance in this sphere of one of its witti-
est denizens, the irrepressible Joseph. There
we also note with pride the Atlantean form
of * Jonathan P.—Taylor he’’~of whom
when any New Brunswick member of the
staff is asked about what they raise in New
Brunswick, the answer is ¢ We raise men
sir, such as this!”’

If it were Sunday, which it 1s not, 1
might take you to hear Rev. Mr. Pollard,
or Rev. Mr. Street or Rev. Mr. Bliss preach :
or if it were evening we might go to hear

BRODIE

read to a erowded heuse at Gowan’s Hall,
or to the Institute to a public debate in
which McCready takes part ; but we must
for the fpresentz forego the pleasure, and for
‘want of time can scarcely call at McGilli

On Saturday night the

night, in an hour the once good ship was
broken into a thousand fragments, which
were seattered all over the bay by daylight.
The barque ** Manitobah’’ was built, 18
months ago, at Yarmouth, N. 8., for
Messrs. G. W. Moody and_Sons, of that
place. Her Captain (Mr. Durkee), & man
of about 30, also had a share in her. On
Tuesday last she left Havre, in ballast,’
bound for Britonferry, to take in iron ore
for New York. Those on board speak of
the weather as favourable until about 8
o'clock on Wednesday evening,when heavy
gales came on from the south and south by
west. Two lights were sighted at inter-
vals, and—under lower foretopsail, foresail,
ibret.opmaststaysml, lower maintopsail ,and
reefed maintoprail—she was running away,
as it was thought, for the Bristol Channel.
1t was very thick and dark, altogether a
bad night at sen, and the wind had veered
rather to the east of south. All seemed
well, however, until an alarm of ** land’
and ** breakers’ was raised. The only
chance was to wear ship, and this was
tried ; but she struck violently on the
westernmost Buck, was soon washed off
again, and in a few minutes was driven on
shore. The sea made a clean breach over
ber everv minute, and the decks were
swept. Capt. Durkee, his Mates, and 10
hands soon saw that the only chance was to
make individual effort, as opportunities
offered, to get ashore. The Master volun
teered to make the first attempt, in order
to savc] the eldest of his children, a little
one of three, and to get a line ashore, to
assist those on board. With his child in
one arm and a line in the other. he drop-
ped over the vessel’s side on & rock, but, in
an instant, was washed off, and, aiter a
brief straggle in the breakers, lost both
child and rope. He was swept off his legs
and had to swim for dear life. The Crew
saw his efforts and tried to fling ropes to
him, but, after a very brief time, he disap-
peared from their sight. Stunned, bruised,
and balf-drowned, he at last reached the
cliffs, scrambled up them with the object of
getting to the depot of & rocket aPpnmtus
or procuring assistance (for his wife and an
infant of 15 months were on board), but
waudered about the cliffs and fields until in
an hour he found a farmhouse and aroused
the inmates. The fate of poor Mrs. Dur
kee and her helpless infant was soon sealed.-
The tremendous seas and fast-rendin ship
rendered it impossible that she could stay
in the cabin, and she wes induced to come
up and take shelter in the pilot-house on
deck. As each roll of the doomed vessel
and blow of the st)rm-tossed sea spoke
unmistakably of approaching dissolution,
Edward Burgoyne—an A. B. of 30, and
last of the City of Manchester steamer—
resolved to try to escape, ere it was too
late. He lowered himself over the lee side
of the Manitobah, about amidships. At
that moment a topmast fell. hether
any part of this, or some other wreckage,
struck bim, or the sea carried him off, is
unknown. He perished. Poor Mrs. Dur
Kkee soon meta somewhat similar fate. A
heavier wave than ever rose on the strain-
ing,vessel,and broke sheer on the deck. The
pilot-house was gone. "The Captain’s wife,
aged 28,and her child, had either been
washed down into the cabin or over the
ship’s side. This, and one or two other
breakers, had, happily for those who still
survived, a good effect. The deck of the vessel
presenting an angle to the sea, her keel
was driven shoreward, and the wreckage
began to accumulate between the ship’s
sidge and the rocks. This wreckage formed
a rude and shifting kind of raft, which it
was time to use. 1f not actually parted,
the Manitobah gave signs that she would
soon break in two, =o the Crew (the Mate
being the last to leave) scrambled over the
frail bridge, and, providentially were saved.
They reached the farmhouse just as the
Captain had alarmed its inmates. At day-
light scarcely a vestige of the vessel was to
be seen inside the Bucks, but a thousand
1m§ments strewed Mount's Bay, at 10
o'clock the lower part of one of her masts
, being picked up just off Penzance.

AMERICAN IRON WORKS
owned by Jones and Laughlin, were
partially burned.
