The Government and the Schpol Act.

The question whether the Common
Schools Act 1871 is ultra vires within the
intent and meaning of the 93rd section of
"The British North America Act 1867, is
at present pending in the Sapreme Court
of New Brunswick, and the parties in
whose interest it is now sought to obtain
the opinion of the Law Officers of the
Crown, have had their views, with all the
facts, presented and argued before the Su
preme Court by some of .the ablest gentle-
men of the Bar in New Brunswick. The

| decision and judgment of the Supreme

Court will be given in Hilary Term (Feb-
ruary) next, and as an Appeal irom such
judgment will lie to the Judicial Commit-
tee of the Privy Couneil, it does appear to
the Executive Uonncil that any opinion
that the Law Officers of the Orown may
give, can in no way settle the question;
for should the opinion ot the Law Officers
of the Crown differ from_she judgment of
the Supreme Court, neither the Legislaturce
por the Courts of New Brunswick would
feel bound by such opinion: And again.
were the opinion of the Law Officers so dif-
fering, such as to lead the Dominion Par-
liament ¢o legislate upon the subject, any
such law of the Dominion Parliament
might, by the New Branswick Courts, be
bheld to be ultra vires.

The protest telegraphed from Freder-
icton to Ottawa the day before the pas-
sage of the offensive resolution in Par-
liament in reference to our school legis-
lation is an emphatic and manly docu~
ment.

Poetry and its Critics.

When it becomes the fashion to sneer
at anybody or anything it is amusing to
note the manner in which the sncer is
passed around by those who know no-
thing of the subject. For instance, there
is poor Martin F. Tupper and his Pro-
verbial -Philosophy. Some high in au-
thority have combined to sneer at his
works, and everybody follows suit
whether he has ever seen a line of
Tupper or not -Just now it is consid-
ered the correct thing to sneer at origi-
nal poetry published in periodicals.
Some critic in authority has set the ex-
ample, and all the small fry industrious-
ly echo. Writers with utter ignorance
of poetry—men whom God denied the
faculty of poetic appreciation—editors
who would condemn “Man was Madeto
Mourn" as worthless rhymes if the poem
were sent to them in manuscript—raise
a derisive cry overevery piece of original
verse published within one hundred
miles of their own prosaic carcasses.

N. P. Willis wasan industrious searcher
of the columns of local papers for pretty
and tender original verses, and half the
poetic gems that adorned The Home
Jowrnal under his editorship were gath-
ered in this way. Most of the anony-
mous poems in the language—some of
which would make a poetic reputation
——were first published in obscure coun-
try newsj apers.

The reviewer who sneers at what he
doesn’t read, and what nature denied

and education has failed to supply a
power of understanding, appears rather
asinine to his readers. We warn the
profession against the contempt called
forth by conduct so unwise. A man is
either vicious or foolish who condemns
verses he has not read, or when he
knows that his soul is guiltless of poetic
perception. Leave poetry to those ca-
pable of appreciating it. They will
winnow the chaff from the wheat with-
out aid.- Editors must remember that
there is nothing smart, or original, or
praiseworthy in indiscrjminately sneer-
ing at poetry for the simple reason that
its author is unknown to fame.. The
general publie understand the motives
that prompt this kind of writing, especi-
ally when indulged in by a paper
against an author whom it previously
professed to admire. When the Fred-
ericton Reporter criticized Mr. John
Mills’s readings that genius telegraphed
the question to a St. John paper—
«What does a hog know about poetry g
We are prompted to ask the same ques-
tion very often on reading the flippant
sneers that are deemed witty by many
of our contemporaries.

The Woodstock Tragedy.

The terrible scenes enacted in the
streets of Woodstock last Saturday, the
story of which was told so graphically
and simplytold by our special,has awak-
ened a general feeling of horror. A con-
temporary considers i, «if correct,” a
strong example of man’s inhumanity
to man. The account is confirmed in
every particular by gentlemen who
have come from Woodstock. They as-
sure us that our special was truthfal in
its most minute points. They only

wonder that the simple facts could be
narrated without comment or denunci-
ation. There appears to be no disposi-
tion to blame the Board of Health very
much. They were, like such bodies
all over the Province, totally unprepar-
od for the emergency. If the disease
had first appeared in a private
house where it could have been
isolated  until the pest house
was ready for the reception of patients
the Woodstock Board would have ap-
peared to much better advantage than it

does at present. The inhumanity of a
boarding-house keeper, however, made
the bearer of the seeds of death a wan-
derer in the streets, and there was no
proper place of refuge for the sufferer
No doors were opened for the vietim,
and the Board took what appearedto be
the only course—sent the man to the
pest house and - did what they could to
mako it comfortable. They might have
done better: others might have acted

far. less wisely. The fault of not being
prepared was not wholly theirs. No
money, no instructions had been given
them by the Government, and they hesi-
tated to take responsibilities that they
should have assumed.

The tragedy is real. The poor fellow
was killed by cold and exposure in the
streets of a Christian town after disease
| had taken possession of him. His last
words—*“Write to my poor mother”—
could not Le sent to her because the ab-
jeet cowardice of the inmates of the
house from which he had been sent forth

and not until the bereaved mother reads
the sad story in Trie TRIBUNE, or in pa-
pers copying it from THE TRIBUNE, Will
she know the fate of her absentson.
After all the possible apologies are
made for the people and the authorities
of Woodstock, they must endure the
odium of this disgraceful death: and it
would be well for other towns to be
warned in time and make fitting pro-
vision for the humane treatment of
similar cases. If the Woodstock pet
house had been ready for use Atherton
could have had poor M¢Dougall remov-

ed to it at.once, and the officers of the

London Fires.

The report of the head of the fire de-
partment of London for the year 1872 shows
that a steady increase of fires, in propor-
tion to population, has been apparent in
London of late years. Thus, while the
population bas not quite doubled since
1833. the fires have more than trebled.
Just about the same disparity 18 also
shown between the pumber of fires and

walls has been sold to the city corporation,’

the number of houses.

and that is the decrease of destructive
fires 'They get started as oftep as ever,
ut they are not allowed to get so much
headway and to do so much damage. This
is attributed to the greater efficiency ol the
fire departimment—most of whose mewmbers,
by the way are said to come irom the

and promptitude. Whether this fact fully
acc unts for the following figures or not,
they are extremely interesting, viz: In
1666 the serious fires were 25 per cent. of
the total number ; in 1867, 18 per cent.:
1868, 14 per cent.; 1869, 13 per cent ; 1870,
14 per cent.; 1871, 11 per cent., and 1872,
8 per cent.” * The chiel’s roport says that

and a Bear.

[From the Memphis Appeal ]

Last Saturday a gentleman living near
Madison Station, on the Memphisand Little
Rock road, lelt his home to go to the vil-
lage.

The
farmer started to the house, and
Bruin. divining his plans, deemed it
proper to get away.

1t rattled about the
sleepy mule’s head, whe had not yet seen
the bear, and dreawed not of the proximity
of the ugly beast.

He lay
still and apparently lifeléss fur a time,when
Bruin agaio attewpted the descent; bub
she-terrified mule howled and roared even
more terribly and piteously when the bark
began to fall, and he dashed and danced
about the tree so frantically that Brain
hesitated, and finally, in stupefied amaze-
went, sat upon the limb upon which
he first.rested. The larmer came with his
rifle, and a bullet soon stopped the pulse-
beats of the bear. lov fell heavily beside
the mule, and strange to tell. as told to us,
the mule and bear died side by side ; the
one, of a mortal wound ; the other)® of
mortal terror. ‘The bear was still black as
krebus ; the mule’s [ace was alreacy white
with an indescribuble agony of mortal
tear,
