PETER AND JOHN ASLEEP IN GETHSEMANE
’ Mark 14:32-54

After the Supper that Jesus and his disciples ate together
in Jerusalem when he took the place of a servant and washed
their feet, they walked out into the quiet moonlight. Through
the city streets they went, on out to a beautiful garden on
the side of the mountain, called
the Garden of Gethsemane.
Jesus took Peter, James, and
John with him into this Gar-
den to pray.

Jesus left the disciples and
walked on a little way to pray
alone.
