Leave of Absence to Temporary Employees.

Order in Council, October 20, 1892.—On a report dated 19th October, 1892, f1qp
the Acting President of the Privy Council, stating that he has had under consideration
the subject of applications for leave of absence, and for sick leave made from time to
time by technical officers, clerks and messengers who are not permanently appointed to
the Civil Service, but who are engaged in the inside service in the departments a
Ottawa, and recommending the adoption of the following rules :—

(1.) That the head of the departmnent, and in his absence, the deputy head of the
department, may grant to any professional or technical officers and supernumerary or
temporary clerks who may be employed under section 47 of the Civil Service Aet, and
who have been so employed during twelve manths continuously, leave of absence for the
purpose of recreation, for a period not exceeding three weeks in each year ; such leave
to be granted at such time during the year as the head or deputy head of the depart-
ment may determine.

(2.) That employees whose employment is for one month or upwards, may, in the
discretion of the head of the department be paid for days when they are absent in con-
sequence of actual illness, after leave of absence obtained, on certificates furnished to the
satisfaction of the head of the department ; or for days during which absence has been
