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(a) A rise throughout the world in the general
levels of wholesale ~rices is in the highest degree.
desirable. The evil of falling prices must be attacked
by Government and individual ection in all its causes
hether political, economic, financial, or monetary.

(b) For dealing with the problem in its widest
aspects the Governments represented at this Conference
record their conviction that international action is
urzently nec@ssary and announce their desire to cooperate
with other nations in any pnracticatle measures for
raising wholesale nrices.

(c) The Conference has considered what action
can be taken by the nations of the Commonwealth to help
towards raising prices.

As regards monetary factors, the Conference
recognizes that the central position of the United Kingdom,
not only emonz the countries of the Commonwealth but
in world trade and finance, makes the United Kingdom
a mair factor in anything that can be done. The Oon-
fercnce therefore welcomes the following statement made
on behalf of the United Kingdom by the Chancellor of
