"The arrangement referred to is made by Clause 99 of the

"Dominion Lands Act,and not by the Surveyor General of

Dominion Lands. The Clause is as follows;-

'No person shall act as Surveyor ofigerion

'lands unless he was, before the fourteenth day of April,

'1872, dulyG qualified by Certificate,Diploma, or Commission

to survey the Crown Lands in some one of the Provinces

of Canada, or has become qualified under the provisions

"hereinafter set forth'.

If Mr. Green had been qualified by Certificate,

Diploma or Commission, to Survey the Crown Lands of

"oud in the '... ..

"but so far as we are aware, it does not appear that the

"Surveyors of Crown Lands in Britishbringing were so

"qualified,before 1872".
