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T. How do infants promise repSntance and
faith at their baptism ?

S. By a solemn engagement entered into for
them by their sureties, that is, their Godfathers
and Godmothers.

S. The ordinance of Confirmation.
T. What should be your present cofttfuct ?

S. I should daily reflect on my baptismal
engagements, and endeavour to practise them.
