By Virtue of the Royal Chartor, granted in 1821 and amend>d in 1852, the Gover-
nors, Prinoipal and Follows of MoGRill Colloge, constitute the Corporstion of the
University ; and, undor ths statutes framed by the Board of @overaors, with approval
of tho Vigitor, have the power of granting dogroes in all the Arts and Faculties, in
MoGill College, and in Colleges afiilinted theroto.

The Statutes and Rogulations of the University have beer framed on the most 1i%er~
sl principles, with the view of affording to all classes of porsons the greatest possible
facilities for the attainment of mental oulture and professionsal training. Inits religious
charaotor the University is Protostant, but not denominationsl; n:d}vhile all poasible
sttention will bo given to the oharacter and conduct of studonts, w6 intarforence with
their poouliar religious views will be sanctioned. : '

I. MoQILL COLLEGE. '

Tae FacoLty oF Aun13.—Tho complets course of study for the Dogree of B. A. extends
over four Sossions, of eight months each; and includes Classics and Mathe-
maties, Expoerimental Physies, English Literaturo, Logioc, Mental and Moral
Solence, Natural Scionco, and ono Modern Language, or Hebrew; all of which
subjects are imperative in the first three years of the Course; but in the fourth
year options aro allowed in favour of the Honour Coursesin Classics, Mathema-
tics, Montal and Mozal Science, Natural Scionce, and Epglish Literature. Certain
exomptions are also allowod to Professional Students. :

THE FacpLTY OoF Law.—The complete course in Liaw oxtouds over threo Sessions of six
months each, and loads to the degrees of B. C. L. and D. C. L.

Students of these Collcges are matrionlated in the University, and may pursue their
conrso of stndy wholly in the affiliated College, or in part therein aand in part in MeGill
College, and may come up to tha Univorsity Examinctions on the same terms with the
Students of Me@ill Collogo. . .
