He
had to labour for
a great many
years before he
saw the 200 d
work fairly enter
ed upon. In
1848 he pleaded
lIlL'(.llmw»t’]nmr
little ragged
children in Par-
liament until he
stirred the peo-
ple up to take an
interest in them,
and in a short
time he and
those who were
working with
him had got hold
of 10,000 child-
ren in the Rag-
ged Union
Schools, and
when he was

making a speech in 1883, he said :—* For thirty-nine
| years I have becn President of this grand institution,
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and I have not
missed one an-
niversary,” After
dwelling on the
necessity for the
work, he added,
“Did we  not,
during the balmy
days of the rag-
ged schools, pick
up from the
streets some
joo,000 boys
and girls, all of
whom, if they
had not been
taken up, would
have been found
before long
among the dan-
gerous classes ?”
Fhis army of
children became
good and indus-
trious citizens,
entering into
trade and do-
mestic service in
Fngland and the
