SOLUTION OF A GREAT|

One of the many hopefal signs of |
a bhappy outcome of the industrial
gtrife between ocapital and labor is
witneered in the instances which are
now and then brought to our atten
tion, of certain delicate situations
somewhat, il not altogether,  patched
up agreeably to both parties by the
fact that each is willing to meet the
other half way. As a general rule,
in euch inetance the initiative is
taken by the smployer, as indeed it
should be ; and the employees, who
are red-blooded men first with a
goodly amount of God given common
sense, and wunion.-labor men or|
strikers or Socialists even, sacondly,
are generally keen enough to appre-
ciate real, sincere good will on the
pard of the employers, Men are |
only boys grown up, after all, and at |
bottom human nature is the game in
both. For ag an old teacher of boys, 1
who had patched up many a strained |
relation between studente and |
faoulty, once ramarked : |

"I have yet to see the American |
boy whom I could not reaton with, |

Now practically. no foreign
conl enters Spain ; enougt minad
for Spain’s own u True, Spain |
has not ths industries of some other |
countries, and many ordinary things [
are still imported, many of them |
“made in Americs.” Thus American
typewriters and cash registers are
geen in almost every store ; Ameri
can eewing machines are the only
ones that nre advertiged ; American
eafety razors, shavihg socap, shoe
blacking, dental paste, tountain pens,
thermos bottles, etc., may be seen in |
numerous store windows; while
American automobiles and auto-
trucks ply the y etreets and coun
try roads.

But Spain’s industries are grow
ing ; and for these, as well as for
her railroads and her gteamers (and
her merchant marine is greater than
one would imagine ; sixty five of
her steamers being the victims ot
submarines), she uses home-mined
coal.
