The object of the bill,
we are told, is to make it necessary that
Separate echool teachers shall have the
same certificates of qualification as Pablic
gchool teachers, It is further stated that
the alm of the mensure s to raise the
status of the Separate schovls Those who
know the motives guiding Mr. David
Creighton will give him small credit for
bie good intentlons. It is indeed passing

There was much enthusiasm last night
at the Grand Opera house, where a cele.-
bration in bonor of the suniversary of
the birtbday of Robert Ewmmett took
place under the auspices of the Celtic
Banefit Society, I'bhe house was
crammed to the doore by an audience
which displayed a keen interest in the
proceedings, and applauded lustily at
any expression of patriotic sentiment,
The stage was exceedingly tastetully de
corated. The centre piece was a portrait
of Robert Emmett which wat surrounded
by national emblems, Over the proscen
ium was displayed a scroll worded “God
Save Ireland.” All around was hung
bannerets containing eulogistic referen-
ces to Irish writers. The place ot honor
on the righv of Emmett’s portrait was
given to tnat entitled “Parnell; Hope
of Qur Isle.” Oa the left hung the
motto, *Gladstone, 8 man so various
that he seems not one but all.” Others
were worded ¢ Davitt : The land for the
ple,” “Q'Brien’s foes are freedom,”
“Archbishop Oroke: Soggarth Aroon.”
Rev. Chas, O'Reilly, D D, treasurer
of the Irish National League in Amerioa,
was the orator of the evening and during
the interlude delivered an address on
“Ireland of To day'” Dr. O'Reilly was
able to speak with authortty, as he hed
just returned from a visit to the Isle, He
possesses great oratorical gifts and em-
phasizes his remarks by extremelv grace-
ful gestures. lnappearance Dr. O Reilly
is certainly very striking. He has
cleanly cut features surrounded by a
wealth of curly hair and his eloquence
and earnestness of manner secured him
rapt attention from the audience,
INTRODUCING THE LEOTURER,
President Latchford expressed his
pleasure at the gratifying attendance,
It was owing no doubt to the fact that
they wished to celebrate in their humble
way the anniversary of the birth of one
of the greatest patriots Ireland had ever
koown., It was not a little due he felt
sleo to the interest and appreciation
which the citizems of Ottawa had from
the moment of ita conception manifested
in the Celtic Benefit society, When

I have often heard Williem O'Brien |
speak with the greatest enthusinsm of
the manner in which he was trested by
hie friends in Ottawa. 1 8am sorry to say
it is quite out of my power to visit
Ottaws at present, It is quite poesible
('Brien and I way find time to visit the
United States during the summer, and if
we do we shall not forget to avail our-
selves of your kind invitation.” (Ap-
plause) This showed, continued the
gmid(»nt, the society was appreciated
y the leaders of the Irish party The
society wished to make all young Irieh.
men true citizens to the land in which
they lived, and desired to develop their
manly epirit, their independence and
their self-reliance, and it must not be
forgotten that it afforded benefit in case
of sicknegs, They had now a member-
ship of one hundred and fifty, and he
hoped at their next meeting it would be
double that number, In mtroducing
the Rev. Dr. O'Reilly the president ob
served that he had been the victim of a
series of slanders, persumsbly on the
part of a paid agent of the Britieh gov-
eroment, He prosecuted the slanderer
for libel and prosecuted the newspapers
in which the libels appeered. This led
bim into a good many complicaticns and
he concelled all his engagements except

DR, O'REILLY'S ADDRESS
Rev, Coss O'Reilly, D. D, on ricing to
address the meeting was loudly &p-
plauded, After thanking the audievce
tor the heartiness of his reception, he
went on to degcribe how the ideas he
bad formed about Ireland were diapelled
on visiting that country in 1889 —the
same year in which the act of disestab.
lishment was passad, That act was
declaratory of the despair of the English
people to force a singie idea upon the
Irish people (applause ) Many men who
were at that time suspected were now re.
presenting the people in the British par-
liament. Men who then were euspected of
belng very much in line with their coun
try were honored for it now aud equally
suspected. (Laughter ) Slandererswight
falalfy those who iabored fn the liish cause
and endeavored to sow dlssension ia their
midst, but when thev went to Irelard
they would fiad thelr efforte wezre apprecia
ted. The speaker referred to the harrow
ing spectacle presented by the departure
of the emigrant ship with its living burden
and brosdly ssserted that no Irlsnman left
Ireland except he was forced to. He had,
he sald, never met a slngle American in
Ireland who wished toreturn. In snctent
Ireland capital punishment did not exist
in thelr jarisprudence. It was deemed
sufficlent for a man to be told tn leave
Ireiand. (Laughter) Dr. O Rellly de
ecribed his expertences on his last vidt to
Ireland. He wae asked If he would not
visit Father Dwyer, and sald, “Ob yes,
drive me to the cathedral ” (Laughter)
He went there aud saw a felluw priest

for being & good man. He described the
fars of & prisoner confiaed for first-class
misdemeanor, as political oftences were
termed. He had eight ounces of bread,
and water for breaktast, For dinner he
had “stir about,” consisting of three
ounces of oztmeal and three ounces of
Indian meal. Lf he wished to vary his
meals he could take water and bread in.
stead of bread and water, (Laughter)
Ho told how he was subjected to espion.
age acd was tollowed wherever he went
by two dectectives. He would not mind
he eaid if they handcufted him and
placed & detective on either side of
him. The only tking he should feel as
an insult would be for the govern-
ment to affect eecurity whilst he was
there. The only thing he was sorry for
was that he had not batter deserved
espicnage, but by the help of God he
would go back better deserving of it
(Appleuee). What impressed one
stroogly in visiting Ireland was the
indomitable spirit of the people, He
had not known a single instance of where
a men’s epirit had been broken.

1n making in 1887, for the purpose of
taking the census, my first triennial
vigit to the families confided to my pae.
toral care, I made myself acquainted
with the wants of my people. Oae of
the duties of a pastor with us is to ses
that parents do their duty in the educa
tion of their children, Oa visiting the
north east portion of my miseion I was
mortified to find my people most
illiterate though apparently naturally
intelligent, The district is exclusively
Catholic and comprises several families ;
with one exception none young or old
could read or write. On erquiring into
the cause of this ead state of affaire I re.
ceived the same answer in every house :
“The echool is too far away to send our
children, We often tried to bave the
school brought nearer to us, but could
not succeed.”

I do not ack the members of the
Provincial L-gislature or the public at
large to accept a bare siatement from
me. I give for their coneideration the
tollowing declarations made by heads of
families residing in the district.

I, the undersigned, have resided and
paid taxes in North Orosby for thirty-
two years. The four eldest of my family
have reached the age of manhood and
.have never seen the intide of =
echool room, as there was none within
reasonable distance. The four youngest
have gene to school regularly since the
establishment of the new Separate
school, and can now read and write,
For thirty yeers none of our family and
none of our meighbora could read or
wrie, (Signed) Jonwn L. McCoy.

North Crosby, March 3rd, 1890,

I, the undersigned came with my
parents and sister to this country some
forty years ago. We have ever since
resided in North Crosby., Neither my
sister nor myeelf can read, There was
pever, in all those long years, a school
near enough for us to attend, In 1888
the Separate school section No, 7 was
established, and my adopted child, who
can now attend daily, bas learned to read
and write,

The teacher of the St Mry's Catholic
echool is Miss Annie Shea, the daughter
of Mr. Shea of the northern part of this
city, Miss Shea haa taught for a number
of years in several school sections, and
has bad uniform success. The result in
8t, Mary’s during 1838 and 1889, espec.
ially during the Iast-named yeur, proves
her efficiency in her pro‘ession, Her
success is the more remarkable as she
labors under the difficulty that she is the
only teacher, and must consequently
teach all the classes by herself,
