HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

NY even numbered section of Dominion Lands
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta, except-
ing 8 and 26, not reserved, may be homesteaded by
any person who is the sole head of a family, or any
male over 18 years of age,to the extent of one-

, quarter section of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for entry must be made in person
by (Ee applicant at a Dominion Lands Agency
or Sub-agency for the district in which the
land is situate. Entry by proxy may. however
be made at any Agency on certain conditions by
the father, mother, son, daughter, brother or
sister of an intending homesteader.

DuTies.—(1) At least six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each year for three
years.

(3) A homesteader may, if he so desires, perform
the required residence duties by living on farming land
owned solely by him, not less than eighty (80) acres
in extent, in tge vicinity of his homestead. He
may also do so by living with tather or mother, on
certain conditions. Joint ownership in land will
not meet this requirement.

(3) A homesteader intending to perform his
residence duties in accordance with the above while
living with parents or on flrminf land owned by
himself must motify the Agent for the district o1

such intention.

the historic church,

#&he spire of
Christ Church, Philadelphia, was
struck by lightning and totally de-
stroyed lately, entailing a loss of about
$10,000. This spire, which Benjamin
Franklin was instrumental in erect-
ing, was built in 1752. The church
was founded and the first edifice
erected in 1695, and the present build-
ing was begun in 1727. The Am-
erican Church was organized, its con-
stitution framed and the American
Prayer Book was adopted within the
walls of this church in 1785. The
Right Rev. W. White, D.D., the first
Bishop of Pennsylvania, is interred in
the chancel. Amongst the worship-
pers which have gathered within its
walls have been Washington, Adams,
Franklin, and a host of others. Peo-

| ple, irrespective of creed_ and nation-
aTit_v, hold this church in great rever-
ence, and thousands assembled during
the fire, notwithstanding the severe
storm which was raging.
