The massacre did not cease with
the excittment of vietoryy -but was
continued in cold -blood during the
four succeeding days. There was mur-
der and plllage from dawn to dark,
every specles’ of mutilation and every.

Port Arthur is famillar ground to
the soldiery and miarines of Japan,
During the war between Japen and
China it was: assauited by the Japan-
ese, ‘was captured and ‘a horrible mags-
sacre followed—a massaere which is
the ‘ome blight to Japarfs conduct in
that war.

The native name of Pert Arthur is
Lu-Shun-Kou. It was the largest na-
val station possessed by the Chinmse.
It is situated at the extreme south-
ern end of the Liasotong peninsuls. Tp
to a quarter of a century ago it was
merely a small village consisting »f
less than 100 mud houses, an oceas-
fonal shop and three or four inns ‘The
prosperity. of the lowm began ‘with ths
determination of the Chinese author-
ities in 1881 to establish a naval dock-
yard at that port. A French company
took up the contract, compieting the
work in three years. The port then
boasted of a large basin with a depth
of 25 feet at low water. Spacious
wharves and quays bordered this bas-
in and were connected with the work-
skops by a railroad. Two dry docks
were built ready for repairing ships
of all sizes, from. ironclads to torpedo
vessels. The harbor is siways free
from ice, even in the coldest wiater,

It was on November 20, 1894, that
the Japanese army approached Port
Arthur during the war with China
The - land ‘defences consisted of nine
emall redoubts connected by mud wallg
in some cases on the north and north-
east, and three redoubts on- the south-
West. On the mnorth side is a range
of ‘hills from 250 to 650 feet high, the
tops of the hills being not more than
2,500 yards from the town -and. dock-
yard. Three coast batteries surrouni-
ed by a mad wall crowned the hill on
tho right of the entrance to the har-
bor. The forts were armed with heary
Krupp -guns and within the defeneces
were electrical searchlights, ‘orpeil>
factories, ete.

The opening attack of the Japs was
on - the northwest triple fort at Table
mountain. Nine batteries of field and
mountain guns were got into flue pos-
itions. on lofty ridges nearly on the
wame Jevel and almost within rifle
range of the forts; while behind the
artillery lay large bodies of infantry
ready for a rush. The first shot-was
fired at 7 o'clock in the morming. The
opening shot struck within five yards
of a Krupp gun in the nearest of th:
three forts. Ome by one the Chinese
guns' ceased firing and then the Jap’
anese infantry charged the forts, sing:(
ing 2 marching song. The Chinese
emptied their guns and smaill arms
as'the Japanese swarmed up on three
sides, firing every few yards and then
rushing forward. The enemy, not nu
merous enough for hand-to-hand com-
bat, awaited no longer but fled over
the edge of the hill, down to the for-
tified camps before the town, and the
table. mouatain forts displayed the flag
of the Rising Sun.

After this first success the rest of
the battle was practically little more
tham a question of time. Neither side
had yet lost more than 50 or' 60 in killed
#nd wounded. Careful planning, ras-
idity of attack and individual bravery

o Wére all on the Japanese side.

For the possession of the other forts
a " furious fusilade was maintained by
both sides for nearly two hours; but
the Chinese shots get wilder ard wild.
er as the Japanese improved, umtfl
finefly the Shoju magazine blew nn
and set fire to the sheds inside the
forts. Then shortly after 11 o’clock the
Japs charged all along the line, and by
1 o'clock had taken all the eight forts.

The Japs then attacked the camps
of ihe Chinese army, ereeping forward
from cover to cover. Three times the
Japanese came cvt from behind the
parade ground to cross the bridge hut
were driven back by the withering
rhower-of bullets. At last they foresd
it amd rashed across with a cheer,
chasing the Chinese up to the town
itself. Not a shot was fired in reply.
The Chinese who had time to do o
took to boats or fled to the hills, most
of the Chinese soldiers escaping.

The painful incident of the war is
the horrible atrocities commiitted hy
the victorious ‘army during the days
following the capture of Port Acxthur,
It is difficult to reconcile sneh acts with
the emlightened civilization claimed by
Japan. - Practically the whele of the
remaining population of Port Arthur,
between 2,000 and 3,000 people, was
massacred without distinction of ag»
or sex, Wanton murder was kept up

Streets. Prisoners were - tied $ogether
In bunches and riddled with bullets,
Then the bodies were'hewn to pleces
and disemboweled. Every building fn
the town was ransacked.

All the war correspondents who-were
at Port Arthur agree that the massa-
cre forms one of the -blackest  pages
in history. The Japs. lost, all told, 50,
men killed and 250 wounded. Vietory
and the new lust'for dominion seemed
to have made the Japs mad afa they
relapsed Into barbarism,

The capture of Port Arthar was-the
-deciding econfiict 4n the 'war between
Japan and €hina -Not again were the
Chinese able to make any decided
stand against the advance of the cen-
quering - Japanese. The ‘fruits of the
War ‘'were, however, denied to the Ja-
panese by the European powers, By
all the rules-of warfare the spoils,-in
the shape of Korea, should have: gone
to Japan - at that time, and that would
have been the case but for the Euro-
pean. interference. -Japan seeks now
to obtain what it finally won in the
war with China, but which was de-
nied to her.
