At the city hall a reception xvill be 
held in the Council chamber, where 
the Mayor will present His Royal 
Highness with an illuminated address. 
Floral, hoquets will be presented by 
Master Allan Watts and Jean Davey 
to Princess Patricia and Hon Kath­
arine Viliers The number of guests 
invited to the reception has been limit­
ed to 300.
