BIG DISTURBANCE
AT JEW SYNMGORLE

Man Placed Under Arrest Charged
With Picking Worshipers’
Pockets.

Toronto, July 10—Abraham Dan-
iels, living at 97 Oxford Street, was
arrested in Chestnut Street Syna-
gogue during a special service yester-
day mornig on a charge of picking
the pockets of the worshippers. The
service was being held to celebrate
the opening of a new synagogue, and
vihen Daniels was taken into cus-
tcdy the other members of the con-
gregation were donating liberally to-
wards the cause.

The arrest of Daniels followed a
miniature riot in ‘the church - audi-
torium. Several members of the con-
gregation missed their money and
suspected Daniels. Enraged, they at-
tacked him, and were beating the
man when Constable Greenberg, at-
t-acted by the noise, arrived. He at
once took the suspect into custody.
Three complai ts followed Daniels
to the station and swore out informa-
ations.

The special service was held to
perform the ceremony of “making
the Bible” for the new synagogue,
and of selling flags to secure a finan-
cial backing for the congregation.
The event was preceded by the carry-
ing of the scroll, and the procession
attracted such a crowd that the syn-
agogue Wwas crowded when the
trouble comenced. Notwithstanding
the interruption the police stated that
the new synagogue was successfully
launched and a good subscription
was raised.

At the station Daniels was search-
ed, and considerably over $50 was
found in his posession. One of the
complainants claims that he lost $31,
while the other two place their losses
at about $5 each. Daniels is about
28 years of age and is married.- He
is a presser by trade.
