The
identifioation of such & desperado is of

HE HAD A VALISE,

Crown Attorney Jdington and De- g

teotive Murray examined the prisoner
at some lepgth, After repeating the
story of his movements he was asked
where he was about 1 o'clock on’F'rj-
day, and replied, I can’s tell what
{on'ra driving at.” He admitted
aving seen some school children
during the afternoon, but not anyone
that he noticed in particular. The
prisoner admitted having had a velise
in his pc ion, but he declared that
he carried it with him all day Friday,
and did not secrete it until some time
Friday night. Thé oross-examiners
came back at him seyeral times in an
attempt to shake this statement, but
the prisoner held firmly to his fizst
declaration that he carried it a¥ound
with him all dey. He says he con-
cealed the valise in & woods, but
although -closely questioned declined
to give any reason for hiding it.
When asked if he ever intended
to return fcr it he said he did not know
whether he would or not. On one co-
casion during the conversation he'said
he had been pretty much all day
sround the woods in which he con-
cealed the valise, He was asked if he
had seen anything unusual happen in
the woods that day. He answered
with a surprised look that he did n~t
know what they were trying to get
at., He appeared to be talkative
enough and well able to take oare of
himself. When he was asked what
he had to say to Mrs. MocLseod’s state-
