Bducational Mesting.

Dr. Weldon presided at an inter-]
esting meeting held on Friday night
in connection with the Educational
Society of the Methodist Church of
Canada. The Doctor in his apening
remarks’ roferred to thb. great work
performed- by Mount Allison in the
service of higher edugation in the
Maritime Provinces. King's College
was opened in 1802 : in the seventy-
five years since, 171 students have
gradaated. Mount Allison College,
established fifteen years ago, has 60
graduates.  King’s, old, rich and
illustrious, has turned out 28 gradu-
ates during the lust ten years; Mount
Allison, 40. It ought also to be
remembered that Episcopalians are
more numerous—neatly half again
as the Methodists. Since Cuas. F.
ALLisON, thirty-five years ago, with
rare munificence planted these insti-
tutions they have done noble work.
Successive bands of educationalists
have gone forth year after year to
engage in the work of common school
educstion, and have done great
serviece to the country.  The Metho-
dists number one-tenth of the popu-
lation, but these Institutions have
given them more than ono-tenth of
the power and influcoce in the pro-
fessi and higl pations of
the country. Look at the Bar—in
the Assembly—in Pagliament, and
you see Sackville men. He did not
profess to speak for the Faculty, but
only for himself, when he stated that
he did not think the Government
acted fairly by these Institutions,
considering the great obligations
ander which they had placed the
country. The English Government
did not in 1869 as our Governmont
did in 1870 turn their backs on the
Institutions of learning that had
done the higher education for the
people ; no, they supplemented them,
aided them, and made them more
efficient.

REV. MR. CHAPMAN

read the report of the Society for|

the past year. There are 47 Theo-
logioal students at Victoria, 17 at
Sackville, and 15 at Montreal. The
receipts had increased 10 per cent.

The -Capes Route.

Henry Lawson, Esq., Editor of the
Charlottetown Daily Patriot, crossed
the Straits early in February, en route
for Ottaws, and he gives in his paper
of 21st ult., his impressions of the
route. M:. Lawson, although he-is
one of the best men in the world, is
a pure Grit, and would not be
inclined to condemn unduly the
Government's $100,000 expenditure
with the “Northern Laght.” He says:

“ The singular thing about ‘this
passage is the manner in which the
whole character of the ice changed
in an hour or two. The boats’ crews
that immediately preccded us found
solid unbroken ice ; we, after we left
them, found very little of what could
properly be called ice at all. " The
question of the proper place for
making the passage between the
Island and mainland was di d
at intervals during the passage, and
it was, I think, generally agreed that
the interprovincial ferry must sooner
or later be established between some
two points’ in the narrowest part of
Straits of Northumberland. For my
own part I am satisfied that this is
merely a question of time. Conflicting
interests may place obstacles in the
way of making this both the summer
and the winter route across the strait,
but they cannot prevent its being
adopted.
