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EMIGRATION AND AGRICUL-

Ot all the natiens of the world that
have planted colonies, England is the
only one that appears to have snce
ceeded in the undertaking. Small
as she is, she has pushed ont her
roots into every part of the habitable
globe. It is the proud boast of her
people that the sun never sels upon
her empire and they firmly believe
that in the near futare the universal
lauguage will be thatof the Anglos
Saxon. The reason that England has
succeeded while other countrics have
failed in their efforts to plant celonies
is not because the British Govern~
ment have always pursued awise and
judicious policy towards tLem, but
becanse the English - pcople are en-
dowed with those qualities that are
necessary to meet and overcome the
thonsand and oaqe difficalties that
emigrauts to a new country are said
{o encounter. At the present time
Canada requires emigrants to settle
and fill up the boundless plaing of the
rich and fertile far West she is now
openiug up.  The class of men‘che
requires to do this must be possessed
of agricultaral skill, indomitable per-
severance and a fair amount of
capital as there are virgin forests to
be cut down, new lands to be tilled
and barren wastes to be tarned into
smiling landscapes. From all that
we have heard and read with respect
to the climate and the character of
the soil of this new country we be~
lieve we would be justified in our
description if we weie to use the
language of Douglas Jerrold and say
that “yon have only to tickle it with
a hoe and it will langh with a har~
vest.,” If the Dritish Government
take in havnd this matter of emigra~
tion they will have to pursue a differ~
ent course to what they have been in
the habit of following heretofore.
What have been the character of the
great mass of cmigrants they have
scnt out to the colonies? Have they
not been of a class that was useless to |-
themselves and consequently useless
to the country they were sent to. It
ihere was a ncer-do-well in a family,
was it not a common practice to pack
him off to the colonies for the " par-
pose of getting rid of him. If there
was distress in any of .ths English
manufacturing tewns, were not as
many >fthe distressed operatives as
conld be got to go, scut off to some
colony or other by the authorities,
who afterwards congratulated them-
selves that they were so fortunate in
their eftorts to remove them out of

ARTIC. EXPLORATION.

Fresli “intefest ™ has recently “eeén
awakened in England respecting the
mysterious fate of the Franklin exploriug
expedition by the story of a remarkable
voyage made last year by CaptainAdam,
a Duandee whaler, in the Arctic regions.
The New York Herald has an interest-
ing account of his voyage - from' *which
we take the following:—

¢He eutergd Laccaster Sound in June,
giving the slip to the other whalers, who
love to hunt in company, and do not like
to trust themselves alone in unfrequent~
ed regions. He pushed up Prince
Regent's Inlet, but was driven ou'. by the
ice. Crossing Lancaster Sound he vis-
ited Berchy Island: and ‘then carried his
vessel to the very head of Welliugton
Channel, and thence back again into
Barrow Strait. He then b)ldly return-
ed into Peel's Sound, and penetrated
within a short distance of the spot where
the Erebus and Terror were abond3ned.
Had CaptainAdams rot been on a whal-
ing voyage he sigs that he could bave
gone on and reached Dease aud Simp-
son’s Straits, and made the North-West
passage, a feat never yet accomplished.
