PUILT BY INSECTS 
'Out in the Indian Ocean lies one 

- of the strangest archipelagoes in the 
world. More than fourteen thousand 
islands go to make it up. Most of 
them are quite tiny and few rise 
more than five or six feet above the 
surface of the water.

These are the Maidive Islands 
«which few people have ever seen, 
since the waters around them are 
terrribly dangerous for shipping. 
Every one of them has been built up 
by tiny coral insects. The smallest 
island contains a coral population 
many times bigger than the entire 
human population of the world.

The process of island-building is 
still going on; for every one that is 
to be seen above the surface there 
are a dozen others which, though con­
tinually growing upwards, have not 
yet become visible. In the course ot 
centuries, the sea will deposit sand 
and mud amongst the thickly-sanded 
coral pillars, and so eventually a new 
continent will be born, a continent 
built by little^ beings no bigger than 
flies.
