The result of the bye elections so far
have not been unfavorable to the govern-
ment. They lost Richelien and have
gained Soulanges and Lennox from the
liberals, thus standing one seat better
than at the close of the recent session.
We read a good deal now about the
glorious success of the grand old party
and we are asked to believe that the
country has more confidence in the tory
government than in March last. It is
only fair to admit that there is some
ground for jubilation from the party
standpoint, but it is not equally clear that
thé country is to be congratulated on the
results. If the five millions which the
minister of customs promised to spend in
building a second canal in Soulanges, and
which more than sufficed to carry the
county for the government, is actually ex-

" pended, we will be paying a high price for
toe party jubilation growing out of the
-liberal reverse'in Soulanges. The Kings-
ton fight was a hot one, so hot indeed that
Sir John Thompson was compelled to eat
crow and to pay over to the Connollys
contrary to his virtuous resolve that not
a dollar should be paid on the Kingston
dock contract till these gentlemen had
made restitution for the enormous steal
unearthed before the Tarte investigation
committee. The seat Iost in Lennox may
possibly be owing to an increasing confi-
dence in the government now that Hag-
gart has the railway and Chapleau the
customs department under their respec-
tive control, but possibly to other causes.
Mercier’s alleged misdeeds have dene
something for the grand old party and
the personal weakness of the liberal can-
didate in that constituency must have
been an important element.

One seat in our province, that of Queens
county, has been handed over bodily to
the government party. Mr. King, whose
election misfortunes in the past have been
such as to evoke the sympathy of every
person who believes in fair play, is still in
ill luck. The petition against him is to
result in his seat being awarded to Baird,
thus for a second time in that county
giving the defeated candidate the repre-
sentation. Baird gets the seat because he
took all the steps necessary to entitle him
to strike off a sufficient number of King’s
votes on the ground of bribery, and there-
by reduce King’s majority to a minority ;
while Kingon theotherhand had not taken
the proper steps to obtain advantage of the

_bribery admittedly committed by Baird’s
friends and strike off Baird’s votes for the
same cause. Baird, therefore, by a tech-
nical oversight of King’s attorney, slips
the seat from under King and coolly oc-
cupies it himself. We venture to think
there are few men in Canada to-day able
to command any considerable vote of the
people who would have the hardihood to
appear in the house of commons under
such circumstances, and we are unwilling
to believe that Baird will do so. Politics
may be a game, but surely it is a game
which must be played with some approach
to honorable dealing.

BETWEEN HERE AND THE JUNCTION

Many complaints are being made re-
garding the train service between Fred-
ericton and Fredericton Junction. This
service is one of the most important to
and from Fredericton; it makes the
Boston and Montreal connections, and
carries a class of passengers which
ought, in any discrimination, to be first
considered. Our own people who do the
most of the travelling between Frederic-
ton and St. John would prefer putting up
with musty cars, dirty windows and a
ricketty engine rather than that the
stra/ngem coming from the United States
and the upper provinces visiting our
city should be compelled to do so. Not
that the citizens of this city do not
enjoy cleanliness and comfort as well
as other people, but if we are only to
have respectable and decent appointments
in connection with one train service, we
would rather, for the credit of the city,
the stranger should have the call. Why
would it not be well for the board of
trade to appoint a committee to look after
this quéstion? ' We are assured that the
wood work in theold cars would take
paint and that the window glass if oper-
ated upon with soap and hot water would
become translucent. Let the experiment
be tried, and Mr. Wiley who is closely
identified with the board of trade, and it
is said has also acquired the Murch soap
works, might advertise the St. Marys pro-
duct in a very effective way by acting
upon our suggestion.

LAWYERS ADMISSION FEES.

At the meeting of the barristers the
other evening a committee was appointed
to consider and report upon the subject of
the fees now payable on the admission of
students at law, attorneys and barristers,
with a- view to the’ increase of the fee.
The silbjecf is "worthy of consideration
and we would think no valid objection
could be urged against a moderate in-
crease. At present the law limits the
amount to $5, which is simply absurd.
The St. John Globe we observe is in favor
of free and unrestricted admission to the
legal profession, but does not advocate
the reduction of the term of study or the
abolition of examinations as to qualifica-
tions before admission. Unless these are
to be done away with the fee must be in-
creased, as at present the amount barely
suffices to pay for printing the necessary
papers and about half the wages of a com-
petent person to attend upon the students
during the three or four days the exam-
inations continue. No member of the
bar who advocated an increase in the
fee suggested any sum in excess of $20 or
$25, and the $500 was only mentioned as
being the charge imposed in Ontario. In
Manitoba, B. C. and other provinces the
admission fee approximates tothat of On-
tario. The question is not one of very
general interest, and we do not see any
good reason why the legislature should
refuse to entertain any reasonable amend-
ing the barrister’s society may propose to
the existing law.

FROM THE FAR WEST.
.
Interesting Letter from Chas, H. Lugrin,

Going down town to-day I hoticed roses

covering & window. Last week I was out’
in the country and picked a bunch of
chrysanthemums out of doors. A day or
two ago riding down on an electric car
I complimented the conductor on his
huge bouquet of geraniums and other
flowers. “Oh my garden’s full of them,”
he said. And it is only a little more
than a fortnight from Christmas. We
have had a flurry of snow. It lasted per-
haps three minutes. That is all the
snow that has fallen here in 1891. There
has been frost in some localities, but it
has not been severe or general. Of course
I am speaking of the coast country. The
foothills are covered with snew, and
every mountain peak in sight is white;
but, then, most of them are always white.

I was up at New Westminster the other
day. There’s a pretty city for you. No
town on Puget Sound, and I have seen
them all, can compare with it for situation.
It is a thriving place too, larger
tban Fredericton, considerably, with
electric lights and electric street cars.
The Fraser river there is about as wide as
the St. John, but much deeper.

Coming home I stopped over night at
Fairhaven, a three-year-old town — 7,000
people — electric cars and lights—and in
the morning went back on the hill to
see the sunrise. It was a sight to be long
remembered. The Selkirk mountains to
the north, the Olympics to the south west,
the smooth surface of. Puget Sound, re-
flecting all the colors of the {sky, before
me, made a wonderful pictire. Words
cannot describe how the mountain peaks
caught the sunbeams, or give the faintest
idea of the colors they reflected. The
cloudy sky was red and golden; the foot-
hills, purple; the mists, which marked
the valleys, grey; the islands which
studded the foreground, a sombre green;
the coastline, that varnished in the dist-
ance, a pale lavender. Looking to the
east, the landscape disclosed a valley out
of which the sunbeams radiated, and a
wonderful white mass of vapor, which I
knew was a shroud with which the sum-
mit of Mount Baker was hidden. YetI
must add, that apart from the mountains,
the Sound scenery cannot be compared
with that of the St.John valley, Passa-
maquoddy Bay, or the Bay Chaleur,
although it is something like the latter.
But when the mountains are taken into
consideration there is no comparison. I
think the sunset view from Seattle, look-
ing over the Sound to the Olympic moun-
tains, must equal anything to be seen in
the world.

In regard to the weather here, just a
word or two. The fall is unusually wet,
I am told, yet it is not nnconveniently so.
A little fire is pleasant, but if it goes out
you do not disturb yourself about it. No
one has a hall stove, a few houses have
furnaces. This means economy in fuel.
On the whole what you call in New
Brunswick seasonable December weather
is pleasanter than what we have here
when it is raining; but when it is fine
here there is nothing better to be de-
sired. The weather is “catchy.” To use
a piece of coast slang “you can’t bank on
it” half an hour ahead in the winter,
except when the wind is from the north
and then it is delightful; but the wind
does not get to the north between Novem-
ber and April quite as often as one could
wish.

The smallest coin in circulation is a
nickel. «You cannot buy anything for a
cent except at the post office. Not many
bills are in circulation. Gold and silver
are the almost universal currency. The
people do not seem to like bills and pay
them out always before specie.

This isa great amusement town. There
are always two or three theatres running,
and most of the celebrated get:here. We
had Bernhardt the other day and Patti is
coming. For next week in‘addition to
the regular companies, the Mendellsohn
quintette opera company are booked.
There are lectures, socials and amateur
concerts ad infinitum. The changes in
business startle our oldfashioned eastern
notions. Every day one meets people
from all quarters of the globe; but here,
as elsewhere, Canadians have a pretty
good pull. )

They have started a new town about
thirty miles up the coast from here. I
was there the other day. There were, as
near as I can remember, four houses built
and two in process of erection. Day be-
fore yesterday town lots a mile from the
centre of the city, that is to be, sold
quickly for $3,000 cash. There is some-
thing about this town lot speculation that
no one can ‘explain. When a man once
gets it, it never leaves him. Of course
some hold and make money, but others
lose. An illustration of how those who
hold make is shown by the purchase by
Guy Phinney, formerly of Nova Scotia,
for $150,000 of a piece of land without
buildings, that the former owner ‘gave
$150 for twenty odd years ago. ere is
less than an acre in the piece, but it is in
the heart of the city. S CH L.

JOHNSTOWN’S GREAT SENSATION

Jonnstown, Penn., Feb. 3.—Nothing
since the awful flood in the spring qf 1889
has caused so much alarm as a series of
mysterious murders that have been com-
mitted here recently within a radius of
thirteen miles.

Apparently all the five murders were
done by one hand, but so far detectives
have been unable to discover its owner.

December 4th the body of a well dres-
sed man was found in the woods near
Galitzan, with a bullet hole in his head.
The remains were those of a prosperous
looking man. The theory of suicide,
which at first prevailed, was dispelled by
the position in which the body was foand.
No clue could be obtained as to his identi-
ty, and he was buried.

A week later the body of another man
was found about 12 miles away, with a
hole through his head.

About this time it was learned that
George Myers, a prosperous citizen of
Frugality, had disappeared, and the body
was identified as hie. Myers had $800 on
his person when he left home and he had
been murdered for his money. |

Less than a week ago the decomposed
body of another man was found in the
woods near Bethel. The clothes were of
good quality and nothing could bé dis-
covered to establigh his identity.

The horrible butchery of old man Kring
and wife, and the cremation of the bodies
a few nights ago, is attributed to the same
mysterious murderer, who is evidently
hiding in the mountains ready to pounce
upon any victim he supposes has money.

The three story brick braiding shop of
John A. Roebling’s Sons & Co., Trenton,
was burned Thursday. The loss is $150,-
000. - The fire was caused by an explo-
sion, resulting from spontaneous combus-
tion in the storage vault.

Meredith Stanley and his young and
handsome wife, both dressed in tights,
jumped simultaneously from the Chesa-
peake & Ohio railroad bridge at Cincin-
nati 100 feet into the Ohio river on
Thursday. Neither was hurt.

A cablegram received at Charlottetown
last week reports that the price of oats has
still- farther declined in the English
market, with large quantities in store.
The prospect for good prices in the spring
is not at the present time verv bright.

The Chilian difficulty is by no means
fully settled. The United States minister
Egan's residence at Valparaiso is in
danger of being mobbed, which fact, the
despatch states, threatens to bring about
the re-opening of the difficulty with the
United States.
