SENATOR GEORGE A. COX AT THE
CANADIAN CLUB.

Senator Gi2orge A. Cox, of Toronto,
was the speaker at the Canadian
Club luncheon at the King Edward
Hotel at one o’clock this afternoon.
He was  introduced by ex-Mayo!
Shliort, president of the eclub. Lieut.-
Governor Bulyea and Senator Roy oc-
cupied seats at the guests’ table. In
his address Senator Cox said he had
been sp:nding five weeks in this
country. He had been in the habit
of visiting the wes! periodically dus-
ing the last twenty years. He had
advaocated ext:nding the business cf
the various enterprises with which he
was identified. There were now 800
loans to western municipalitirs on the
books of his companies. In not a
single loan had the municipalities
failed to meet the interest.

“We want to loan you money, and
we want to g2t as much money as we
can from you. We shall loan money
to manufacturers and wholesalers,
At present we have much money out
at four and four and a half per cent.
This we want to divert to ths west,
where we shall loan'at a larger rate
of interest.”

Bpeaking of the revenue from the
ctops, he said he believed that there
would be as large returns this year
in actual cash as any other year, due
to' the inereased price to be secured
for the grains. This country could
now stand a s°ries of bad crops.
Some years ago this could not have
been. A bad crop meant poverty.
There was now no reason for appre-
hension.

Referring to Edmonton, he said that
in Eas!>rn Canada there was o feeling
almost of envy on account of - the
amazing growth of thisg city, which, in
a few years, had attained a position
equal to tuat of cities in the east
which had taken fifty years in the
making.

SUPREME COURT EN BANC.

The first session of the newly ap-
pointed supreme court of Alberta was
held en banc at the court, room, San-
dison block, this morning, Mr. Jus-
tic Sifton was the presiding judge. On
his right were Mr. Justice Scott and
Mr. Justice Stuart, and on his left Mr.
Justice Harvey and Mr, Justice Beck.

There were present a large number
oi the members of the Edmonton bar,
and in addition W. L. Welsh, Calgary;
J. E. Varery, High River, and otihers.

There were present also a large
number of spectators, including about
a dozen ladies, '

Mr. Bown, K.C., as vice-president of
the Edmonton bar, congratulated the
late president, Justice Beck, upon his
promotion t. the bench. He referred
in complimentary terms to his quali-
fications for the position.

Col. Edwards, K.C., endorsed what
the previous speaker had said with
reference to Mr. Justice Beck. He
also congratulated the other members
of the supreme court bench upon their
appointments.

Chief Justice Sifton very cordially
thanked the members of the bar for
their kind words, Persoirally, he had
always had much pleasure in making
his official vigits to Edmonton, and
he was pleased that the legal business
of the province will be expedited by
the newly created supreme court.

Mr. Justice Beck also thanked the
bar for their kind remarks. His re-
lations with the bar had been most
cordial, and his residence in Edmon-
ton had especially been most pleasant.
Reference had been made to his quali-
fications, but he_ felt legal qualifica-
tions werg not more necessary than
good judgment, knowledge of human
nature and a measure oi ordinary
common sense.

“CANADA” MANAGER HERE.
From Tues.ay’s Bulletin.

R. H. Court, general manager of
the London Illustrated Weekly, “Can-
ada,” a periodical devoted to the in-
terests of the Empire generally, and as
its name implies, to wnis country par-
ticularly, arrived in the city yesterday
on his way. across the continent in the
interests of his paper.- Mr. Court who
is a Yorkshireman by birth, but went
to London at an early age, is describ-
ed in one of the 'British magazines
as ‘““one of the enérgetic younger men
whom one naturaly associates with
trans-Atlantic enterprise.” 3

In conversation with a Bulletin re-
presentative Mr.Court laid great stress
upon the increased interest in Can-
adian affairs manifested by the Brit-
ish public and stated that the enorm-
ous influx of imnPigrants here from
the motherland was indicative of the
large results Howing 'from the promin:
ence which had récently’ been given
to the Dowminion i the United King-
dom. But even this index, vast as it
was, failed 1o convédy an adequate idea
of the large place occupied by the Do-
minion‘in the public mind of the old
land.

Five Thousand Inquiries,

“What do you think of the anxiety
of Englishmen to bd informed conecern-
ing this country,” he asksd, “when I
tell you that at ‘Canada’s’ enquiry, of-
fice during the present spring, irom
three to five thousand letters were
received chiefly looking for infor
mation regarding the best localities
for settlement in this country and the
safest and best opportunities for in-
vestment here? The main bulk of
these letters were from the middle
class of the British people, many of
whom were of small capital, from
$3,000 to $10,000 to invest,” The Brit-
ish investor evidently found greater
security here than elsewhere for his
investments. Mr. Court asserted that
this applied equally to the large and
small capitalists.

New Postal Rates.

Mr. Court also spoke of the effect
of the recent reduction in postal rates
on British periodicals coming to Can-
ada, It has had a marked effect in
the way of increasing their circula-
tion, and this, he thought, was of
mutual benefit in more than one way.
Everything that tended to make Can-
adians and the people of the old land
better acquainted with each other was
desirable and would, in the long run,
be beneficial to-all concerned.

Agents-General.

Mr. Court emphasized the necessity
of the eastern provinces of having oi-
ficial and direct representation. in Lon-
don by means of agents-general. This
plan has been adopted with great
success by the provinces of British
Columbia and Nova. Scotia. The ef-
feet of such representation would
mean, amongst other things, that all
the provinces would get an adequate
share of the immigration. He reeog-
nized fully the immense, almost ‘in-
credible: thingsdone t~r Canada by the
high commissicner’s office 1n London,
but this had been for the whole of
Canada rather thai for the individual-
ized needs of component parts. The
eaglrnéss of prominent British firms
to do business with the D&minion is
attested by the fact that Mr, Court
holds commigsions to appoint repre-
sentatives f6r many well known estab-
lishments whe would like to open up
agencies in the large commercial cen-
tres of this country.

PROVISION FOR REFORMATORY.

In the first estimates brought down
at the last-session of the legislature
provision was made for $5,000 for a
provincial reformatory. The govern-
ment purppses proceeding with the
program in reference to the reforma-
tory at the next session of the legis-
lature. on. Mr. Cushing, minister of
publi¢ works, has for some time been
securing information relative to the
character of the buildings comprising
existing' refarmatories in other prov-
inees. It has not been decided where
the reformatory will be located.

WORK WAS BEGUN TODAY
ON THE BIG GAS PLANT.
Operations Commenced in Strathcona
by International Lighting & Heat-
ing Co.—Central Plant May Be in
Strathcona.

From Thursday’s Bulletin,

Work of excavation for the main
pipes was begun this morning in
Strathcona by the International Heat-
ing & Lighting Co., who have the
franchise for artificial gas production
in Edmonton and Strathcona.

A start was made on Lumsden ave-
nue and the trenching work will pro-
ceed along that thoroughiare towards
the railway track. -The nperations
are in charge of W. J. Graham, "wha
was formerly employed in the trench-
ing. work in connection with the Ed-
monton waterworks. Foreman Graham
will have a staff of from ten to fifteen
men and if the weather keeps fine
the excavations will be pushed for-
ward as far as possible this fall.

The location of the central plant
which ig to furnish gas for the two
cities is a question of much specula-
tion during the past, few weeks,

Speaking to the Bulletin representa-
tive this morning Cyrus 8. Eaton, the
western business manager oi the com-
pany, -said:

“You may state that in all probabil-
ity the plant will be located in Strath-
cona. We have not yet positively de-
cided as to its location but indications
are that Strathcona will get it.”’

Such a boom will be of ‘great value
to the southern city and will bring
increased business to its borders, The
company propose to spend over $300,-
000 in the construction and will em-
ploy about two hundred men on the
work.

The council at ~ence resolved itseli
into committee with Ald. McFarland
in the chair, to consider a number of
the bylaws,

The Ward Bylaw,

The ward bylaw divides the city
into four wards, bounded by Main
strect and Whyte avenue. Ward
One is east and south of these streets,
Ward Two is west and south of these
streets, Ward Three is west and
north of these streets and Ward Four
ig east and north. Thus, for example,
at the corner of these dividing streets
the Mills block is in Ward One, ' the
Dominion :bank corner in Ward Two,
the Douglas corner in Ward Three,
and the Duncan block in Ward Four.

The bylaw alsa prewides ifor eight
aldermen to hold office for two years,
provided that at the firet election to
be held-the four with the highest
votes, one in each ward, shall hold of-
fice for two years and the lower in
each ward for one year.
