PRAISES POLICY OF TAFT.

Count Okuma Says Anti-Japanese Agi­
tation Not Serious.

Tokio, March 12—County Okuma, for­
mer president of the Progressive party, 
has written a signed article for the 
Tokio -Mainichi, in which he unreserved­
ly praises President Taft for hie policy 
as embodied in his inaugural address. In 
regard to that portion of the address 
dealing with treaty rights of aliens, 
Count Okuma says that it would be a 
matter fur universal rejoicing should the 
delicate relations between federal and 
state legislatures be adjusted in a na­
tional credit and honor, and the stand­
ing of the United States as a highly 
civilized .power.
. In respect to the naval program as 
laid down in the inaugural speech, the 
count professes to concur fully. He 
writes that President Tan believes that 
such an outcome is an unavoidable de­
mand of the times and ridicules the idea 
that it is directed against Japan. He 
asserts that this idea is a gross misre­
presentation of both Japan and the 
United States, who believe equally that 
a strong navy is the best guarantee of 
peace.

Regarding immigration, the count 
cannot entertain the idea of restriction 
as_a principle, but he is unopposed to it 
as a temporary measure tor preventing 
unnecessary excitement and irritation 
when Japan is unfortunately the object 
of unwarrantable suspicion. In conclu­
sion he says:

"Japan’s real motive was proven on 
the occasion of the visit of the Amer­
ican fleet, and is now understood fully 
by estimable Americans. Anti-Japan ism 
is not a matter of seribus concern and 
will disappear «when Americans, cease to 
be haunted by a needless suspicion,”

Enormous Sum of «25,000,000 Spent on 
Street Car Equipment. |

Chicago, Ill., March 12—Chicago is fac­
ing a big municipal graft scandal, in­
volving the expenditure of $25.000,000 
for equipment for the rehabilitating of 
street car lines. Mayor Busse has order­
ed a thorough investigation and further 
sensations are promised.

Several campaigns for municipal own­
ership resulted in a majority vote for 
that measure, but this was defeated la­
ter by a final vote. A contract was then 
made with the traction companies bv 
which the city receives 55 per cent, of 
the “net” receipts. Since the “net” re­
ceipts depend upon what is left after the 
expenditures of the companies, the city 
experts have been searching for evidence 
of inflation of accounts submitted by 
the companies.

Recently the companies bought rolling 
stock, the reported purchase price of 
which aggregated $25,060.000. Since the 
figures accepted may be the basis of a 
purchase price for the lines if municipal 
ownership is adopted in the near future 
and these figures are extraordinary, the 
mayor ordered the investigation.

bought at greatly inflated prices on 
•which the companies received large re­
bates: ' The eerpctetlbn counsel is ex* 
amining the law with a view to enforc­
ing the city's demands for a correct ac­
counting.

GOLD STRIKE IN WASHINGTON.

Samples at Republic Assay as High as 
$50,000 a Ton.

Spokane, Wash., March 12—The rich­
est find of gold ever reported in Wash­
ington has just been made on the New 
Republic mine, at Republic, samples as­
saying as high as $50,000 a ton. The find 
vvas made on the second slope, between 
Nos. 2 and 3 levels. Sufficient work 
has not yet been done to show the ex­
tent of the ledge. Some of the ore taken 
from the ledge was so rich that it was 
locked up in the vault of the bank at 
Republic.

Much of the stock of the company is 
owned in Seattle, L. AY. Anderson being 
the president. The company was incor­
porated last summer to take over the 
Old Republic, which was sold by Patsy 
Clark for several million dollars and was 
later abandoned. Since the new com­
pany assumed control entirely new 
bodies of ore have been uncovered and 
cars of ore shipped that returned as high 
as $20,000. About fifty men are, now em­
ployed at the mine and the town has re­
vived. Other properties are opening up.

GIVING MILLIONS TO WORKMEtV.

Lever’s Great Philanthropic Scheme.
Takes Employees Into Partnership.

London, Mprch 12—Profit sharing, 
w hich is regarded by experienced econ­
omists as the most trustworthy safe­
guard against etude socialism, has made 
a fresh advance. Mr. Lever, who owns 
all the ordinary shares in his enormous 
soap business, has offered to issue a half 
million partnership certificates and allot 
them at his own discretion to his work­
men.

His plan differs from Sir Christopher 
Furness’ system of profit sharing, inas­
much as the workmen will not pay any­
thing for the certificates. These will be 
a free gift and will rank with the or­
dinary shares after 5 per cent, has been 
paid for the interest on the owner’s 
capital.

Mr. Lever’s estimates that the value 
of his gift will be £1,600,000, and he ex- 
pectS~to get his owner's capital. Mr. 
Lever estimates he will get a more effec­
tive service from the working force. The 
certificates will, not be generally distri­
buted, hut will be bestowed upon Those 
w ho have- shown themselves to be abso­
lutely trustworthy.

South .American Diplomat to Handle
