BANKS HAVE CLOSe6DOWN.

Business men from Southern Alberta 
who have visited the Capital reluctantly 
report and with some indignation that 
the banks have completely closed down 
on general investment loans. This con­
dition is reported as already existing in 
Calgary, Lethbridge and iMaclecd, in 
which cities a considerable real estate 
activity has been going cn for some 
time. This action of the banks seems to 
be considered by southern bus.ness men 
as unjustifiable but apparently is what 
has been quite expected by men in fore­
most financial circles.

That the financial outlook in the west 
for the near future seems none to re-

That Edmonton business has made 
great progress during the past few 
years is conclusively shown by sta­
tistics that have just been compiled 
by F. T. Fisher, secretary of the 
Edmonton board of trade.

In order to obtain exact information 
as to the rate at which the business 
of the city is developing, a circular 
was not long ago sent out to every 
wholesale house and every manufac­
turer in Edmonton, enclosing forms 
for replies to certain specific ques­
tions as to the number of hands em­
ployed, monthly pay roll, volume of 
business done, increase or decrease in 
business, etc.

A great many of these forms,though 
hot all, have now been returned. Those 
which have been returned, however, 
are thoroughly ^representative, and, 
may safely be taken as a basis on 
which to estimate conditions in re­
gard to businesses which have not 
made returns. The figures obtained 
are a little surprising, though the 
secretary expected to find a very 
marked increase in business.

The questions were designed partic­
ularly to ascertain the increase ih Ed­
monton's distributing trade in the five 
year period since 1905. Of all the 
returns received, only one does not 
show a very remarkable Increase in 
volume of business. The majority of 
the businesses making returns have 
been instituted since 1905; but those 
which were in existence at that date 
show an increase in volume of over 
240 per cent. The total value of Ed­
monton’s distributing business ap­

The Singer Building in Chi­
cago and the Eiffel Tower in Paris 
will be used for the towers of the 
company’s transmitters. Recently a 
ship at sea was connected by wire­
less telephone Instruments and at a 
distance of 200 miles heard distinctly 
the voices of the chorus singing In 
the Grand Opera House in Paris.

There Is no difficulty with the wire­
less téléphoné such as is experienced 
with the wirelete telegraph in that 
any ship equipped with a wireless 
apparatus can pick up the messages 
being sent by another ship provided 
It Is within range. In the wireless 
telephone each station has a separate 
affinity tor each other station. That 
is, an Instrument In Edmonton Is 
tuned with Calgary and no other 
station can pick up the message on 
account of being out of tune. The 
tuning process is in appearance not 
unlike the automatic telephone. There 
is a dial, and on this there are a 
number of stops. When a user in
