OFFICIAL.

LONDON, Aug. 28.
The Governor, Newfoundland :

The French Government report ar­
tillery actions at several points. Ger­
man trenches have been seized in the 
Vosges, and enemy trenches and mu­
nitions depot destroyed north of Ar­
ms.

THE COAL STRIKE.
LONDON, Aug. 29.

Although it had been announced 
that Walter Runciman, President of 
the Board of Trade, who acted as ar­
bitrator of the recent strike, would 
decline to see a deputation of miners, 
Runciman and Lloyd George confer­
red for half an hour to-day with a 
committee, representing the men, 
which came to London from Cardiff 
yesterday. Little was accomplished 
to-day, beyond views on both sides. 
A further conference will be held on 
Mopday with the representatives of 
men and owners participating. Al­
though dissatisfaction with Runci- 
man's award is spreading among the 
men. the leaders are standing firm­
ly against another strike at this time. 
A report from the coal fields to-day 
stated that 4,000 more men had quit 
work. /

LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, Aug. 29.

There are no signs yet of any 
slackening in the German pursuit of 
the retiring Russians, according to 
on official report, issued at Berlin to­
day. Progress has been made in all 
sectors of the eastern battle line, ex­
cept in Northern Courland, where the 
armies of Grand Duke Nicholas are 
offering a stubborn and effective re­
sistance.

forest of Bielovisezh, along the bor­
der of the Pripet River marshes, the 
Russians are falling back to new po­
sitions. Speculation is again being 
indulged in as to whether the Ger­
mans intend to follow the Russians 
further to prepare positions from 
which they can hold them, while the 
Teutons attempt an offensive in the 
Balkans or on the western line in 
France and Belgium. Military ob­
servers here at e of opinion that this 
question must be settled before many 
days have elapsed, arguing that with 
summer coming to an end, any ven­
tures proposed for the fall must soon 
commence to develop. Thus far, the 
Germans have made no move toward 
any great offensive in the west. The 
threatened Austrian attack against 
Serbia consisted mainly of long dis­
tance artillery engagements. Artil­
lery has been the chief mode of war­
fare on the western line, and most 
activity has been displayed here by 
the guns of the Allies, which have 
been shelling virtually the entire 
German line. In addition the Allies 
have been using their aircraft in large 
squadrons to bombard German bar­
racks and positions.

It lias been vaguely hinted here that 
mid-October has been chosen as the 
time for the long-postponed big push 
•of the Allies, but the point at which 
the attack is to take place has not 
been mentioned. The general public 
does not expect any strong offensive 
movement as yet, but in some circles 
there would be no surprise should 
General Joffre find it possible to at­
tempt some kind of forward move­
ment before mid-October.

There has been more heavy fighting 
in the Gallipoli Peninsula. The 
Turkish official report claims that the 
Allies suffered heavily in a series of 
attacks attempted by them last Fri­
day. Neither Paris nor London War 
Offices have made any mention of 
these movements.

BIG GOLD SHIPMENT.
NEW YORK, Aug. 29.

Nearly twenty million of dollars in 
gold, and securiteis worth about 25 
million, the second largest shipment 
sent from London to strengthen the 
British credit in this country, arrived 
here early to-day in a special train, 
guarded by thirty-eight armed men. 
The shipment came direct by rail 
from Halifax, to which port it was 
conveyed by a British warship. On 
the way to New York the train was 
preceded by a pilot engine and car. 
The gold securities were consigned 
to J. P. Morgan & Co., for the ac­
count of the British Government.

not offer a reply. I cannot prophesy 
about the future method of a war­
fare which is still in its infancy. I 
can, however, say something as to its 
results in the past. That it has caus­
ed much suffering to many innocent 
people, unhappily, is certain, but ev­
en this result, with all its tragedy, 
has been magnified out of all pro­
portion, by ill-informed rumors. I 
am assured by the Home Office that 
during the last twelve months, 71 
civilian adults, and 18 children have 
been killed; that 189 civilian adults 
and 31 children have been injured. 
Judged by numbers, this cumulative 
result of many successive crimes 
does not equal a single effort of a 
submarine, by which, to the uncon­
cealed pride of Germany, and the 
horror of all the world, sent 1,198 un­
offending civilians to the bottom in 
the Lusitania. Yet, it i# bad enough, 
and we may well ask what military 
advantage has been gained to cost so 
much innocent blood?”

NEARING THE RHINE.
NEW YORK, Aug. 29.

A London cable to the Herald says 
that the French, by sharp actions in 
the Vosges, in which they have over­
come innumerable obstacles, have 
straightened out their front north of 
Sondernch, and are believed to be 
about ready for their final operations 
against Munster- and the Lower 
Freht Valley. For more than two 
months the French Alpine troops, to­
gether with large bodies of line in­
fantry, have been engaged in a con­
sistent advance that not once has 
been stopped. Progress has been 
slow necessarily.

FRENCH REPORT.
PARIS, Aug. 28.

The French War Office this after­
noon gave out a statement as fol­
lows: Last night saw some artillery 
engagements around Souciiez and 
Neuville, in the vicinity of Roye. 
There was also fighting with bombs 
on the plateau of Quennevierres apd 
plateau of Nouvron. In the Argonne 
our artillery, on several occasions, 
checked the endeavors of the enemy 
to bombard our trenches. The night 
passed without incident. On the re­
mainder of the front the French avia­
tors during the night bombarded 
Ruey Station at Chattelen, in the 
Argonne.

SUCCESSFUL AIR RAIDS.
PARIS, Aug. 29.

Barracks and railway 
stations in the Ardennes and Ar­
gonne were attacked. Violent Ger­
man attacks near Marie Therse, west 
of the forest of Malincourt, were re­
pulsed.

MR. BALFOUR AND THE ZEPPELIN
LONDON, Aug. 29.

"No soldier or sailor has been kill­
ed, or even been wounded ; only on : 
one occasion has damage been in- j 
flicted which could, by any stretch of 
language, be described as of the j 
smallest military importance,” says ! 
Arthur J. Balfour of the Zeppelin 1 
raids on England, in a letter to a 
correspondent, who had complained 
that British accounts of these raids 
were meagre, while German reports 
of the same events “are quite ricli 
and. lurid in details.” "The reason,” 
says Mr. Balfour, in his letter, “is 
quite simple. The Zeppelins attack 
under cover of the night, by prefer­
ence on moonless nights. Under 
such conditions landmarks are elus­
ive ; navigation difficult and errors 
inevitable, and sometimes of sur­
prising magnitude. Germans con­
stantly assert, and sometimes be­
lieve, that they dropped bombs on 
places which, in fact, they never ap­
proached. Why make their future 
voyages easier by telling them where 
they blundered in the past, since 
their errors are onr gain ? Why dis­
sipate them ? Let us learn what we 
can from the enemy, hut let. us teach 
him only what we must. Nobody, 1 
think, will be disposed to doubt this 
reticence is judicioiAc But the ques­
tion duty well be asked whether it i 
used licit merely to embarrass the 
Germans, but "unduly to reassure the 
British. How ought we to rate the 
Zeppelins among weapons of attack ? 
What have they done? What car. 
they do? To this last, question I do

ITALIAN REPORT.
ROME. Aug. 29.

The Italian front has been divided, 
by General Cadorno, Commander-in- 
Chief, into two wide sections, each 
containing a vast enveloping move­
ment. Trieste is the obiective in one 
ease, and Trent in the other. The ac­
tion is developing in each theatre 
in accordance with nre-determined 
elans. Reports from the front state 
that, constant progress is being made 
although movements are slow.

ITALIAN OFFICIAL.
ROME, Aug. 29.

Details of our success in the Strina 
Valley show that the enemy suffered, 
losses, leaving in our hands a great 
quantity of machine guns, ammuni­
tion, and 16 cases of bombs. An im­
portant force of the enemy at Sac- 
carant and Pozza Alta suffered heav­
ily, some guns being destroyed, and 
those remaining" being transferred to 
other positions outside the defence 
works, from where they still reply to 
our fire. The enemy continued yes­
terday artillery action against Bargo, 
in the Val Sugana region, doing lit­
tle damage. They tried to attack in 
force our positions in the Zikofel 
Valley, Monte Piano, iy>rth of Nisur- 
ina, west of Monte Croce and Carni- 
co, but were everywhere repulsed. In 
the Plezzo, zone our artillery opera­
ted effectually against the enemy’s 
troops in the Bepenje Valley, when 
columns marching along the route pi 
the upper Isonzo were interrupted in 
their advance. In Carso we also ef­
fectually bombarded the enemy’s 
skirmishes near Doberdo Lake on 
marching columns between Doberdo 
and La"rcottini. Among the materi­
als taken by us in the trenches cap­
tured on August 20th at Monte Nero, 
we found two apparatus, supposed to 
be for inflammable liquids.

AUSTRIANS REPULSED BY MON­
TENEGRINS.

CETTINJE, Montenegro, Aug. 29.
A violent Austrian bombardment 

in the Bilek sector, occurred yester­
day, followed by an infantry attack, 
which we repulsed brilliantly.

APPOINTED GOVERNOR-GENERAL 
OF. RUSSIAN TERRITORY.

AMSTERDAM, Aug. 29.
Word was received here to-day 

from Berlin, that General Von Bess- 
ler, conqueror of Antwerp and Novo 
Georgievsk, had been appointed Gov­
ernor-General of the entire occupied 
Russian territory.

PRUSSIAN LOSSES HEAVY.
AMSTERDAM. Aug. 29.

The Prussian casualty list give the 
names of 40,245 killed, wounded and 
missing, according to the Nieuwe 
Rotterdamsche Courant. The total 
number of Prussian losses published 
up to August 24th, amounts to 1,74Q,- 
836 killed, wounded and "missing.
