; BERLIN, Oct. 19.

ROBERTSON ON THE PROGRESS
OF THE WAR.

: LONDON, Oct. 19.

Lieut.-General Sir William Robert-
scn, ‘Chief-of the Imperial Staff at
Army Headquarters, - discussing ' the
progress of the war last night at the
Canada Club in a farewell dinner ‘tc
the Duke of Devonshire, said, “It took-
us two years to begin; we -have got
through the beginning stage, and are
now in the middle stage. Don’t ask
witen the end will be. Let us centre
our thoughts and efforts on the mid-
dle,.and the end will look after itself.
The enemy can be beaten only in one
way, by bard fighting.”

HOW LONG WILL IT LAST?

British Front in France, Oct. 18.—
The war will last another 'year, ac-
cording to the consensus of opinion
among British soldiers and their lead-
ers. - It is also the opinion of the Ger-
maflk, if the views of prisoners count
for anything. Before the grand offen-
sive started a high authority informed
the correspondent -of the Associated
Press that the German lines would
not be broken by summer, and that
slow operations wearing down the
Germans would be inaugurated, and
would probably last through another
summer. With the approach of win-
ter, conditions which make military
movements difficult, the officer recall-
ed his prediction, and speaking of the
situation to-day he said, "We know
what the German resources were, and
what ours werey;and the time required
to force a decisive vietory for our ar-
mies is-a matter of calculation. Ger-
man prisoners tdken during the sum-
mer invariably spoke of peace being
certain in the autumn. They regarded
the Somme thrust as the final effort
of the Alliés for a decision, and that
after it, peace would be made. Their
tcne has been entirely different of
.~te. They recognize that it is a fight

+ the finish between the man-power

1 resources of the two foes, and

¢ an ultimate decision will come

n the fearful fighting on the wes-
;-.n front, which now will know no
iatermission until the end. The Ger-
mans are determined to make every
village on the western front a fortress
which wiil not yield, when reduced to
powder by shell fire, and every gully
and crater a machine gun post, to se-
cure their defensive against a critical
defeat at a period when weather is ad-
verse to offensive operations. Else-
where the Germans are apparently
concentrating every possible man and
gun against Roumania. The view of
British oflicers is that the Germans
hope to crush Roumania, so that when
they have to face a common Allied of-
fensive in the spring, they may not
have to defend an immense Rouman-
ian- frontier, in addition to what they
have had to defend this summer.

REASSURING NEWS,

LONDON, Oct. 19.

To-day’s news from Roumania is re-
gdrded by British commentators as
reassuring. With the help of Russia,
whieh is credited with. sending for-
midable reinforcements to the fron-
tiers, the offensive has been vigorous-
1y renewed by the Roumanians.

PARIS, Oct. 19.
Serbians have captured the village
of Brod on the western end of the
Macedonian front, the war office an-
nounced to-day in a late bulletin.

FURTHER GAINS FOR SERBS.

SALONIKA, Oct. 19.
Large-Bulgarian reinforcements are
being sent to the Macedonian front,
the Serbian army . headquarters an-
nounced to-day.  Further gains for the
Serbians are reported.

ROUMANIANS DRIVE BACK TEU-
TONS.

BUCHAREST, Oct. 19.
Roumanian troops are pushing back
the invading Austro-German forces on
the Transylvanian frontier at Predial.
According to a Roumanian statement
iesued to-day, the Roumanians drove
back the Teutonic units beyond the
border, and claimed to havée gained
ground in Bran defile. In Tratus val-
ley, the statement adds, the Roumani-
ans forced the enemy to retire and
took 600 prisoners and 12 cannon.
Another detachment attacking from
Goicasa in the Tratus area, surprised
the Teutons and took 300 prisoners
and some machine guns.

BELGIANS INFLICT DEFEAT ON
THE GERMANS.

LONDON, Oct. 19.

A review of recent operations in
German East Africa, issued to-day by
the war office, it~is -announced that the
Beélgians operating near Tabora in
the northern central part of the Col-
ony, have inflicted further defeat on
the Germans in the fighting from Sept.
8th to the 22nd the surviving portion
of the German forces which had been
defeated at Tabora, were routed. Along
the coast the British forces, under
General Smuts, are engaged in clear-
ing the country. A number of small
columns is carrying on this work
southeast of Dar-es-Salaam and north-
. west of Kilwa. General Smuts says
that his troops. have been attempting
Lo arive into the Rufiji Valley the Ger-
man posts established north and south
of that region.
