Rone of the Forsey. The mate’s ac­
count of the' happening as told the 
Telegram Is as follows:“The Eisnor 
fish laden for St John’s left Red Is­
land on the morning of Déc. 3rd. To­
wards evening they were off Cape St. 
Mary’s and as It became dark an B.N. 
E. gale with blinding snow came on. 
Sail was shortened, but within a 
couple of hours the wind Increased 
and the head gear Including bowsprit 
was carried away. Great difficulty 
was experienced In keeping^he vessel 
headed to sea. As daylight broke the 
wind Increased to a hurricane and the 
foresail was carried away. A new 
sail was bent and the vessel still kept 
headed to sea. On the third evening 
the wind veered to N.W. blowing a 
stiff breeze. On the 5th Inst. It was 
blowing a gale with a heavy sea run­
ning. All the sails were carried away 
during this storm, and to make mat­
ters worse the rudder head broke off, 
and about 30 feet of the bulwarks was 
carried away. Seas now began to 
break frequently over the vessel and 
every thing on deck except a small 
boat and a cask containing about 30 
gallons of water were swept over­
board. A length of chain was, after 
much difficulty, attached to the rud­
der and by it the vessel which was 
now leaking badly was before the sea. 
A sounding of the pumps indicated 
that 460 strokes per minute failed to 
keep her free. It became a fight for 
life and every man was called to the 
pumps. Day and night for 12 days 
the men took turns. On the 17th Inst. 
(Sunday) when in Iat. 42.11, long. 48. 
60 or about 400 miles south of Cape 
Race a vessel hove in sight Signals 
were run up at 8 a.m., and at 11 o - 
clock the Frank R. Forsey bore down 
on the sinking vessel. At the time the 
Forsey came alongside the wind was 
moderate but there was a heavy sea 
running. The Eirnor's boat was 
launched and after three trips all the 
crew reached the Forsey. Before 
quitting the vessel Capt. Doodey set 
the hull on fire and two hours after­
wards it sank. _ Mate Laing states that 
the Captain and crew of the Forsey 
treated them with every kindness 
whilst they were on board his vessel.

A ..German - .scientist, 
Professor Karl von 'Frisch, ' when 
making tests on bees, discovered 
many interesting facts about the sys­
tem of communication adopted by 
these creatures.

He placed a dish of sugar solution 
on a table by an open window. A 
bee came along and, having stolen 
as much as he could carry, flew 
away. Before long the dish was 
covered with bees.

The sugar was removed and most of 
the insects disappeared. When the 
dish was replaced, the swarm re­
turned. By touching the back of each 
bee with a spot of color, it was dis­
covered that the later arrivals were 
not escorted by those who had been 
before, and it was concluded that 
they must have been sent.

Dance of Delight.
The next step in the investigation 

was to study the behaviour of the 
bee which had discovered that the 
sugar had been replaced in the win­
dow. When the creature returned to 
the nest it handed over its load of 
sugar to the workers, and then exe­
cuted a curious dance, describing 
circles and other figures. The other 
bees watched carefully, and attempjfc 
ed to touch her. When one of the 
bees which had been marked succeed­
ed in this, it flew out immediately 
and went to the sugar. The unmark­
ed bees soon ceased to pay any at­
tention to the discoverer of the sugar

Then the experiment was repeated 
with two dishes, one white and ono !
