A correspondent, apparently a recent 
immigrant, writes to a Montreal paper, 
declaring that intending English emi­
grants know nothing about Canada,whilst 
everybody knows more or less about the 
advantages of emigrating to the United 
States. He lays this ignorance at the 
door of our Government.

Death of Rev. W. Ryebbon.— The 
Christian Guardian records the death of 
this minister at Brantford, on Sunday 
last. He was at one time one of the 
most eloquent and impressive popular 
speakers in Canada, and was for many

J'ears an influential minister in the Wes- 
eyan body. He was superannuated in 
1858.

Kansas State proposes a new industry, 
the cultivation of newspapers. The State 
Board of Agriculture has taken it up.and 
offers special premiums to those raising 
the best newspapers, which are to be 
awarded at the State fair at Topeka next 
week. Three hundred and fifty dollars 
are thus to be distributed among the 
journalistic fraternity—and journalism 
in Kansas is expected to thrive accord­
ingly.

The English Cricketers in New York.
-The cricket match between the Eleven of 

England ,and twenty two of the St.George’s 
Club of New York began on Wednesday 
The Americans went first to the wickets, 
to the bowling of Appleby and Rose, and 
were all disposed of before three o’clock 
for 66 runs, including six to the credit of 
George Wright and five to Harry Wright. 
The Englishmen commenced the defence 
of the wickets soon after three o’clock, 
Messrs Grace and Ottaway opposing the 
bowling of Brewster and Harry Wright. 
The latter was subsequently replaced by 
Jones, and when the stumps were drawn 
at 6:30 had scored 102 runs without the 
loss of a wicket. Play will be resumed 
to-morrow.

The Provincial Exhibition.
As all our readers by this time are 

fully aware, the annual exhibition of the 
Agricultural and Arts Association of On­
tario takes place In Hamilton next week. 
At present we are unable to give the 
number of entries, but judging from 
what has been received up to this time, 
they will considerably outnumber those 
made for last year’s exhibition. As usual, 
the various railway companies and the In­
land Navigation Company have agreed 
to carry visitors to and from the show at 
one fare. They will also carry freight 
for exhibition;at reduced rates between 
the Wednesday before the show and the 
first Wednesday after it.

The following is the programme for the 
week : .

Monday, September 23 .will be devoted 
to the final receiving of articles for ex­
hibition, and their proper arrangement. 
Officers and members of the Association, 
judges,'exhibitors, .delegates, members of 
the press, and necessary attendants, will 
be admitted on presenting the proper 
credentials, badge,or ticket of admission. 
Other persons will be admitted on pay­
ment of 25 cents each time. The rules 
for admission will be the same through­
out the exhibition.

Tuesday, 24th. —The judges in all the 
the classes will meet in their respective 
committee rooms at 10 a. m., and will 
make arrangements to commence their 
duties. On receiving the class-books, 
they will be also furnished with the 
blank prize tickets, which they will fill 
up and affix in each., section as soon as 
they shall have finally determined their 
awards. The first prize tickets will be 
red ; the second, blue ; the third, yellow; 
the fourth, white ; extras, green ; the 
“ highly recommended ” and “ com­
mended ” tickets, white. On completing 
the class, the judges will report to the 
Secretary. The main exhibition building 
will be closed all this day for the purpose 
of affording the judges an opportunity for 
discharging their duties properly. Non­
members admitted to the grounds on 
payment of 25 cents each time. The an­
nual meeting of the Fruit Growers’ As­
sociation will take place at the Court 
House,at 7 p. m.

Wednesday, 25th.—The judges of the 
various classes will complete their awards 
as early in the day as possible. All the 
buildings and grounds will be open to 
visitors. Admission the same as on 
Monday and Tuesday. The annual meet­
ing of the Mechanics’ Institute Associa­
tion will take place at the Court House 
this evening, at 7 o’clock.

Thursday, 26th—Admission 25c. The 
prize animals will be exhibited in the 
ring at 2 p. m. The annual meeting of 
the directors of the Provincial Agricul­
tural Association, for the purpose of el­
ecting Auditors, deciding upon the place 
of holding the next exhibition, and other 
business, will take place at 7 p. m., at 
the Court House, Hamilton.

The President will deliver his address 
at the annual meeting.

Friday, 27th—Admission the same as 
on previous days, till 2 p. m. At 2 p. m. 
the exhibition will be considered official­
ly closed, after which no one will be ad­
mitted into the Crystal Palace, and ex­
hibitors may commence to take away 
their property.

Saturday, 29th—The Treasurer will 
commence paying the premiums at 9 a. 
m. Exhibitors will remove all their 
property from the grounds and buildings. 
The gates will be kept closed as long as 
necessary, and none will be admitted ex­
cept those who can show that they have 
business to attend to,_

Provincial Exhibition.
The Toronto papers give the complete 

list of entries in Live Stock for the ap­
proaching Provincial Exhibition, to be 
held in Hamilton next week, also the en­
tries in 1868, when the exhibition was 
last held in Hamilton, and those for last 
year’s show at Kingston. The total en­
tries in 1868 were 436 ; last year they 
amounted to 464, and this' year they 
have got up to 656. In cattle there were 
in 1868, 474 entries ; in 1871, 632 ; this 
year they number 701. In sheep the en­
tries are fewer than they were when the 
Exhibition was last held in Hamilton, 
but more numerous than last year ; in 
1868 they numbered 716, iu 18fl 616,and 
this year they amount to 648. The en­
tries in pigs have largely increased ; in 
1868 they numbered 122, and last year 
153, while for the coming show 279 have 
been made. The total number of entries 
in live stock, in the three years we are 
comparing have, therefore, been as fol­
lows:—In 1868, 1,748 ; in 1871 1,765 ; 
and in 1872, 2,284, a very gratifying in­
crease indeed.

The Rights and Privileges of a Privy 
Councillor.

There has been considerable misappre­
hension as to the nature of the honor 
which the Queen has been pleased to con­
fer on Sir John A. Macdonald. The 
office of a Privy Councillor of Great 
Britain is purely honorary ; no salary at­
taches to it, nor any other distinction 
than the title of “ Right Honorable,” an* 
certain claims to precedence. The Privy 
Council dates back to the era of the Sax­
on kings, and represents that body of 
councillors whose advice was supposed 
from the early times of the Constitution 
to relieve the Sovereign from personal 
responsibility. It was this institution in 
which originated the theory that “ the 
king can do no wrong.” Originally the 
Privy Councillors were twelve in number, 
but they were increased in later times, 
until, in the reign of Charles the Second, 
the number was limited to thirty. The 
Cabinet Council, however, consisting of 
the great officers of State, who are also 
Privy Councillors, has in modem times 
superseded the more ancient body, and 
the Privy Council, or certain members of 
it who are not members of the Cabinet,is 
only summoned on extraordinary occa­
sions. It is, however, quite consistent 
with the character of the office that it 
should be conferred on persons who, in a 
confidential capacity have rendered ser­
vice to the sovereign. Lord Palmerston 
offered the dignity to Richard Cobden, 
after the negotiations which resulted in 
the Free Trade Treaty with France in 
1860, but Cobdèn refused, chiefly, it was 
understood, from the extreme reluctance 
he felt to accept any honor at the hands 
of a Minister, to whose general policy he 
was so determinedly hostile. There is 
nothing exceptional, therefore, in Sir 
John A; Macdonald being made a Privy 
Councillor as an acknowlegement of his 
services on the Washington Joint High 
Commission. In addition to those who 
are made Privy Councillors by Royal fav­
or, certain personages are Privy Council­
lors by courtesy. Thus the Lord Mayors 
of London, York ànd Dublin are styled 
“ Right Honorable ” although they are 
never called upon to act or sworn into 
office. ________

Ontario Temperance League.
The second annual meeting of the 

Ontario Temperance and Prohibitory 
League was held in the Temperance Hall, 
Toronto, on Tuesday. The Rev. A. 
Sutherland, President of the League, 
occupied the chair, and there was a fair 
attendance of members. After the trans­
action of some preliminary business, Mr. 
JosephJtyan, of Guelph, read a paper on 
the subject of Prohibition, in which ho 
advocated the settling of the question at 
the polls, and the forming of an elector­
al league to that end. The paper was 
referred to a committee, to be appointed 
to consider the President’s address. In 
the afternoon the President delivered his 
annual address, in which he recommended 
several amendments in the constitution, 
which would have the effect of giving 
greater efficiency to the League.

The Committee on resolutions, in their 
report, said they did hot agree with Mr. 
Ryan as to the desirability of forming an 
electoral league at present, though, they 
thought the battle of Prohibition must 
Boon be fought at the polls.

Some discussion followed on the report 
of the committee on Mr. Ryan’s motion ; 
the suggestions contained in the Presi- ‘ 
deents address being adopted. R was 
finally agreed to postpone the settlement 
of the proposal until the full meeting of 
the League.

The Association met on Wednesilay 
morning at 8 a. m. The Committee on 
Legislation presented their report. They 
recommend that the Council of the 
League prepare petitions to be presented 
to thq, Legislature of Ontario at its next 
annual session praying for the passage of 
an act entirely prohibiting the sale of in­
toxicating liquors in the Province of On­
tario, and that every means be taken for 
the wide dissimulation of such petitions 
in every municipality. Also that the co­
operation of existing temperance organi­
zations be respectfully requested, so that 
these petitions may be presented to any 
one and every one who would be willing 
to sign them, throughout the Province. 
After some discussion it was agreed to 
submit the resolution for the considera­
tion of the legislature, and, if ap­
proved of, to let the question afterwards 
go before the courtrv.
Grand Temperance Demonstration.
A grand demonstration in the cause of 

temperance came off in the city the same 
afternoon. Perhaps the most remark­
able fact in connection with it was that 
it was composed of all creeds and colors, 
and all grades and classes, each endeavor­
ing to outstrip his neighbor in making it 
successful. An immense procession, 
numbering over 4,000, comprising mem­
bers from many city and country Lodges 
started shortly after one o’clock. It was 
the most orderly and had the finest ap­
pearance of any thet has ever paraded - 
the streets of the city. After marching 
through some of the principal streets, 
the procession moved onto the University 
Park. Able addresses were there deliver­
ed by Alderman Coatsworth, Archbishop 
Lynch and others. The demonstration, 
was in every respect a great success.

Waterspoet at Kincardine.
On Tuesday afternoon, as a thunder­

storm was passing over the lake near 
Kincardine, a magnificent water-spout 
was observed to rise from the surface. 
Two smaller ones were also seen in its 
vicinity, which were soon incorporated 
with the first. When fully formed it 
stretched from lake to sky, whirling 
round its own axis and throwing the sur­
face of the water into a state of violent 
commotion. It was then carried by the 
force of the wind to a point on the shore,, 
about a mile southward of the town, 
where it suddenly burst. This phenom­
enon so rare on our inland waters, was 
followed by a heavy shower of rain, ac­
companied by hail-stones, many ol them 
half an inch in diameter.
