PERILS _OF THE SEA.

A Swedish Vessel Wrecked and Four-
teen Lives Lost.

BEATEN TO DEATH |

Fatal Fight Between Neigh-
bors at Strathroy.

Williim Rowo Charged with the Murdor
of Robert Murray,

StraTHROY, Ont., March 23, —~Saturday
aft, & most melancholy affuir ocourred
on the town line between Curadoc and Met.
calfe, abont six miles from this town, b
which a young man lost his life at the han
of a neighbor and relative, As faras oan be
learned at present an old feud had existed
between Robert Murray of lot 1, con. 13,
Metcalfe, and Wm. O. Rowe, of lot
2, on the same concession,  over
some Government drain that runs
through their joint properties. Satur-

ay afternoon, as Mr. Rowe was talking to
Mr. Herrington at the corner of the town-
line and the 13th concession of Metcalfe,
Robt. Murray and his wife drove up on
their way home from Strathroy, and with
an oath Murray said to Rowe that if he did
notgetoutof the way hewould ride him down.
This he did, running over Rowe and throw-
ing him in the ditch. Blows followed,' in
which it is said that both nsed clubs, Rowe
apparently getting the worst of it, and had
to be helped to his home, some half & mile
distant, .

Word was subsequently brought to
Strathroy and a charge of aggravated as-
sault sworn out against Murray, who was
afterwards bailed out before P, M. Noble—
himselt in '$400 and two ovher sureties of
$100 each.

At 1 o'clock yesterday morning Rowe
died from the result of his injuries, and a
second warrant wae sworn out against Mur-
ray, charging him with murder.

An inquest was held before Coroner Lind-
gay, Drs. A. 8. Thompson, W. W. Hoare
and A. Thompson, being deputed to hold
the post mortem examination. James
Grosvenor, a young lad of 16 years, who
worked with “deceased and was present
when the row between Murray and de-
ceased took place, testified that while
Rowe, W. Hetherington and himself were
standing on the road talking Murray and
his wife drove up. Murray told deceased
that if he did not move off the road he
would run him into the ditch. Some reply
was made, but witness could not say what it
was. Then Murray turned his team into and
knocked Rowe into the ditch, in which there
was about eighteen inches of water. Rowe
then got a rail from the fence, but it was
knocked to the ground, and the men got
into quite o scuffle. Finally Murray got
away and secured a pole from the fence,
with which he strmck Rowe twice on the
shouider and head, the latter blow knock-
ing him down. Murray then kicked him
several times, and finally left him lying on
the road. He was then picked up and
driven home,

The inquest was adjourned until Wednes-

day next at Strathroy. It is understood
the blow on the head was the cause of
death. Murray was arrested and brought
here by Constable Wilson. °
Deceased is about 36 years of age and
leaveas a wife and two children. The fatal
assault is understood to have resulted from
an old standing quarrel.
The melancholy aflair has cast a gloom
over Strathroy and the entire neighbor-
hood, as both deceased and accused were
highly respected by their friends and
neighbors.
