It was apparent
that the man had heen walking along
the tracks, as his hands were still in
his pockets. It Is possible that he was
killed by the International Limited,
but two frelght trains had also gone
over that track shortly before the
finding of the body. The back of the
man's head was crushed, while his
right leg and back were also broken.
Death must have been “instantancous.
The pilots of locomotives which had
hauled trains over that line were ex-
amined today by officlals of the road,
but no traces of the accident could be
discovered on any of them.
