Father Stanton Announces That Col­

lege Will Enter Ontario Rugby 
Union.Series for Boston on Saturday.

TWO THREE-BAGGERS IN SUCCESSION
AND DOYLE’S ERROR BEATS GIANTS

Ottawa, Oct. 13.—The Toronto Univer­
sity football team easily defeated that of 
Ottawa College in the Intercollegiate 
Union at Varsity Oval on Saturday after­
noon. The final score was 39 to 11. The 
field was very slippery, owing to a heavy 
storm at the noon hour, and the treacher­
ous footing left trick plays out of the 
question, both teams confining their at­
tacks to straight football, varied occa­
sionally by end runs. It was a good game, 
however, and the college made a game 
fight against great odds.

In the first quarter, Phil Cornellier, the 
sensational full back of Father Stanton’s 
team, was injured in trying to stop May­
nard and then carried him off. Jack Sul­
livan was also hurt, and later Jerry Har­
rington and Bert Gilligan were forced to 
retire. Gardner, the Varsity wing man, 
also dropped out as the result of injuries, 
Clarkson replacing him. Jack Maynard 
was badly hurt in the first period, and 
was only able to hobble about during the 
balance of the match, but Coach Griffith 
kept him on the field by his generalship, 
and Maynard played a splendid game 
under the circumstances. Dutch Gonter 
was the shining light. After the retire­
ment of Cornellier, Nagle and McCart did 
the kicking for College, but Gonter out- 
booted both and gained many points for 
Varsity by his punts. Gage played a fine 
game on the Varsity line, while Sheehy 
and Nagle starred for Ottawa. Father 
Stanton flashed his signals from the top 
of the grand stand, but his youngsters 
were outplayed and outgeneraled 
throughout.

Father Stanton announced that it was 
the last game which Ottawa College would 
play in the Intercollegiate. They have 
practically decided to jump to the Ontario 
Union as the result of the action of the 
Intercollegiate executive in awarding the 
game of the previous Saturday to Queen's.

This was a 
case of having greatness thrust upon one, but the man on whom so much 
honor suddenly descended richly deserved it and will wear his laurels mod­
estly for he is a cool, unemotional sort of lad, whose aplomb neither adversity 
nor good fortune could shake.

A few hours ago very few of the good people of this United States could 
have told off-hand whether Bedient was the name of a ball player or a dis­
ease or something to drink. Now everyone Is hailing him as “Hero Bedient," 
conqueror of the New York Gients, and a game and gifted hurler. Instead of 
being just one of Boston’s second string pitchers, almost overlooked in the 
fuss being made over Stahl's club, he has become in less than two hours the 
great Bedient, whose name will be handed down in baseball history, as the 
man who made good in a pinch. For he outpitched the peerless Mathewson 
ali the way and gave Boston the lead in the series, three games to one.

Boston's batsmen did all that Bedient required of them in the third in­
ning, when they made two runs on a combination of a pair of three base hits 
and an error by Capt. Doyle, of New York. Hooper began the big fuss with 
a smash almost over third base.

work the ball toward the London goal, 
the back division always rushed it right 
back again. There were only a couple of 
occasions when the Meds were in any 
danger of being scored upon, and it was 
during these periods at the back divi­
sion was able to demonstrate how really 
good it is.

No scoring was done in the first quar­
ter. although the ball was kept in Sarnia 
territory most of the time. Some fast 
work by McGurk and Loomis, and the 
strong formation of the Sarnia line pre­
vented the Meds from scoring. The quar­
ter whistle blew without either team 
gaining any advantage.

The second quarter was even faster 
than the first, and the play was more 
open than it had been in the first fifteen 
minutes. Sarnia was pushed hard in the 
early stages of the quarter, and for a 
time it looked as though the Meds would 
go over the line for a try. The slippery 
footing was a great hindrance, and many 
of the tackles and scrimmages were made 
in the mud. London seemed to be over- 
eager, and repeated offsides were called, 
the linemen being largely responsible. 
Finally, Borland kicked the ball over the 
Sarnia line, and Chatto tackled the man 
who recovered It before he could get it 
out. It was the first point of the game 
and gave London a lead of 1, the score 
being 1 to 0. Shortly before half-time 
Sarnia was forced to rouge again, and 
the half-time whistle blew with the score 
2 to 0 in favor of the locals.

The Second Half.
In the second half, condition began to 

tell, and there was a noticeable slowing 
up of both teams for a time. Sarnia was 
playing a defensive game, and had drop­
ped all aggressive tactics. The Meds 
also seemed to lack aggressiveness for a 
time, but as the play progressed they 
began to push back their rivals and re­
peated gains were made. Both back divi­
sions were putting up a great game at 
this stage, and seemed to be doing the 
greater amount of the work. The ball 
was finally worked to Sarnia's 25-yard 
line, and on the next down it was booted 
and when Sarnia fumbled. Chatto secured 
and went across for the first touchdown 
of the game. Borland failed to convert, 
and the score stood 7 to 0 in favor of 
London. Frequent delays occurred after 
this owing to minor injuries. McGurk 
and Loomis colliding at one stage, and 
both taking the count for a few minutes. 
The third quarter ended with the score 
the same, and no scoring was done in 
the last quarter, although London pushed 
hard, and only phenomenal work by Mc­
Gurk and the Sarnia backs prevented the 
Meds from scoring again.

A Good Game.
The game was a good one, and it should 

put the right edge on the London team 
for their game in Petrolea next Satur­
day. This will be one of the hardest 
games of the season, and If the locals 
can hold the Oil Town squad on their 
own field, they should win the district. 
Practices will be held every night this 
week, and several changes may be made 
in the team before next Saturday’s game.

Saturday's officials were satisfactory in 
every respect. In the second quarter the 
Sarnia goal judge refused to allow what 
looked like a goal kick by Borland and 
he was changed, but there was no ill- 
feeling on either side.

Clean Play a Feature.
Special mention should be made of the 

clean play of both teams. It was one 
of the cleanest games ever played in this 
city and not at any time did the play­
ers forget that they were playing rugby. 
The play was free from scrapping or 
wrangling of any nature, and the very 
friendliest of feelings existed among the 
players of both teams. The Sarnia team 
is a gentlemanly one tn every respect, and 
they took their defeat like sports. They 
are confident of trimming the Meds when 
the return game Is played in Sarnia on 
Thanksgiving Day. and will likely have 
a much stronger team than the one that 
played Saturday.

The rugby season was officially opened 
in London on Saturday when the Meds 
defeated Sarnia by the score of 7 to 0 
in the first game of this junior O. R. 
F. U. district. The game was witnessed 
by a fairly large crowd, and judging by 
the enthusiasm displayed, it looks as 
though rugby football were about to re­
ceive a big boost in this city. The field 
was a trifle sloppy in spots, and the mud 
holes prevented many fast pays. How­
ever, in the first three quarters some 
good football. was pulled off by both 
teams, and the last quarter was equally 
as fast, only some minor injuries caused 
several delays.

Sarnia Strong.
Sarnia came to London with a much 

stronger team than was anticipated, the 
Tunnel Town being represented by a like­
ly organization this year. Bill McCart, 
one of the best punting backs in this dis­
trict for several years past, was missing 
from the lineup, and in spots his absence 
was keenly felt by the visitors. McCart 
is attending Ottawa College this fall, and 
he played against Toronto Varsity on 
Saturday in Ottawa. However, the Sar­
nia back division was a strong one, and 
time and again its splendid work kept 
London from going over the line for a 
touch. "Dutchy" McGurk, "the Sarnia 
shrimp," was one of the stars of the 
visiting team. “Dutchy" earned undying 
fame in this city last fall when he made 
a great run down the field through the 
London back division and scored a touch- 
down for Sarnia. This year he was 

"equally as dangerous, and had to be 
watched all the time. He Is one of the 
fastest men on the team, and when de 
gets off to a good start. It takes a fast 
man to bring him down. If McGurk was 
a trifle heavier he would be a great 
rugby player.

Dangerous Men.
Loomis. Moses. Van Alstyne and Blos- 

senburg were also dangerous men. and 
they played a great game for the visitors. 
Van Alstyne is one of the old-timers at 
the game, and when he is in condition 
he is a hard man to hold. He. like many 
other players on the field, lacked condi­
tion. and toward the end of the game he 
slowed up a trifle. However, he was 
always in the play, and when the return 
game is played in Sarnia on Thanks­
giving Day, the locals will have to look 
out for him.

Meds Have a Great Team.
For the Meds, the whole team played 

a great game. There is no doubt that the 
Western University has put one of the 
best teams London has seen in years on 
the field this season, and it looks as 
though the district honors were about 
due. The back division is especially 
strong, being composed of fast, tricky 
men, who know the game like a book 
They have a bunch of tricks that made 
the Sarnians sit up and take notice, and 
when they get them in a little better 
working order something is going to hap­
pen. Although the team has been prac­
ticing hard for the past two weeks it 
was the first really hard game, and 
their play was not as finished as it will 
be in the next game. The slippery foot­
ing also discouraged fast work. Captain 
Borland played a great game at centre 
half, and he was ably supported by Judd. 
McQueen, Whetter and McKay the rest 
of the men on the back division. The 
play was mostly confined to Sarnia terri­
tory, and when the visitors began to

The old master had plenty of opportun­
ity to display his nerve in the first inning 
when the Red Sox started with a hit and 
got another after one man was out. With 
runners at first and second, and only one 
gone, "Big Six" suddenly gathered him­
self together, and until he had disposed 
of two batters reckoned dangerous, look­
ed like the unbeatable pitcher of a few 
years ago.

The test to which the veteran was put 
in the second was not so severe, as the 
Bostons did not get a man on until one 
was out, and the impotent end of the 
batting order due. Still there was a time 
when a hit meant a run. and even Cy 
Morgan once made a hit.

Fewer hits were 
taken off him than off anybody else who 
has started, and that he did not win a 
shut-out victory instead of one expressed 
in figures of 2 to 1, was his misfortune 
rather than his fault.

Giants Score In Seventh.
Two scratch hits, halt of the Giants’ 

total for the day. were gathered together 
in the seventh inning. One was a fly that 
either Lewis or Speaker could have caught 
in his teeth on a clear ground, but which 
cleared the low barrier in front of the left 
field seats, while “Duffy" and “Spoke" 
having travelled as far as the boundaries 
would let them, raged impotently.

Then, when Bedient appeared about to 
get out of the worst situation that he had 
faced all day, Larry Gardner made a bad 
play on a ball that he would have fielded 
cleanly eight times in ten, and the run 
scored. The official scorers absolve Gard­
ner from an error on this particular play 
and technically they are right in so doing, 
but at the same time Larry makes many 
harder ones without eliciting any great 
demonstration from the fans.

Holding the Giants to one run and four 
hits for nine innings is a feat of which 
any pitcher may be proud. McGraw’s 
club has been pitching fully up to if 
not beyond Its normal speed in this series, 
and has shown a lot of determination. 
The Giants tried hard enough today give 
them credit for that, but against such 
pitching as the Boston youngster showed 
they could do absolutely nothing

Four of the nine Innings the National 
Leaguers debutted by getting their first 
man on’ twice by walking and twice by 
hitting. On one of these occasions it was 
the fluke double that marked the birth of 
the round. Three times Bedient got the 
side out runless as easily as though the 
whole performance had been carefully 
rehearsed, and he would have done the 
same thing again except for the bad luck 
connected with Gardner's failure to make 
a play that, while difficult, was by no 
means exceptionally so.

Cedlent Works Coolly.
in pinches or out of them. Bedient 

worked deliberately, calmly, sometimes 
almost carelessly, he was so sure of him­
self. With the assistance of Forest Cady 
who some day is going to be hailed as the 
best catcher in baseball, the youngster 
allowed nothing to rattie him, nothing to 
interfere with his making that ball do 
just what he wanted it tc do, which 
usually was the thing that the Giants 
least desired or expected. It was positive- 
y dishonorable the way Cady kept cross- 
ing McGraw's champions up. Hitting the 
bad ones and leting the good ones go by 
was the New York specialty, just as it 
has been fa other games of the series.

Speed, curves, good control and the 
cunning to hand up something the batter 
was not expecting, were Bedient’s stock 
in trade. More deadly perhaps than any- 
thing he had on the ball was the splendid 
blending of the various ingredients. Many 
pitchers have more speed and a quicker 
break on their curve ball than had this kid today, but none can boast of a finer 
nerve and greater ability to outguess the hitters.

No hit killing catches, stops or throws 
were needed to make the pitcher’s per­
formance the success ft was. With two 
exceptions, every chance offered the 
Boston team was in the A B C class of 
defensive work, a stop by Yerkes and a 
catch by Speaker being the exceptions. 
Nor were the Giants hitting liners un­
luckily aimed. Fifteen of the McGraw 
party perished on fly balls of which num- 
ber eight furnished pop-ups for the in- 
held or catcher. Four more struck out,
