Bible Authority.
"We turn to the Bible as our 

authority," he said. "I am not going | 
to argue whether it is the Word of 

God or not. That has been done aften 
enough. The authority of the Bible 

1rests in the truth inherent in it.. In 
Scripture we have the question, 
‘What must I do to be saved,’ and 
the answer, ‘Believe in the Lord Jesus 
Christ and thou shalt be saved. That 
is the whole authority.

“It is commoniy said today that all 
we need is Christ in the heart and 
not a story of his life. But I tell you 
that there can be no Christ in the 
heart without the Christ of history.

Mr. McGuire at night, recounting 
the fall of Jericho, declared that by 
the same power of prayer the accom­
plishment of all worthy human de- 
sires could be accomplished. Faith 
in the ability of prayer to bring the 
gift asked from God, was, he said, 
one of the fundamentals of Chris­
tianity today.

Strength In Faith.
"Faith does four things,” he stated, 

just as it did in the days when the 
walls of Jericho fell before the pray­
ers of the children of Israel. It con­
fesses its utter inability alone to 
achieve the end desired. It falls on 
its knees and prays. It believes im- 
plicity in God’s word, and it pro­
ceeds at once to the task in hand.

"St. Paul says. ‘I can do all things 
by Christ, and David with his five 
pebbles went with faith against the 
Philistine giant. There is no substi­
tute for the power of the Holy 
Ghost. Can any learned professor 
or doctor of divinity give me a def­
inition of prayer? We should not ask 
in a minister what are his degrees, 
or what of his eloquence, but can he 
pray and has he the ear of God.

"Today we have become filled with 
the vanity of the ego. From the 
beautiful Lord’s Prayer, and its "Our 
Father’ we have reached a habit of 
prayer in which we say When I Lay 
Me Down to Sleep,' and ‘Save My 
Soul.’ We are in the same position 
as the Pharisee in the temple, and 
it is well we should remember that 
it was the publican who went to his 
home justified rather than the super­
cilious Pharisee."_____
