JEFF DAVIS' CELEBRATED SPEECH

o

The following specch, made by Jeff Davis
at M:eo:, :iul‘. gn g.::to’nber 23d, is extract«.
ed from the colamns of the Macon Telegraph
& Confederaie of September 24th.

Lapies’ AND GenTiEMEN, FRIENDS AND
FeLLow-CimizeNs—It would bave gladdeoed
my heart to have met you in prosperily in-
stead of adversity. But friend= are drawn
together in adversity. The son of a
Georgian who fought through the first Revo-
lation, I would be untroe to myself if I should
forget the State in her day of peril. What
though misfortane has befullen our aims {rom
Decatur40 Jonesboro, our.cause is not lost.
Sherman cannot keep up his long line of
communication, and retreat, sooner or later,
be must ; and when that day comes the fate
that befell the army of the French Empire in
its retreat from Moscow will be reacted.
Qor cavalry and our people will harrass and
destioy his army as did the Cossacks that ot
Nupoleon ; and the Yankee Ueneral, like
him, will _escare with only -a body guard.
How car this be the most speedily effected ?
By the absentees of Hood's army retarning
to their posts ; add will they not? ~ Can they
see the banished exiles, can they hear the
wail of their suffering couatrywomen and
children and pot come? .By what influence-
they are made to stay away it i8 not neces-
sary to speak. If there is one who wiil stay
away at this hour he is unworthy of the name
of Georgian. To the women nao appeal is
necessary. They are like the Spartan mothers
of old. I know of one who-has lost all her sons,
except one of eight years. She wrote :that
sbe wanted me to reserve a place. for bim in
the ranks. The venerable General Polk, to
whom I read: the letter, knew that woman
well, and said it was churacteristic of ber;
but I will not weary you by turning aside to
relate the various incidents of giving up the
last son to.the cause of cwr country. koown
to me. Wherever we go we fiud the hearts
and .bands of our noble women enlisted.
‘Phey are seen wherever the eye may fall or
the step tarn. They have one daty to per-
form ; to buoy up the hearts of on: peop e.
I know the deep disgrace felt by Georgia at
our army lalling back from Dalton tc the in-
terior of the State. . But I was not of those
who congidered -Atlanta. lost whea our army
crossed the Chattahoouhee. I resvlved that
it should not, and I then put a mam in com«
mand who I knew would strike a manly blow
for the city, and many a Yankee’s blood was
made 1o noeurish the seil before the prize was
won. It does nut become us'to revert to
disaster. Let the dead bury the dead. Let
us, with one-arm and one eflort, endeavor to
crush Sherman. I am going 10 the army to
confer with our generals, The end must be
the defeat of our enemy.

1t has been said that I abandoned Georgia
to her fate. Shamewmpon such falsehood.
Where could the author have been when
Walker, when Polk, and when Gen. Stephen
D Lee was sent 1o ber assistance. Miserable
iran. The man who uttered this was a
scoundrel. He was pot a man to save our
country.’ If I knew that a General did not
possess the right qualities to command, would
I ot be wrong if be was not removed ?. Why,
when our army was falling back from Nort!i-
ern Georgia, I even heard that I had sent
Brag with pontoons to cross it to Cuba. Bat
we must be charitabie. The man wha can
speculate ought to be made to take up his
musket. When the war is over and our in-
dependénce won—and we will establish our
independence—who will be our aristocracy ?
I hope the limping soldier. To the young
ladies I would say that when choosing be-
tween an empty sleeve and the man who had
remained at bome aad grown rich, always
take the empty sleeve. Let the old men re-
main at home and make bread. But should
they know of any young men keeping away
from the service, who cannot be made to go
any other way, let them- write to the Execov
tive.” I read all letters sent me from the peo-
ple, but bave not the time to reply to them.
You bave not many men between 18 and 45
left. The boys, God bless the boys, are as
rapidly as they become old enough going to
the field. The city of ‘Macon is filled with
stores, sick and wounded. It must not be
abandoned when threatened, but when the
enemy come, instead of calling upon Hood’s
army for defense, the old men must fight, and
when the enemy is driven beyond Chatta—
nooga, they too can join in the general re-
joicing.

Your prisoners are kept as a sort of Yankee
capital. - I kave heard that one of their
Generals said that their exchange would de-
feat Sherman. I have tried every means,
conceded-everything te effest an exchange,’
but to no purpose. Butler, the beast, with
whnqx no Commissivner of Exchange would
hold intercourse, had publisbed in the newss
payers that if we would consent to the ex-
change of negroes, all difficulties might be
removed. This is reported as an effort of his
to get himsalf whitewashed by holding inter-
course with gentlemen If an exchange
could be effected, 1 don’t know but tha' I
might be induced to récognise Butler. Bat
in the fature every effort will be given, as
far as possible; to effect the end. We want
our goldjera in the field, and we want the sick
and woonded to return home.

It is not proper for me to speak of the
cumber of men in the field, but this I will
say, that two-thirds of our men are absent,
some sick, some wounded, but most of them
absent without leave. The man who repents
and goes back to bis commander voluntarily
appeals strongly to execative clemency. Bat
suppose he stays away until the war is over,
and his comrades return home, and when
every mao’s-hietory will be told; where will
he shield “himself. Tt. 18 npon thése reflec-
tions that I rely to make men return 10 their
duty, but after conferrigg with our Generals
at h-adguarters, if there be any other reme.Jy
1t shall be applied. I love my friends and 1
forgive my enemies.

1 have been asked to send reinforcements
from Virginia to' Georgia. In' Virginia the
disparity of numbers.is just as grest as it is
in Georgia. Then 1 have lken asked why
thé army sent o the Shenafoah Valley w:s
not sent here. "It was because an army of
the enemy had penetrated that valley to the
very gates of Lynchbarg, and Gen. Early was
sent to drive them back. This be not only
dgd, but crossing. the Putomac, came well
nigh eapturiog Washington itself, and forced
Grant 10 send two corps of his army to pro-
tect it. This the enemy denominated a raid.
1f so, Sherman’s march into Georgia is a raid.
What woald prevent them now, if Gen. Ear-

ly was withdrawn, from taking Lynchburg,
sud putting a complete cordon of men around
Richmaiod ? I counselled with that great
and grave soldier, Gen. Lee, upoa all these
points. My miad roamed over the whole
field. With this we can succeed. 1f one-
half the men now absent without leave will
retarn to duty, we can defeat the enemy.
With that hope I am going to the froot. I
may oot reahize this hope, but 1 know there
are men there who have looked death in the
fage too often to despond now. - Let no one
despoud. Let no one dislrust ; and remem-
ber thit if gecius is the beau ideal, hope is
the reality.

THE NANAIMO INDIANS,

. NaNArMo, 17th Nov. 1864,

While addressing the tribe of Indians at this
Eace on Tuesday last, His Excellency Governor

ennedy in the course of his remarks observed
¢ that they appeared to be the most civilized and
best looking Indians he had yet seen in either
colony.” 1

This assertion coming from His Fxcellency is
worthy of note, and for aught I know to the con-
trary, may be considered pretty correct. It must
be admitted by all who have cursorily watched
the mansgement and mode of dealing with the
Indians here by the authorities and those having
influence over the natives, that much good has
been done among them ; and it must likewise be
{ratifying to their managers and instructors to

now that the good order and training they evince
extorted the admiration of His Excellency.

Notwithstanding the many drawbacks a work of
civilizing and improving the social and moral con-
dition of the Indians has to _encounter, the Nan~
aimo tribe are becoming by degrees inventive,
tractable, and useful to society. itness the late
turn_out of Indian constables and the great re-
version in their method of constructing houses,
&e., &c.

His Exeellency in his address to tbem strongly
adverted upon the necessity of heavy punishment
being meted out to the unprincipled vendors of
the ensnaring poison the Indians are so prone to
imbibe, which beguiles them of their reason and
sometimes of their lives. 'He urged the native
police to ferret out those engaged in the traffic
and report them to the magistrates, who he said
would inflict the penalty they deserve.

Some good resuit must hereafter be evolved

from the energy and assiduity displayed by the
Indian teachers. The mist of ignorance hanging
over them will in time be blown away and their
characteristics modified and assimilated to those
of the civilized race.
.. What a pity that some system of training for
these natives could not be devised that would suit
the views of all denominations of christians ?
Surely the Indians have nothing to do with the
ecclesiastichl and doctrinal questions which un-
happily divide good men among us.

The existence among one tribs of Indians of
several branches of the christian church cannot
but have a bad effect unless their modes of wor.
ship could be made to coincide with each other.

THE PROPOSED NEW SCHOOL HOUSE.

The Victorians have been erying cut fur School
accommodation, and we claim also a right to be
heard in the same important matter. We have,
comparing the population of the respective towns,
a larger proportion of children than you., and
present indicatiops seem to poiAt to a contin-
uance of our superiority in the number of our
juvenile population.” We “seem to grow like
mushrooms.” :

The present school building is inconvenient
and ipcapable of properly accommodating the
pupils that attend—about forty. Thanks are due
to thie V. C. M. Co. who provide school accommo-
dation free of rent. ‘¢ Half a loaf is better than
no bread.” But the timne is now come for the
Government to make suitable (freparnions for the
growing want of this town, and we hope an appro-
priation for a School House at Nanaimo will be
placed in the estimates for next’year, -so that
there may be erected on the beautiful site pre-
sented by the V. C, M. Co., a bnilding suited to
the future requirements of the town. -
