COLLEGE AND PRESS.

One of the most interesting of the nu­
merous recent J une 
dresses was that of George E. Plumbe, of 
the Chicago Daily Nett«, before the alum- 
nToTMiddleburg, college, Vt,, on the 
aubject “The Press and the College.” Cit­
ing the fact that 13,000 of the 18,000 
papers printed in the English language 
are published in America, he ran over the 
gamut of statistics in a thoughtful way, 
and came to the conclusion that a careful 
census of the journalists on the secular 
press of |the United States would show 
that not over “two in a hundred have 
ever enjoyed any better educational ad­
vantages than those afforded by the Dem­

and high schools of the country.” 
the large cities the college grad 

figures to somewhat better advantage in 
journalism. Two of the four prominent 
New York dailies are managed by 
graduates, and forty per cent, of their 
editorial and répertoriai staffs are college 
graduates. In Philadelphia only one of 
the four leading newspapers is edited by 
a college graduate, and the same propor­
tion appears in Chicago, and only 23& per 
cent, of the men on the staffs have a 
scholastic training. Even is Boston only 
one of the four leading dailies is edited by 
a man college-bred, and only 1$ of the 
men on the staffs have had a taste of col­
lege. These instances may be multiplied, 
and the facts war very decidedly against 
statements which have been reiterated in 
recent years that the college graduate is 
beginning to monopolize the seat of edi­
torial authority in the secular press. Mr. 
Plumbe attributes the comparative paucity 
of collegians in journalism to the feet that 
young men generally select their callings 
in life before leaving college, and most of 
them come from rural districts, where 
their ideas of journalism are gathered 
from the contracted sphere and functions 
of the village editor, and this does not 
itimulate their ambition to become jour­
naliste.
