SUBSIDIES REQUIRED.
Or Canadian-Australian Liners May Be
Withdrawn.

Steamer Miowera will sail for Aus-
tralia via. Honolulu and ‘Suva on Fri-
day.  The possibility of the Union
[Steamship Company of New Zejaland,
operating the steamers Moana, Miowera
and Aorangi between Vancouver and
Sydney, Australia, withdrawing _the
service this summer certainly exists.
Unless the company secures Government
aid in the way of mail sx}l)sldles, what
now appears as a possibility may be-
come a fact, and Canada will lose her
Australian connection, and that too just
at a time when Canadian export trade
with the Antipodes is in an extremely
flourishing condition,

Mr. B. W. Greer, Pacific Coast agent
of the Union Steamship, Company, In
speaking to the Vancouver Province
about the recent report that the Aus-
tralian liners would be withdrawn,
stated that the Union Steamship Com-
pary's contract with the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway Company for the steam-
ship service between Vancouver and
Sydney expired next May—the same
time the Government mail subsidieg ter-
minate under the present agreement.
Mr. ‘Greer has received no official ad-
vices concerning the intentions of the
Union Steamship Company, and is there-
fore not in a position to announce the
programme. <

In view of the fact that in New Zea-
land and -Australia efforts are being
made to secure to the Union Company
the mail subsidies of the Governments
of those countries, anl that the Oceanic
Steamship ‘Compary, running between
San [Francisco and Sydney, is also o
the fight for the money, it will be seen
that a great deal hinges on the award
of the contract. British Columbia is
interested in this fight more than Aus-
tralia or New Zealand, for if the present
service is withdrawn there will be no
Canadian connection whatever with the
Antopodes. The Imperial and Cana-
dian Government subsidies are also in
the balance.

The Qceanic Steamship Company, the
Spreckels line running from San Fran-
cisco to Sydney, is not paying, and last
year it ran $1,000,000 behind, according
to the returns presented at the annual
meeting, and that too in face of the fact
that the line has the TUnited States
mail subsidy and also a poundage con-
tract with the British Government.

The overdue bark Paul Rickmers is
still unreported, and the hopes that she
will arrive are dwindling more and more
as the days go by. About two weeks
hence she is to be posted as missing—a
marine obituary—and then some $12,000
of Victoria and Vancouver money will
be forwarded to IEngland to fill the
pockets of the speculators there who
gambled that the German bark 'would
fail\to reach port. The Paul Rickmers
was quoted at 90 per cent. on this Coast
muntil yesterday, when she was with-
drawn from the market altogether with
the St. Enoch, but in England she has
been uninsurable for some time. She is
mow out 247 days from Bangkok and 201
days from' Anjer, with a cango of rice
for Bremen.

A report has been published in the
{Liverpool Journal of Commerce that the
British bark Dunearn, now out 211 days
from Cardiff for Sitka with coal and
quoted in the reinsurance market at 30
per cent., was spoken about December
15 in latitude 25 degrees iSouth by the
British ship Glenericht, at ‘San Francis-
co December 26.

at Dodger’s Cove, by signing on for the
Coast cruise solely, and paying $6 per
skin—a dollar higher than the price of-
fered by the other schooners.

A CANADIAN CARGO
Will Be Carried to Australia by the
Miowera.

Steamer Miowera, the Canadian-Aus-
tralian liner, will sail today for .Aus-
tralia, with what may be described as
rather a distinctively Canadian cargo.
For the first time a large shipment of
JCanadian made printing paper has been
shipped to Australia, and a large part
of the immense cargo now stowed in the
Miowera is from the E. B. Eddy -Co.’s
imills at Hull, Hitherto the great rolls
of printing paper, of nearly a tom
weight each, have been from the Ever-
ett mills. - That is to be changed from
now omn.

Canadian flour is much in evidence in
the cargo, nearly all of that staple go-
fing on the vessel this time being of Can-
adian origin. Another shipment which
is also Canadian and for the first time.
is a consignment of several cars of
dressed hogs, being shipped in cold stor-
age to Awustralia.. Ordinarily the -old
storage space of the two Australian
vessels fitted with it, has been used for

Pbringing frozen mutton to this country.

IOf late, since the drought has knockel
out that trade, there has been a de-
mand from the Antipodes for hogs, and
several consignments of frozen carcases
have been shipped. This is the first lot,
however, which has come from Canada,
other shipments having been  imported
from the United States.

A DERELICT.

Wreck Floatingl Off California Believed
to Be the Dunearn.

‘A derelict has been sighted about 400
miles off Monterey, which it is thought
by San Francisco shipping men may be
the wreck of the ship Dunearn, so long
overdue from Cardiff for Sitka, and re-
insured at 30 per cent. Capt. Meyers,
of the German bark Henny, which ar-
rived on Monday at Eureka, reports
having sighted off shore the wreck of a
vessel, apparently small, but possibly
that of a big ship. 'The report excited
considerable interest in shipping circles,
rwhere speculation is rife as to the iden-
tity of the derelict. The Henny sighted
the wreck on December 19, when in
latitude 25.08 North, longitude 13.22
‘West, or in language better understood
?y shore folk, about 400 miles off Mon-
erey.

The derelict loomed up to windward
(black and battered looking. Capt. Mey-
ers tried to reach it, but could net lay
high enough and passed about half a
mile to leeward.

From the Henny the object appeared to
be the wreck of a vessel about 70 feet
long and 25 feet beam, It was water-
logged. At ‘what looked like the stern
five timbers were counted above the
water line. ‘On what was evidently the
bow appeared a topgallant
painted yellow.

Capt. Meyers adds to his report that
rwhile the object seemed to be the hull
of a small vessel, what he saw might
have been the visible part of a mnearly
submerged big ship. He reports tha: on
the same day he passed a stick of tim-
ber covered with barnacles, and the day
before saw in the water a fore and aft
fender and a number of bottles.

Tt °s thought the derelict may be what
is left of the British ship Dunearn, now
long overdue from Cardiff for itka. The
Dunearn is reinsured for only 30 per
cent., although out from Eugland 211
days. The reported speaking of th«
Dunearn by the British ship Glenericnt
on December 15 cabled from Vancoa-
ver to London has tended to keep low
the reinsurance rate. The officers of
the Glenericht deny responsibility for the
report and declare:that they did not see
the missing vessel. This denial has
igiven rise to grave fears for the vessel,
‘whose destination lay through waters
feared in winter, even by experienced
coasters. One of the idle revenue cut-

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SELL THE WRECK.

Very Little Insurance on the Old Bark
Alex. McNeil.

Telegrams received by Jam3s Brown,
of San Francisco, managing owne: of
the American bark Alex. McaNeil, wnith
was wrecked recently on Pratos reef on
the 'Asiatic coast, from Capt.’ Waldemar
Jorgensen, master of the bark, advise
offering the wreck for sale at auction.
The Alex. McNeil was an old woovdrn
vessel of 1,123 tons register and was
built in 1869 at Waldoboro, Me. Her
length wae 174.4, beam 36.3, and depth
234 Previous to. leaving iSan Francis-
co last summer to load on Pugst Sound
for Manila, the bark had been imprived
at an expense of $5,000, and an addi-
tional $3,000 was spent upon her before
she left Puget Sound. Her value, ac-
cording to James Brown, was about
$14,000, and theie was no lnsurance, ¢x-
cept upon the one-eighth interest owna-l
by Capt. Jorgensen.

TOOK DESPERATE CHANCES:.

Captain of the Elm Branch Crossed Bar
With Crippled Propeller.

The captain of the British steamship
Bim Branch, which- arrived at the Coi-
umbia a few days ago from San Fran-
cisco, took chances that he:could not
have been excused from if any damage
had resulted to his vessel, and although
no harm did result, he is still subject to
censure, as it was more good luck than
anything else fthat the steamer and all
on board were not lost, says an Astoria
despatch. After the Elm Branch left
San Francisco very heavy weather was
encountered and the propeller worked
loose on the shaft. The vessel was run
into Drake’s Bay, and the after com-
partment filled with water to set the
wheel lower so that it could not race,
and then she was brought up the Coast
slowly for fear the propeller might be-
come entirely useless. On arrival off
the mouth of the Columbia, Capt. Gun-
derson, the bar pilot, went on board to
bring the vessel in, but he was not told
of the crippled condition of the vessel
and supposed everything was all right.
The bar was very rough at the time,
but pilots always use all the latitude
that good discretion will permit to has-
ten steamships in and out of the river,
so the Elm Branch was started in and
fortunately came through in safety, al-
though she shipped two very heavy seas,
the heaviest, in fact, as her master af-
terwards said, that she had ever had on
board. If Capt. Gunderson had been in-
formed of the condition of the propeller
he would not have attempted to come
inside until the bar became smoother,
for if anything had happened to the
steamer ‘while on the bar she and all on
board wouldu most surely have been
lost.

A FPAST PASSAGE.

Blythswood Went from Golden Gate to
Jackson Head in 46 Days.

The British ship Blythswood, which
was one of last year's salmon fleet, has
made a very fast passage from San
Francisco to Sydney. 'She left San
Francisco on December 19 and arrived
at Sydney on Monday, after a passage
of 45 days. The large four-masted’ ship
i(Crompton, whichl has been chartered to
load cargo at Liverpool for Victoria,
arrived at the English port on Sund:y
last from [San ‘Francisco. She sailed
from &an Francisco on September 14,
with a cargo of 4,500 tons.

COAISTING DAWS NOT FOR \’VESTi

Regulations Will

S‘lspeusiou of the
Continue in Near-by Waters. ‘
According to e despateh  received
from John MeDougall, commissloner oL
customs at Ottawa, in ‘answer to tele-_
graphic enquiries regarding the scope of
the order-mm-council passed forbidding
the carriage of Canadian goods in tran-
sit to points in the Dominion in United
States vessels, which was published in
full if yesterday’s Colonist, it will not
affect the Pacific Coast shipping. Mhe
despatch reads ‘‘New regulations are
not intended to interfere at present with
transit privileges accorded heretofore
on Pacitic Coast waters.” In other
words, the Canadian coasting regula-
tions will remain suspended on the Pa-
cific Coast, and the United States bot-
toms will continue to carry Canadian
freight as at present. The steamers of
the Pacific ‘Coast S. . Company, all
United States bottoms, will, therefore,
be able to continue their freighting
from Victoria, while, on the other hand,
the coasting stéamers of Canada in
operation on this coast are not able to
carry United States goods to a United
States point. There is no quid pro quo.
Had the order-in-counecil, which is evi-
dently framed for the Great Lakes, been
made operative on the Pacific Coast,
not only would the steamers of the Pa-
cific Coast S. S. Company. been prevent-
ed from carrying Canadian freight to
Canadian ports in the North, but the
steamer Majestic would have been pre-
vented from bringing freight from
Canadian points to Vietoria from the
Sound ports. However, the Commis-
sioner of Customs has said the coast-
ing regulations are to Tremain sus-
pended and the transit privileges accord-
ed the United States vessels are to re-
main unchanged. While this state of
affairs has the result of providing Viec-
toria merchants with an alternate ser-
vice to the North with the steamer
Cottage city, and Vancouver an alter-
nate route with the steamer City of
Seattle, it also has the effeet of allow-
ing a competition with the Canadian
steamers in the same service—a com-
petition which is unequal in that no
similar privileges to those accordéd by
the Dominion Government to the United
States vessels are accorded by the Unit-
ed States Government to the Canadian
vessels. The steamers of the Pacific
Coast S. |S. Company are enabled as a
result to carry freight and passengers
from many ports and between the var-
jous Alaskan points, while the local
steamers hampered by the United States
coasting regulations, cannot carry
freight or passengers between two Unit-
ed States points.

FINED THE RABBONI. %

The tug Rabboni has been fined $400

Reached a Total of 12,000 Skins, Says
a Fur Buyer.

W. J. Cohen, a fur buyer of San

Francisco, in an interview = given at
‘Sealtle, said: ;
““Dhe seal cateh of Japan for the past
year was 12,600 skins.” This will not
have any effeet on the advancing price
of the skins, ag the Japanese skins do
not firid their way to the Pacific Coast
market. Most of them are nsed in Eng-
land, and some few get back’ to the
Atlantic Coast. Here we have to de-
pend mainly on the—Alaska and the
British ‘Columbia skins of all sorts, and
there is a shortage in both countries for
this season.

“Two weeks ago we began to buy in
Alaska and British Columbia. At the
present time we have secured almost
20 per cemt. less than we hLud, aitet
buying for the same length of time, last
year. "We would be perfectly willing to
take some of the Japanese skins if we
could get them, but we cannot aund have
given up trying. 2

“The skins that have been taken this
year, seal and all other kinds, are gen-
erally of a better quality than they
have been for several years. The sum-
mer conditions were right and when
the hunting started last fall all the
animals were in the best of condition.
Sometimes it occurs that there is a dis-
ease among some of the fur-bearing ani-
mals and that reduces the skins to a
poor quality. Howeyer on this score
we have no complaint to make this

year.

“The fur trade is brisker now than it
has been in years. There is a demand
here on the ‘Coast, as well as a good one
in the Bast, and it will take more than
the skins now available to supply the
market. Theffore it is expected that
seal and all other skins will advance in
price at once.”

VICTORIA SAILS.
Carries a  Heavy Cargo to Japanese
and Chinese [Ports. i
Steamer Victoria, of the Northern Pa-
cific line, Capt. John Panton, arrived
at the Outer docks at noon yesterday
from Tacoma and will sail for Yoko-
hama and the ports of the Orient at
daylight. The Vietoria carries a full
cargo aggregating in value $205,732.50,
the chief items being 51,160 sacks of
flour for Hongkong, 2,600 bales of raw
cotton for Kobe and 150,000 yards of
domestics for [Shanghai.

NARROW ESCAPE OF BARODA.

The Ship Had Four Feet of Water in
Her Hold.

vSteameg Tellus, the collier -which
started North with the steel bark Bar-
oda in tow for Victoria, and was ob-

onist of some days ago, as a result of
the bark having sprunk a leak off Cape
Mendocino, passed up to Ladysmith yes-
terday morning to load coal for San
Francisco. (Capt. Pedersen reports that
the Baroda had a very narrow escape,
and the San Trancisco Examiner of
erdnesday says: ‘‘Leaking badly and
with four feet of water in her hold, the
British bark Baroda put into this port
today in tow of the Norwegian steamer
Tellus. Tae bark showed plainly the
results of a battle with the elements.
Her freshly painted sides were scarred
and scratched, and her decks were
washed clean of all gear. Only by hard
work at the pumps did the crew of the
Baroda save her from foundering off the
Mendocino coast.

“When off iMendocino last Sunday a
Northwest gale was encountered. The
Tellus 'was scarcely able to make head-
way against the storm with her tow. A
heavy swell was running, and the Bar-
oda reared and pitched like a maddened
horse. At times it seemed certain that
the hawser would part and the bark
would, go adrift. "When the storm was
at its height it was discovered that the
bark was filling rapidly. All hands
were ordered to the pumps, but, despite
the efforts of the crew, the water con-
tinued- to gain in the hold. Drenched
by the wave$ which broke on board, the
crew worked at the pumps for two
hours. Fearing that the vessel would
founder if he cgntinued to breast the
storm, Capt. Pedersen of the Tellus put
about and headed for San Francisco.
The pumps of the Baroda were kept go-
ing until the vessel was in the harbor.
The Barqoda lies in the stream at San
[Francisco leaking at the rate of three
inches an hour. The seams of the. ves-
sel worked loose in the heavy seas.”

LIFE SAVING STATION.

Recommendations That One Be Estab-
lished Near Flattery.
Recommendations for the construc-
tion of a lighthouse at Granyille, on
the Quinault Indian reservation, and
for the establishment of a life saving
station near Cape Flattery will soon be
made by the Seattle Chamber of Com-
merce to the Government authorities

in Washington, D. C.

The need of a lighthouse in the vicin-
ity of Granville has long been felt. The
Coast in thig region is one of the most
dangerous known to mnavigators. From
the beginning of October the storms be-
come particularly violent and the .nad
weather lasts until May.

The recommendation will jnclude a
request for a life saving station about
20 miles South of Cape Flattery, near
the point where the Prince Arthur
went down.
have already been established on the
Southern Coast.

Tt has been stated that if a life eav-
ing station had been established near
the spot where the Norwegian bark re-
cently sank more lives might have been
saved. The rocks along this part of the
Coast make it dangerous for the launch-
ing of even a life boat, but with the
use of life lines and buoys some good,
it is claimed, could have been effected.

'On rising to address the meeting, M,

expressing his appreciation for the cor-
dial nature of the reception which hu¢
‘been accorded him in Western Canada,
he told of how  there <was a gener
al movement throughout the Empire t
wards organization aiming at th
strengthening of the navy. It might !
said of the great Dominion of Canad
that the people were too budy in devel-
oping the magnificent resources of the
country to pay much attention to ti
necessity of strengthening the navy.
But such inaction could only be a source
of 'worry to the thoughtful, for was it
not a fact that every freight train go
East or West, every elevator, every s
cies of development, was pointing to-
wards the ocean? Thus it was becom-
ing more and more urgent for 'Canada
to see that there is every guarantee
that her sea-borne commerce shall not
be disturbed. The permanency of her
prosperity depended upon seeing that
the only means of access to the over-ses
markets of the 'world are guarded and
preserved through the guarantee of t
efficiency of the British fleet.

Naturally the Jinquiry must be mad
Is the navy adequate? At the presen:
time it was supported and maintained
entirely by the United Kingdom. Th
task before it was a huge one—guarding
the great ocean paths of travel whi
carried British commerce, amounting a:
nually, according to an authority in th
London Times, to 2,000 million pound
sterling. All that was cared for by o
fleet supported entirely by the taxpay
of the' United Kingdom! ™The interesis
of the colonies in the commerce of th
