‘Witness knew Hon. Robe-l% Dunsmuir,

father of James and Alex, Dumsmuir,
and was his solicitor until his death:
was Mrs. Joan Olive Dunsmuir's solici-
tor until 1897. Witness said he was
James Dunsmuir's solicitor today, and
has been for many years.- Knew Alex,
Dunsmuir when quite a lad in 1871. |
In September, 1888, met Alexander
Dunsmuir at San Francisco, Alexander
was at that time agent for R. Duns-
muir & Sons. Witness saw him every
day for about eight or ten days. Saw
him again at bis father’s death in 1889.
Hon. Robert D wir was poresident
of the E. & N. Railway Company, and
Alexander was elected in his place; atso
first vice-president of the Wellington
Colliery Company, vice his father., An-
nusl meetings of these companies are
held each October. Alexander attended
every meeting excepting 1894, 1893,
1897 and 1809, but meetings were held
subsequently on two oceasions when he
arrived, Witness was again in San
Francisco in 1891 for about mine days.

NOTES ON BILLS.

Mr. Clifford’s bill to amend the Pro-
vincial Elections Act is interesting, and
definés more clearly the term “Indian,”
as follows :

“The expression ‘Indian’ shall mean
any person of pure Indian blood, gnd
any person of Indian extraction having
his home upon or. within the confines
of an Indian reserve.”

The following amendments are also
full of imterest : 3

The master and first officer of any
coasting vessel, of two! hundred and
fifty tons and over, are hereby consti-
t»uteq returning officer and' deputy re-
turning officer, Tespectively, by virtne
of their offices, for the purpose only
of taking the votes of the officers and
crews of their vessels on the day ap-
pointed for the holding of an election.

Such officers shall hold office only
while they are actually engaged on
board shiv, but in the discharge of their

rights, powers and privileges couferred
on returning officers by the provisions
of this act.

. As soon as a proclamation has been
sened under the provisions of the “Pro-
vincial Blections Act,” the master of
each vessel, as aforesaid, shall be sup-
plied with ballot boxes and ballofs for
the electoral districts af which his ves-
sel touches in the course of her voy-
age, and on the day set for the election
he shall take, in the manner ribed
by the “Provingcial Elections Act,” the
votes of his crew, and shall make a
return of the same in like manner as
other returning officers #nder the pro-
visions of the “Provincial Elections Act.”

The Attorney-General’s bill respecting

the Sale of Goods Act contains the
following suggested amendments :
. (2) Should any goods or chattels sub-

fixed to any realty, such goods and chat-

2. Where the subject matter of any
insurance contract is property, or an
insurable  interest within the jurisdic-
tion of British Columbia, or is a person
domiciled or resident therein, any policy,
certificate, interim receipt, or Trenewal,
countersigned, issued or delivered over
in British Columbia, or committed to the
postoffice, or to any carrier, messengel
or agent, to be delivered or handed over
to the assured, his assigns or agent in
British Columbia, be deemed to eyidence
a contract made therein which is sub-
ject to and to be constroed according
to the law of British Columbia, aend
all the rights of the assured, and of his
assigns. under said contract, shall be
governed by the law of British: Columbia,
and the rights, interests and status of
any beneficiaries in the benefits of the
contract ‘shall arise according to and
be governed by the law of British Colum-
bia; and all momeys payable under the
contract, or by agent in British Colum-
bia of the insuring corporatiom in law-
ful mofley of Canada; and this section
shall have affect notwithstanding any
agreement, condition or stipulation to the
contrary.
