for the money than imported fabrics, ‘Lbe
trouble in the cotton trade is that every-
body wants to keep running on grev cote
tons, because this is a class of goods very
ensy to mske, Bat now it s plaiuly seen
that all the mills cinnot be employed wll
the time om grey cottons, snd some of
them must be diverted to the production of
other fabrics, What the meetiog decides
to recommend we shall shortly bear.
Meaatime the ‘‘consumer,” whose misfor-
tunes the free traders mre grieving over,
never got in Canads as go Wl & bargaio of
a Gollar’s w. rth of factory cotton as he is
getting to-dey.
