The fluid n the pail, according to the
doctors, * certainly contains arsenic,  but
it is jusp ‘possible that it might be
mixed - with other  ingredients, which
though equally fatal might conceal its
deadly properties. The nephew Arthur resides
with the married sister of the dead ‘man.
