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The Press and Crime. 5
We have beard in several quarters that
of the legal profession bave ex-
pressed a high species of indignation at the
newspaper reports of the Willlams murder
case. The legal mind objects to the press
stating that suspicion points to this or that
individual as being implicated in the
crime; it objects to the press styling Mac-
Wherrell a murderer or an alleged murderer;
it objects to the press calling upon this man
snd that man to explain bis whereabouts and
cross-examining them as to what they know
of the erime. In short, these gentlemen
thiuk'it is libellous for & newspaper to in-
sinuate guilt or to express in type suspicions
tiat run through the mind of everyone who
has studied the particulars of the case. .

Our legal friends areiooking at these mat-
ters in a “shoppy” sort of a way. The ordi-
nary ocitizen doesn’t live according to the
vules that prevail in & court of law.  Tnere
is a bigger and more important life going on
ontside the court room than within its walls,
Everyone of course is amenable to the laws
of the land, bus we for oné refuse to be gov-
erned in every-day life by the over-precise
and stilted language of legal procedure, The
press prosides over a court of its own, and it
knows how to take care of itself ia that court
as well as our legel friends kvow how
to govern themselves in Osgoode Hall or at
the Assize Court. * Those who are brought
before the press for trial are sald to be under
newspaper trial, or trisl by public opinion,
The press is s valuable ally of the court.
‘Where the one leaves off the other begins.
The courts, for instance, cannot try Muyor
Fleming for paying out the public funds to
a certain lawyer without excuse or warrant.
But the press is empowered to bring bim
before the court of public opinion and to
enquire whether be be a dishonest man
or mnct.  There sare any pumber of
rascalities being perpetrated on the people
without the latter having any legal means
of stopping them. Only & few weeks agoan
Enghish journal showed up & big fraud that
was being perpetrated on the public by an
electric belt maker, The legal machinery of
the country was impotent to stop the fraud
A _daring journalist. appointed himsell a
judge and brought the culprits before the
bar of public opinion. He performed a ser-
vice of immense value to the public, a service
that ‘could be rendered in no other way.
The woods is full of cunning scamps who
kpow how far they can go in defrauding the
public without . becoming amenable to
the law. The press must be aliowed
considerable latitude in dealing with
these gentry. It should mot ' be
hampered by our legal friend jumpiog up
and down like a Jack-in-the-box with those
monotonous words ever on his lips, “My
Lord, I object.” .

The same line of reasoning can be trans-
forred to ths. case of the murder of the
Williams’ couple. Here we have a brutal
erime, shocking 'in tbe extreme. FPublic
feeling is aroused and justice demands the
eaptare of the perpetrators of the deed, The
capture must be made quickly. T1he press
takes s hand in - the chase, Events
are transpiring with  rapidity. The
press writer hasu's time to trunslate
the language of the people into the language
of the court. Butcher, the milkman, won't
speak out and belp to capture the murderer
by telling what be knows? No? Then be
has committed a serious offence in the public
estimation and the press does right to expose
bim MacWherrell had the murdered man's
horse and cutter in his possession and he
hides and refuses to tell the public where be
got them, thereby helping to solve the mys-
tery? Yes., Then he is shielding the mur-
derer and is“an accessory after the
fact. But our legal friends tell us that
sveryone has a right to be treated as an in-
pocent maan until he is proven guilty by a
jury of his peers. That’s one of those innu-
merable fictions with which every court room
in the land is papered. Mayor Fleming, for
instance, is guilty of underhand dealing and
trickery, and we need to go to no court room

to prove it. Every citizen owes it to the |

publicto belp in the detection of crime. We
cannot allow brutal murders like thas of the
Middle-road to be committed without each
and all of us helping, if we can, to locate the
guilty parties. Those who mnot only do not
take any part in the search but avowedly
withhold what they know and . secrete them-
selves from the police officials ought to be
treated as public enemies, for such they are
If in the hurry the press alludes to these
gentry as criminals it is excusable. True,
from a legal point of view,they are not called
upon to explain or give information. But
people do not live by the rules of lawyers
They have & common sense way of putting
in existonce, and the press is their mouth- |
piece, -

York Township Elections,
Unusual interest is being taken by the
ratepayers in the township elections this
year, They have an old “gang” up in Eglin-
ton Town Hall, just as we have one down at
the City Hall. The York Ratepayers’ Asso-
ciation are pout’ing a lot of red hot shos into
the township “gang,” aund the latter have
felt ‘its Teffects. The principal charge
egainst the present council is  one
of extravagance. The salaries, including
the fees received by the members of the
council, have risen from $3348 in 1890 to
$5634 in 1892, although the revenue has de-
creased in the latter year by $5000. The
. cost for collecting and expenditure in 1892
amounted to 38 per cent. of the total amount
collected. It isalso charged that the mem-
bers of the council have drawn in excess of
what they were legally entitled to. It is
generally admitted fact that the affairs of
the township bave beep transacted in a
very careless and unbusiness-like way,
and a change of representatives can-
not but result in the welfare of
e township. The gross revenue now
ainounts to about $70,000, and it will pay
thle people %o put in men of ability and
hgnesty to deal with so largean expenditure.
There are many residents of the city who
have property in the township and who are
consequently interested iu its good govern-
ment. These citizens ought to make a point
of voting on Monday, and we think they:
would be acting in their own interests and
that of the community atlarge by voting for
the tickevof the Ratepayers’ Association. The
present reeve is nof seeking re-election,
There is one member of the council who has
kept himself straight and who deserves
another term of office. We refer to Mr,
John Fogg, a candidate for the fourth
deputy reeveship. The Ratepayers’ ticket is
as follows: William James Hill for reeve,
John Goulding for 1st deputy reeve, J. L.
Heslop for 3rd deputy reeve, W.H, Lucas for
4th deputy reeve.

THE TAX COLLECTORS.

Mayor Fleming’s Astacks—A Necessary
Branch of the City’s Service, /
_ The tax collectors of the city, baving dur-
ing the present campaign and frequently
before been needlessly disparaged, if mot
actually sbused, by Mayor Fleming, cdn-
sider that they owe it to themselves, as men
of responsibility end repute, to protest
sgainst further misrepresentation, which, so
far, has served no good purpose and cast
undeserved reproach upon abody of men
who are undor amofe bonds, as they are
under oath for the faithful performance of
their daty. We know .that during the heat
of an election campaign many offences .are
charged and many accusations made which
will not bear examination, as they are
absolutely lacking in truth, and, contemptible
gs they are, allowance is .to be made
for them; but when by covert attack
and upmistakable inuendo & trustworthy
body of men are held vp to the public gaze
as useless appendages of the civic system,
whose labors are not worth the amount ex-
pended upon tbem, they are constrained to
speak in their own defence, It is neither a
difficuit nor a dangerous_ business for speak-
ers, seeking their own egds, to assail from
public platforms defe: pless civic servants
with the view of discrediting them with the
people, for of necessity they are preciuded
from meeting their detractors in public de-
bate and exposing their mendacity and ma-
levolence, but through the columns of the
press,
and ready in
those who have
they can seek redress in ngly
o begin with, we wish to fmpress upon
the public that we are not suppliants for re-
tention in office, nor do we fear the effect of
the innovation which Mr, Fleming proposes
to introduce, sbould the council permit bim
to do so, under the name of s‘reform,” viz.,
tho dismissal of the tax ecollectors and the
substitution of collection at the City Hall.
The collection of rates is committed to the
hands of special collectors in every muni-
cipality in this country, and is a part of the
municipal law. It is a system which bas been
in operation for many years, has been found
1o be & satisfactory system, inasmuch as it
is safe, cortain and economical, and it can-
not be disturbed in this city without great-
ly complicating business at the City Hall
and brrnglng confusion in the treasurer’s
department; and besides these serious ob-
ections, any attempt to force tbe people to
go to the City Hall to pay their rates must
result in loss, inconvenience and annoyance
to them. 1o proof of the sounduess ot the
proposition, Mr. Fleming points to the fact
that a great many persons paid their taxes
directly to the treasurer this year
and  that the pew  arrangement
worked well, This may be trus, but the
many who paid their taxes by cheque or
otherwise at the City Hall were few com-
pared to the great mass who paid their rates
to the collectors. The bulk of the population
lives far from the City Hall, and as tbat
population is made up mainly of working
people, they cannot afford to lose a day’s or
a half o day's work to go to the hall, and it
geems ridiculous and arbitrary to ask them
to do so when a collector near at hand could
recsive the money without putting
them to any expense or trouble
whatever, Besides, a collector grows
to know the people, becomes familiar
with the property taxable, is informed as to
the means of the ratepayers, and knows
exactly bow to deal with each and so as to
gain whatis due to the city. Cases where
they hava to call in the assistance of a bailiff
are comparatively few, but that- would noc
be the case did eollection at the City Hall
prevail, for without the aid of the discrim-
inating collector the City Hail officials, de-
sirous of speedily colled®ing the rates in order
to demonstrate their efliciency, would be
prone to delegate tneir duties to bailiffs as
the easiest way out of the difliculty, and
respectable families would be submitted
to the degradation of distraint and
would be muleted in the cost of such process
in addition to the amount of taxes charged
against them. With these possibilities, which
might almost be called certaintics, in it, no
one would vote for such a change as Mayor
Fleming proposes, and if it were submitted
to the eiectors now it would be condemaed,
we firinly believe, as a weak and-childish
proposition. At present the amount of taxes
unpaid is as foilows:

To collect this immense sum the collectors
must piove with the utmost circumspection,
for timnes are hard, there are many out of
work and morey is scarce; but tBat they
will ultimately secure itsll, or mnearly sll,
there is every reason to believe. How would
the City Hall go about the collection of this
money ? To atténijit to force immediate
payment at the hall would cause a storm of
protest. So all the treasurer could do would
be to notify the delinquents collectively or
individually, and if they did not respond, to
send the bailiff in guest of them, - One year
of this sort of thiug would be enough. Peo-
ple would hasten to move away froma city
which treated them so outrageously.

There is another agpect of the case,
anyone suppese that fhe takes
be collected by =a few. extra clerks
at the City Hall, irresponsible and
without any sureties whatever for hon-
est performance of duty? No. A new civic
department of tax collection would bave to
be created, the cost of which in a short time
would far exceed the amount paid in collec-
